TEACHERS IX SESSION.

The Southwest Kansas Teachers' asso-
ciation met at 8 o'clock last night in annual
session with D. S. Pence, superintendent of
this county. In the chair The meeting was
held inthe chapel of Lewis academy and
was very well attended.

The meeting opened with an eloquent
prayer by Dr. Hoss, followed by some ex-
cellent vocal music by Professor Shull and
other teachers.

The address of welcome was delivered
by C. F. Coffin, who enumerated a long
list of conventions that have been held in
Wichita during the past year and said the
last address he made guve him a national
reputation, because it was reported as a
'Coffin delivering au address to a large
body of undertakera." Among other
things be said-- . "I take it that there are
great world forces which may be broadly
classed as either helptul or harmful.

"The helpful ones may be again divided
in two great classes.

There is one class of vocations which
depend upon theitifirmaties of our race
and may be called the reform otory voca-
tions.

Then comes the higher vocations which
may be called tbe formative oues, of which
the teacher stauds on the highest pinacle.

Teachers are not like the carpenter who
is called to repair a falling house but
rather like the architect who plans the
building.

Teachers may be congratulated on the
improved work they do in the class room
as well as in the greater devotion they
manifest for tbeir work.

Also for the number who devote their
life to it, thus lengthing the average term
of a teacher's life.

Teachers are not to be paid on tbe same
basis as mechanics and as compared with
other professional men the Ward Princi-
pal of Wichita if. paid far below his worth.

No principal should be paid less than
$150 per month and no principal worth
less to the city, should be employed in
such an important place.

The teacher who has done nine months
faithful work should be paid enough to
allow her to spend her vacation in travel
or other recreation and to keep a well
supplied library without exhausting her
fuuds.

A man may be given any ordinary work
because be needs a job, but no man or
woman should ever be employed to teach
a school for "charity.

Teachers are just beginning to learn
tbat the child should be studied and
rational methods of teaching pursued. He
criticised the teaching that leads only to
memorizing, instead of comprehending.
He quoted the articles from The Review
of Reviews regarding the wonderful lan-
guage, training recently tested in France
and closed with a magnificent burst of
oratory which met a hearty response.

The response by Professor Massey of Ox-
ford was scholarly and at times pathetic. He
said among other thing, that the teachers
had not only come here to carry out the
plan of the program but also to meet with
the noble spirits which have developed the
city.

He said he saw the great train of corn
which started from Wichita to relieve the
flood sufferers of Ohio, as it passed hU
home in Illinois, that he read the litera-
ture which was scattered from the rear
platform of the train, and as a result he
came to Kansas.

He referred feelingly to the fact that
this city seut a train with physicians to
the cyclone sufferers of Wellington and
said the spirit of "welcome" and sympathy
characterised Wichita.

His remarks were followed by tbe beau-
tiful musjc of. "Hail, Festal Day," tender-
ed by the choir. Prof. McGaraha, of
Anthony then read the presidents annual
address "Learning, an intellectual work.
not euough."

He showed that the ancient cities had
great wealth; intellectual development,
aud splendid governments, but failure is
written on every page of their history.
In all the great nations of the past, educa-
tion was a wrong principle, they overlook-
ed the value of the home. Biilliant cul-
ture went hand in band witb the grossest
inunoralties. The wise architect must
provide a secure foundation or tbe build-
ing will fall. The ancient Bomans erect-
ed an immense structure on a weak foun-
dation of moral ty, and it fell.

The education of the masses was over-
looked; may we not learn from their ex-
perience ?

The Pilgrim Fathers laid the founda-
tion with stern honesty. Are we not
bieaking away from these old principles,
and bartetiug all for honors or wealth t

The vast hoides of foreigners in our
cities are sorely taxing our public school
digestion, and unless we can assimilate
these incoming hordes our Republic is
doomed.

If we take from any man the power to do
harm we should take away tbe power to do
good.

Learning and liberty go band in hand.
No amount of learning can make a good
business man; uor will it make a good citi-
zen, as witness the history of Aaron Burr.
