IN YELLOWSTONE PARK.
GUaa4! Contlatisllr !oinr On to. the

Wonderful ICutural CarloalMe.
Visitors to tho Yellowstone National

park in the United States who return
after an absence of a year or more are
generally surprised by finding that
many changes havo occurred in tho ap-
pearance of the oolorod terraces at tho
CJaramoLh hot springs. Indeed, such
alterations occur soinetimos in a period
of a few weeks. Tho terracos consist of
a number of basins, each set being a
few feet lower than its predecessor, and
the hot water from tho springs at the
top of the terraces flovpa from basin to
basin, depositing- rts. chalky sediment at
the rims, whero evaporation is most
rapid, and thus slowly building thorn
up. Wherever tho flow of water con-
tinues constnwk for a considerable time
the fluted edges and side of the basin
become beautifully ooiored. The varie-gn- U

d hues are mainly due to vegetable
matt r, and so if the flow of water
ceas these bright colors rapidly fade,
leaving tho terraoei milk white. In a
little while tho edges and walls of the
dry basins begin to crumble, and tho
most beautiful formB disappear in white
dust and chdlc-Ulc- o

Ono of the favorite terraces at the hot
springs, called the Minerva terrace, ex-
hibits these changes in a marked degree
because of its conspicuous position.
Sometimes, owing to a failure of the
flow of water, tho Minerva terrace parts
with its splendid colors and resembles a
cet of fluted basins carved out of snow-whi- te

marble, but when the water be-
gins to run freely again the colors re-
turn with all their former vividness and
beauty. The changes in the flow of the
water seem to depend, in part, at lenvt,
upon conditions prevailing in the heated
roclcs underlying the wonderful ter-
races.
