THE EMPRESS EUGENIE.

he, Havtnjr Made HWtory. Most Acocp
tbe Verdict of Mltry.

Empress Eugenie was by no mean a
bad woman, but she was a singTilarly
foolish one. Brought up by a mother
who was little more than an adven-
turess, occasionally Irving in Spain, and
often roaming1 about Europe, she be-

came strong-heade- and narrow-minde-

with all the superatitioa of a Span-
iard, and with all the tolerance of a
Isdy who has lived much at continental
watering-place- s. The emperor fell in
love with her and mArried her. He
himself was a dreamer, trat nmiablo in
his relations and as honest as was con-

sistent with his interests. His sur-
roundings wore thoroughly bad. They
were, in the main, men who were mora
fitted to be billiard-marker- s and card
sharpers than to bs invested with power
in a state: shady financiers, and women
who would have been more at home in
the demi-mond- e than in a court France,
with all her wealth, was in their hands
ana thev picked and stole to their
hearts' content

The empress did her best to white-
wash this sepulchre of honor nnd hon-
esty, and to maintain an outward sem-
blance of respectabilitv. But unques-
tionably she was ambitions and really
fancied she possessed political tnlcnt3.
As the emperor's health waned her in-

fluence increased. France under her
auspices was first sacrificed to an en-
deavor to maintain the temporal sway
of the pope of Rome, and then to re-
cover the ground the empire had lost
in public opinion by a war waged for
dynastic purposes.

When this war went against France
she forced her husband to make an
attempt to a lost cause by
an advance which every person with
the slightest military knowledge knew
was utterly hopeless. Widowed and
childless, she is an objoat of sympathy,
but as empress of the French she made
history and must accept tho verdict of
history. London Truth.

THE TlON OF vIFn ICE.

Covrd vvith Klreta It Mill Stands tn th
Famous City.

Ono of the most wonderful pieces of
mechanical work ever undertaken bj
human hands has just been completed
abroad. The celebrated landmark of
Venice, the Lion of Son Marco, has
during the post months been greatly
missed from the top of th mighty
column of the Marcus place by strangers
visiting- - the city of.laeoons. Las"tyear,
when an examination Jof it was roadr,
it was found that the statue bd fallen
into more than fifty pieces, which were
liable to come down at any momeat

This discovery gave rise to a desire
on the part of some of the oity fathers
to transfer tho original Hon to the CivH
museum, aud to make for thp Marcus
column an exnet copy of the historical
monument But the Venetian were
strongly opposed to this and urged that
the original lion ehould remain in its
place. Thercupoa Signor Luigi Ven-tlrnsc- o,

devised a plan to repair the
damaged monster. With infinite labor
and care the decayed statue was low-

ered to tho ground and ita fragments
carried to the arsenal.

Tha experiment by which it was
thought the loosn pieces could bo re-

united by a smeltine process proved a
failure. Giovanni Bon tempi, one of the
finest mechanics of Venice, wan called
in and resolved to repair the fallen hero
by welding the pieces together in the
presence of several of the municipal
officers. More than three hundred and
fifty screwn were used to reunite the
separated pieces of metal, and the
cracks and interstices were filled out
with an inside lining of bronze. Thin
difficult piece of work was brought to
a happy close with marvelous skilL
Nothing can be seen of tho repairs ex-

ternally, and as of old the Lion of San
Mnrwi bids the stranger welcome as ho
enters the beautiful city of the Dogea.
