ARE WE ITT'

Is Wichita Still Hurler Metropolitan

Police Law?, That is

the Question.

No Proclamation Issued Yet by the Gov-

ernor and Therefore the Law So

Far as It Relates to Wichita

Must ba Still in Force.

SomeYery Wild Statements Befog Made

Relative to the Muddle Tha Council

Meet but Do Nothing Petitions

in Circulation Asking Lewel-liD- g

to Appoint Com-

missioners.

The metropolitan police" question, so far
as it relates to Wichita, is as clear as
mud.

The question which does not seem to de-

mand as much attention as its import-
ance deserves i", "is Wichita still gov-

erned or subject to the metropolitan
police law?"

The general impression is that it is not
and very few people think otherwise.
There are others, and good lawyers too,
who say that the metropolitan police sys-

tem is not only abolished but that there
is absolutely no legal police force in Wich-
ita. Tucy contend that when the power
that creates a force ceases to exist thnt
which they create cannot live after it.
The matter was the subject of general dis-

cussion yesterday after the news was
through the Eagle. A re-

porter for this paper found the law
creating the metropolitan police force and
also found the amendment law of 1SS9 the
section of whicti relating lo the abolition
of the system in any city reads ss lollows:

Whenever the governor shall deem it no
longer necessary to continue the govern-
ment of any city by this act. the governor
shall ls-- and cms.' io be published in
the official state paper, his proclamation
to that effect; thereupon a police judiie, a
marshal and a sufliuient number ol police-
men shall be appointed by the major, by
and with the consent of the council, in
like manner as if this act had never been
passed; aud the functions and sal iry of
tlie police under this act shall cease aul
determine upon the appointment of such
police judge and his qualifications uuder
such appointment; and tho functions and
salaries of all officers under tills act shall
cease J.nd determine upon the appoint-
ment of such policemen and marshal, by
and with Hie consent of the couucil, and
their qualification uuder such appoiut-mee- t.

It certainly seems from the above that
the government of any city uuder the
metropolitan police law does uot cease to
exist till the governor shall "issue aud
cause to be published in the official state
paper his proclamation to that effect."
This has not been done yet. The Topeka
Capital is the official state paper, and yes-

terday's issue, now on the renortorial
desk, does not contain a word of the pro-

clamation. On the contrary it coutaius a
statemeu of tho governor concernjug the
condition at Wichita and Leavenworth, in
which he says, iu us very lirst paragraph:

I !iHV bud under consideration the
question of disbanding the police boards ,

in tne several cities oi me msu ti.is, u.
Leavenworth, Wichita. Topeka, Kansas
City. Atchison and Fort Scott, but have
ooucluded not to do s., notwithstanding
the judgment to the contrary of many of
the Ocsi politicians of the state, including
some of my closest personal as well as
political tiieuds."

Now then, as to the legal opinions ren-

dered by some of tho local attorneys.
They say that there is no legal police

foice iu Wichita. The law, as quoted
above says "and the functions aud salary
of the police force under the act shall
cease aud determine upon theagpoiutment
of such policeman or marshal and their
qualification under such appointment."
Now, theu, it is plain that the functions
and salary of a policeman "uuder this
act" does uot ceae with the abolition of

the police commission, but when the new
policeman is not only appointed but qual-
ified as well. Suppose it is as they allege,
and that the m yor immediately appoints
a new police force and that the council
does not confirm the appointments for
weeks, as is often tho case, does anybody
cnnnnvo for mnnipnl. that the law is SO

'

lame as to contemplate that there is no
police force during all tins time, ihe log-

ical conclusion is that the police on duty
at the time the commission is abolished
hold over until their successors are chosen
and qualified. It could not bo otherwise
and conform to common sense, which is
the basis of all law.

1HE COUNCIL MEETING.

Tho council met yesterday morning
at 11 o'clock pursuant to the call of Mayor
Carey to take action on the telegram re-

ceived from Governor Humphrey to Mr.
Carey which is as follows:

the official state paper. By reading the
telegram jou will see that be does not say
he has either issued the proclamation or
published it."

"When I raised this question this morn-
ing the council sent for the city attorney
aud on Ids arrival he promptly sustained
my position.

