Topeka, Kan.. Jan. 12. At 9 o'clock

this evenins a caucus of the Republican
members is in hession. Both houses took
a lecess, by agreement, until 9.30 o'clock
tomorrow morninp. Mr. Dunstnore said
to your correspoudenc tonight that the
people would And him to bo a "reasonable
man and willing to put thing3 in proper
shape when he would once get a chance."

"We will get the message of the govern-
or tomorrow," said Mr. Duu9more, "and
will be teconized by the senate. Then I
will be iu slmpe to make some concessions.
Doster, Breidenthal aad Clements have
been running tbitms ho far, but tbo thing
has got to stop. When we get to the con-
tents we will do what is fair. The courts
will get a whack at it, perhaps, but we
will do the right thing."

This sounds as though he knewjthat the
supreme court would sooner or later be
called upou to decide which house is legal-
ly organized. It is believed that at least
twenty populists will be governed by the
court's decision, and, if it says that the
Republican organization is the legal one,
will immediately answer roll call.

Tonight at 9 o'clock Secretary of State
Osborne had the contest p:ipers. Tuere
had been a rumor that tho populists had
them, but it had no foundation. Many
Republicans believe that he will obey the
order of the supreme court and will turn
over the unpen, to the Republican speaker
if it should so order. Others believe that
he will do no such thing, aud thus force a
collisiou.

The Republican1! ptill holV.he treasury
of the state, as Mr. Biddle haa not yet filed
his bond.

Mrs. Lense says: "We have gone too far
to retreat." Mis. Diggs does not preteud
to say that the acts of the populists are
not revolutionaiy, but does say: "I be-

lieve that they have considered the matter
fully and will carry it out to the logical
end the impeachment of the judires of the
supreme coutt if they intei fere. The peo-
ple will say which is right two years from
now. The end bought to be obtained may
be of sufficientmngiiitude to justify all
this, but I do not see all this as clearly as
some of my friends."

THE HOUSE FACTIONS. v
ToPEKA, Kan, Jan. 12. The members of

the dual house were all promptly in their
seats at 9 o'clock, but no pretense of trans-
acting any business was made. Xo agree-
ment having been renched by the joint
peace committee, each house maintained
its oiganization. The usual motion to ad-

journ and to meet agaiu, in order to make
a legislative day was adopted by both
sides; but beyond that, nothiug was done,
and in the early hours of the day the mem-

bers killed time us best they could, pend-iu- ii

a further conference of the committee.
The three Democrat', who yesterday de-

cided to affiliate witu the Republicans on
tao que-tio- n of organization broke the
monoouy at 2 o'clock by announcing their
decision publicly. The Republicans had
worked themselves into a pretended tquati-bl- e

over the rendinir of their journal, iu
order to have u roll call to give the Demo
crats .in opportunity to proclaim
their position. As their names were
cdl-- d, Mes-r- s. Chambers. Meagher nud
Rosenthal, Democrats, arose from their
sents aud, in turn, stated that tbey be-

lieved the Republican house to be the
legally constituted one, ana hud therefore
decided to participate in the proceedings
of tti.it.orgamzatiou. Ibis action by the
Deniociats was received with loud cheers
by the Republican. The populists pre-
tended to make liuht of it. but their lead
ers were evidently creatly disturbed. The
audition ot the three Democrats to tn
Republican membership gives the Re-
publican house sixty-seve- n members, a
majority of five, coraposedof one Repub-
lican, oue independent (Whson) aud the
three Democrats.

The excitement c.uised by the action of
the Democrats coon subsided, and the
monotony of wait ins; for furtner develop-
ments was resumed ooa 16 was en
nounced on the populist side that the
senate and governor would shortly recog-

nize the populist house. The members on
both sides waited impatiently tor such
8Ction. It hud been agreed that the senate
should recoguiz the populist house by
resolution, and that the covernor should
recoguize it by a communication to the
speaker. The plan miscarried. Tne senate
adjourned without taking the agired
action.

THE DAY AT THE HOUSE.
Topeka, Jan. 12. Ten o'clock arrived

this morning and no agreement had
been reached between the couference

hail undertaken to settle tho
dispute between the two organizations of
the house. An all-ni- (session resulted
in no progress beiag made, and both
houses were called to order promptly on
time. Neither house attempted to do any
business, but both, after the rolls were
called, settled down to the program of in-

action pursued yestenlsj'.
Mrs. M. E. Leae and a number of other

women leaders occupied seats on the popu-
list side, and encouraged their members to
stand firm.