"Now about what lam wanted to do,"
the mayor continued. "And about these
petitions.I wantyou tosay that I was actu-
ally quoted correctly by an afternoon paper
todaj' just say that when I said 'I under-
stand several parties are circulating pe-

titions to be appointed chief of police.
Now, I want it understood that I will uot
pay any attention to any pstitiotis. I have
confidence in the twelve councilmen of
the city to do their duty. 1 had enough
experience with petitions twenty or
twenty-tw- o mouths ago.' I said that and
it is correct.

"I feel if the council act wisely
in this matter Governor Trowe-

lling will not appoint a police
commission for tuis city. He lives here
and he knows the feeling of all the peo-

ple, and he knows that, without regard to
party affiliation, they are opposed to it.
I want to do all I can to haimonize thing3
for tho best interests of Wichita Persou-allj- ",

I do not believe in the metropolitan
police system, for I claim the people have
the inulienablo right to govern them-
selves.

"What I think Governor Lewelliug may
do or may not do, I do not wish to state.
A thought unexpressed never does harm.
I have uo reason to doubt that ho will do
what he thiuks best for Wichita."

The moment the public got the EAGLE

yesterday morning the matter became
almost the sole topic of discussion. Every-
body seemed glad to think that home rule
had again beeu restored to Wichita al-

though soma of the politicians of the other
political parties immediately set to
work getting up petitions to
present to Governor Lewelling
asking for the of the
Metropolitan system, not because they
like it but bee uise they thiuk Governor
Humphrey did not act courteously to the
iucoming governor. This is the claim and
it is given for what it is worth. The pe-

titions were signed by forty or fifty per
sons during the day but those who saw
them say that the names of very few busi-

ness men or tax payers were on them.
Even the better class of politicians are not
signing them for they are afraid to make
a record for themselves which may be
used against them in the futuie. As this
is one of the most important subjects that
has come up in Wichita receotlj' the
readers of the EAGLE will no doubt find
interest in the following statement bear-

ing on the subject, bj- - Governor Humph-
rey, and which is published in yesterday's
Capital, the official state paper. The Capi-

tal says:
In response to a request from the Capi-

tal for a statement regarding the enforce
ment of the prohibitory law and Ihe oper-
ation of the metropolitan police law,
Governor Humphrey yesterday gave the
iollowing:

"WHAT GOVERNOR HUMPHREY SAYS.

"Yes, I had under consideration the
question of disbanding the police boards
in the several cities of the first class, viz.:
Leavenworth, Wichita, Topeka. Kansas
Citv. Atchison and Fort Scoff, lint have
concluded not to do so notwithstanding
the judgment to the contrary of many of
the best politicians of thu state, including
some of my clo-e- st personal as well as
politic il friends.

"When I came into office, in 1SS9," con-

tinue 1 Governor Humphrey, "I found
only two cities with police boards, viz :

Leavenworth and Wichita The statutes
providing for this method of governing
ihe pohce afTans of cities of the first
class make it entirely
with the governor to appoint or not ap-

point police commissioners. It seemed to
me that if the sjstem was a wise one. and
J believed it was, it should apply to all
cities of that class alike, aud accordingly
I appointed commissioners for the other
four cities of that clas-- . Having exercised
the power and discretion vested iu me by
the statutes, I have concluded that it
would be neither fair or ptoprfor me to
disband these boards in the very last days
of mj administration wi'hout knowing or
piesuming what the policy of my succes-
sor may be in this respect. 1 thiuk it
better to let the boards remain, so that he
may adopt whatever policy and tak what-
ever action may seem in his judgment
wisest and best. I feel that ho ought to
have the right to exercise his discretion
and jndgmeut under the law, as I did.
freely and without being embarrassed or
hampeied by the outgoing administra-
tion.

"I am frank to confess that while I be-

lieve in this system of administering the
police government of cities, as has been
the practice iu manj of the older cities,
from which we copied the law, yet as an
instrumentality for the enforcement of
the prohibitory law iu Kansas in cities
where the sentiment is hostile, it has
proven a failure. Ihe police commilon-er- s

are dependent upon the city couucil
for the payment of the police force, the
result being that where the city council is
hostile to the idea of prohibition the nee
essary appropriations are not made, driv-
ing the commissioners into securing ieve-uu-e

by means which are an evasion of the
law, and which place the boards In a false
attitude before the public This vital
weakuess in the law should be cured by
necessary legislation if the policy of ad-

ministering police affairs in theso c.ties is
to be continued.