"The time for prayers has gone by," said
Mrs. Lease, "and the time for action has
arrived. The verterbras are all ossified,
and not one inch wiHhe yielded. There is
not a jellyfish on our side of the house."

The Republicans have about perfected
arrangements to begin mandamus pro-
ceedings in the supreme court, to compel
the secretary of state to turu over certain
papers in his possession to the Republican
organization. When this proceeding Is
begun the question of the legalitv of the
respective organizations will be fairly be-

fore the supreme court.
At I o'clock it was rumored tbnt the sen-

ate, in excutive bessiou, had agreed to
recognize the populist house. The

sergeauts-at-arni- s were sent in
all directions for the members, who had
escaped to eat their noon me d in quiet.
Nearly all the populist legislator were in
their feats and the others in easv reach.

At 8 o'clock Mr. Hoch, for the Republi-
cans, called the house to order and a
squabble over the reading of the journal
was taken as au excuso for calling the
roll. The reading of the roll was inter-
rupted by Mr. Chamber, Democrat, of
Comanche, who stepped forward and ad-

dressed the speaker. He said that up to
this time the Uemocratlc contingent bad
recognized neither party and uad sought a
compromise. Everything had come to
naught, and as the Democrats never had a
doubt as to which body was the legally or-
ganized one, they would recognize the Re-
publican loll cull and vote aye on tbo
piopositiou. The Republican members
weut wild, and there was a scent-o- f con-
fusion hich could not be stopped for live
miuutes. At its conclusion Mr. Dough-
erty, a populist Democrat, speaking for
the populists, said that as a Democrat of
twenty years' standing he would do noth-
ing to give encouragement to n Republican
organization. Mr. Meagher.Democr.it, ot
Leavenworth, recognized the Republican
organization, and t.o did Mr. Rosenthal.
This gives the Republicans sixty seven
members four more than a constitutional
majority.

There appeared to be an Implied under-
standing between the lira m tiers of tho two
organizations that neither side should
make an fti(tber move until the senate
investigating committee bad couclnded its
work and made the repot t. There vias
little likelihood, if this understanding
were earned out, that anything would be
done before tonionow morning. Should
tho senate finally decide to recognize the
populist houso tho governor would, of
course, do likewise, but until thu sennta
had acted he would do uothing.

Populist Speaker Dunsmore, in an inter-
view at noou today, said that the senate
and governor would certainly recognize
the populist house in the end. The Re-
publicans were also inclined to believe
that this would bs the outcome of the fre-
quent conferences between tho governor
and the populist leaders.

CAPITAL GOSSIP.
TorEKA, Kan., Jan. Mrs. Lease had

this to say in regard to the situation:
"Kansas is passing through another po-

litical upheaval. "We are on the eve of a
revolution that is, if the representative
men now occupying the state bouse were
any other than Kansas men. As it is, not-
withstanding the complications arising
from the fact that the representatives of
two political parties claim n majority and
are asserting their right to organize the
house, matters will in all probability ba
settled amicably."

AU felt today that a crisis was immi-
nent, Botn bides stood firm, and the air
nas fall of rumors. Some definite action
was to be taken within the next twenty- -
four hours. Ihe governor s recognition of
the populist house was momentarily ex-

pected, and yet a feeling of uueasiness pre-
vailed that the problem would yet remain
unsettled. It did not seem to be generally
understood chut, the courts held the key to
the situation, and much anxiety was felt
as to the amount of determination that
would be displayed by the senate. Already
the deadlock in the house bad created a
feeling of general uncertainty and vague
unrest in circles, but it was- - con-
cedes by all that the party that first re-

sorted to violence would sign its death
warrant. It was generally expected, bow-eve- r,

that an amicable adjustment would
be reached by 3 o'clock p. m.

THE OUTCOME DOUBTFUL.
TorEKA, Kan., Jan. 12. This has been

the greatest day of scenes and situations
since the legislative muddlft was first on.
Surprises have come one after another in
quick succession. The first was the de-

sertion of the populists by the Democrats,
which ocenrred at 2 o'clock tuis afternoon,
and which struck terror to the hearts of
the populibts, who wera not expecting
such a move. 1 h.s whs followed at 5
o clock by the recognition of the nopulist
house by Governor Levelling. Tbis bad
hrdly been disposed of when. 6 o'clock
arrived and jut s the supreme judge?,
were leaving for home, mandamus pro-
ceeding" were filed bv the Republicans to
compel Secretary of State Osborne to sur-
render the certified copy of tbe list of
members now on tile in his office.

THE STATE SENATE.