"The high character and standing of the
men whom I have from time to time ap-
pointed on theso boards," aid Governor
Humpnrey, "is of itself stifllcint evidence
of my earnest desire to snenre good local
government by the enforcement of all
laws, including the prohibitory law. For
cxamnle. these appointments have lncldd- -

j ed such men as George A. Eddy, J. L.
Abernathy. D. R. Anthony, in Leaven-wo- r

h; Dr. II. W. Lewis, Judge W. E.
Stanley, in Wichita; Rev. Dr McCabe,
Hon. I J. Boneurake aiU diaries r.
Soencer, in Topeka, and o on. in other ;

cities. In maKiug sucn appointments I
naveinvauaoiy selected men of known
symyathy with and in favor of law and
order generally.

more Republicans joined with the Dem-
ocratic pirty in the support of
Goremor Robmson upon a platform an-
tagonistic to Prohibition, with the result
that the Republican state ticket was
elected excepting the caudidate for at-
torney general, a Popnlist candidate for
that office. General Ives, having been
elected ly a majority of about 40,000.
The significance of this result is in the
fact that the statutes passed iu aid of
the Prohibitory law reposed in the at-
torney general, aud not in the governor,
the power to appoint assistants, prose-
cute proceedings to oust unfaithful
county attorneys, and charge him es-

pecially with the duty of seeiug that
the law was faithfully executed. While
General Ives was elected in opposition to
the policy of the Republican partv upon
this question, yet I bear willing testimony
io the fact that ho has ably and diligentlj'
discharged the duties of his office. The
enforcement of the criminal laws, aud es-

pecially of the prohibitory law. after all.
rests and almost wholly npou the
conn tv attorneys chosen by the people in
the 1CKJ counties in the state If the people
elect rmblic Drosecutors who are not in

I svmoatny with the law, it is hardly reas
! o'nable to expect that a state officer,

whether attorney general or governor, can
step into the breach and enforce the law,
however faithful or earnest he may be.

"When I entered upon the duties of the
office of governor I was and still am in
hearty sympathy with the prohibitory
law and its enforcement. I am today, as I
always have been, opposed to the saloon.
I am also confident that iu
this 1 express the seutimentof a majority
of the voters of the state wheuever the
question shall be submitted to them upon
its merits, free from political complica-
tions.

"My experience generally in this matter
has illustrated the uufortuuate tendency
of mtnv well meniug people to criticise,
prejudice and condemn a public official
regardless of the facts and notwithstand-
ing his most diligent effort to perform his
duty. Third pnrty prohibition statesmen
have had much to say against me on the
subject of pardons in the cases of persons
convicted or violating the prohibitory law,
indulging in false statements aud with an
uttor disregard of farts and circumstances.
I have granted very few pardons in such
cases. I have commuted seutences as to
the fines imposed in a good many, after
due notice and on showing that the
parties were absolutely impecun-
ious and unable to pay; that
their families were denendent and suffer-
ing and in inauy cases' being supported at
the public expense. This has resulted
from legislation which these over-sma-

critics utterly ignore. Prior to my com-
ing ;uto office the power to grant this re-

lief rested with the county commissioners,
and was being constantly exeicised by
them in the 10C counties of the state. The
legislature chosen with me iu 1SS3 took
this power from the county commissioners
in liquor cases, which resulted iu flooding
the executive office with applications for
commutations as to the fine, the governor
beiug the only one having the necessary
power. The fault-findin- g people referretl
to are continually speaking of my
administration in this respect in
connection with former administra-
tions, although the slightest meas-

ure of intelligence and honesty only
id necessary to see that there is absolutely
no basis of comparison. Attorney General
Kellogg, whose fidelity to prohibition was
never questioned, aud who was justly ad-

mit ed as a fearless aud able attorney gen-

eral, thoroughly understood aud appreci-
ated the increased difficulties and embar-
rassments spoke i ot growing out of the
change m the biw in the early days of my
administration.
