GUTnniE, O. T.,.Tan. 19. Special) The
morning session of the council was called
to order at 10 o'clock by President McCart-ey- .

Roll call showed all members pres-si- )

r.
Mr. Ross of Cleveland county rose to a

question of privilege and made a personal
explanation regarding a psragiaph which
Hppeared in the Guthrie Leader yesterday.
Referring to the closing of the contest for
the speakership of the house, it said:

"Inide, in earnest convesation with the
members, hard at work keeping their re-

spective men in line, were lion. J. F. Stone
and Hon. Jj. P. Iloss "

Mr. Ross insisted that uo efforts of his
were necessary to keep m line the men who
had stood together on 149 ballots in their
efforts to serve the Democratic parti', even
if bo had been inclined to influence them,
as he Had not been.

Mr. Clevingei ofiered a concurrent reso-
lution, to the effect that the governor meet
both houses in jomc session at 2 o'clock to-

day and deliver auy communication he
might have to inaie. Carried.

The council then went into u committee
of the whole to consider the various plans
suggested lor revising tue statutes of Ok-
lahoma. Mr. Wrightsman was exiled to
the chair, and an informal discussion fol-
lowed.

Councilors Fegan, McCartney, Logan,
Pulliam and others rook part, explaining
and criticising the different methods. The
pi incipal question seemed to be whether
the legislature bhould adopt the code of
some state as a whole, cutting out the un-
desirable portions, or make up the laws
fioin all souices, passing them act by act.
The members seemed to feel that the peo-
ple of the territory desired a careful levis-lo- n

of the entire statutes.
Mr. Pitman did not favor the wiping out

of the entire statutes. He believed the
better course would bo to cut out the more
objectiouable feiuuies of the present laws,
and to have just as few additional laws as
were really necessary. Jle s.id that the
adoption of a new code would necessitate
nn amount of revising, pruning and index-
ing that could not be accomplished in
sixty days.

At 11:250 o'clock the committee rose and
reported progiest.

Mr. PnuKoy was called to the chair.
The committee appointed for that pur-

pose was instructed to notify the house
thathe council was ready to transact
business. The committee leported at 12
o'clock that the house was not yet oigaii-Ize- d

and coula not receive its communica-
tion.

The council then adjourned till 2 o'clock
p. m.

At 2:20 o'clock
a committee from the house announced
that that bedy was organized and ready to
jecoive any communication that the coun-
cil might wish to make. On motion of
Mr. Cleviuger the serjeant-at-arm- s w.is
instructed to tiansmit to the house the
I'oucuircnt resolution notifying the gov-
ernor tbat both houses were leady to

his message. A few minutes later a
messenger from the huue announced that
ii had passed tho concurrent resolutions
1 and 2 and had appointed a committee of
thrco to WHit upon the governor, m com-
pany with a like committee tram the coun-
cil. Messrs. Fegan and Pulliam were
appointed as the council committee At
! o'clock the committee renoried that the
covet nor was ready to deliver his message
to tho joint atembly in iepreentativo
hall. Ihe council then adjourned to that
place.

GUTHKIE. O. T.. Jan.

House was called to order by the speaker.
The roll cull showed all the meuibeis
present. Prayer was offered by Chaplain
Wimberly. The journal was read.

Mr. CuinnnxhHin proposed an amend-
ment to the journal, stating more fully
the reason lor Mr. Stanley's vote for
Meaker. This amendment was read as an
rxtract from an Ellieuo paper, lutimnting
that the inducement for Mr. Stanley's
action whs a promise of the location of the"pen" at El Reno.

After further discussion by Messrs.
Ormsbee and Beatty, the journal, as read,
was approved.

The special committee on mileage re-
ported. The report showed mileages rang-
ing from nothing to overSuO miles, the
latter being that of Mr. Ormsbee. The re-
port whs returned to the committee for
conectiou.

The committee on rules was allowed till
tomorrow morning to report.Oj motion the members were directed
to hand to the cotnmitttee on mileage a
statement of the mileage due them.

The speaker pro tern whs m the chair,and Mr. Waggoner offered a
requet!HK the chief justice to admims erthe outh of oflice to the officers of the
house. Adopted.

It was moed and to reconsider
She motion by which the attorney general

as itue,ted to givj his opinion ui:eference to the pt ment by the temtory
of certain officers of the house.

The previous question wan moved bv
Mr. Allen of Canadian. Carried.

On motion of Mr. Waggoner the motion
lequesting the ouiuion of the attorney
general was indefinitely postponed

A concurrent resolution from the
council whs received for the appointment
of a committee to inform the governor
that both houses were organised and ready
to receive any communication he might
wish to make, ad fixing 2 o'clock tody
to receive any message of the governor.

The point of order was raised and
sustained that the resolutions were oat of
order.

A motion to adjourn till 2 o'clock w
lost.

A motion was made by Mr. Greer to
instruct the speaker to make tip the
various committees at once.

A motion to table toe resolution
indefinitely cat ried. Mr. Grter moved to

reconsider the vote bv which the resolu-
tion from the council was received. This
was amended by a request to the council to
return the same at 2 o'clock.when it would
be received and considered, and was passed.

The house then adjourned till 2 o'clock
p. m.

AFTEESOOX SESSION. '

The roll call showed a quorum present.
The oath of office was then administered

to the bpeaker.
On motion of Mr. Greer a committee of

three was appointed to iuform the council
tbat the house was organized and ready
for business.

Messrs. Greer. Peery andBrennan were
appointed as said committee.

A committee, consisting Of Messrs.
Beatty, Wimberly and Allen was appoint-
ed to act in conjuntion with a committee
from the council, to inform the governor
that the house was ready to receive auy
communication he might wish to make.

The concurrent resolution sent to the
house during the morning session was read
and concurred in.

The committee on rules asked leave to
report.

Objected to by Mr. Beatty.
Mr. Cunningham moved to suspend the

rules and give the committee leave to re-

port. Lost.
Mr. Beatty was excused from the com-

mittee appointed to wait upon the gov-
ernor.

A resolution offered by Mr. Greer, in-

viting the council to sit with the house at
2:40 o'clock p. m.f to hear the governor's
message wai adopted.

The committee appointed to inform tho
governor of the organization of the house
reported that the governor would meet
the two houses and deliver his message at
3 o'clock. At that hour the councilmen
took their seats in joint session with the
house and immediately thereafter the gov-
ernor appeared and tead his message.

The governor described the progress of
Oklahoma in agricultural and mechanical
pursuits. He urged retrenchment in all
public matters, and expressed the opinion
that the Australian ballot sstem is too
expensive for tho people. He advocated
liberal school laws and suggested tnat
equal facilities be provided for both
whites and blacks.

Immediately after the delivery of the
inessaue Mr Peery, chairman of the com-
mittee on rules, asked leave to submit the
leport, which v. as granted.

After a good deal of general discussion,
it was moved by Mr. Johnston that the
rules be in regular order and that,
unless objection be made, they stand ap-
proved in such order.

After having adopted about half the
number of rules proposed, on motion of
Mr. Beatty, the house adjourned till 10
o'clock tomorrow morning.

THE GUTHRIE RESOLUTIONS.
Guthrie, O.T., Jan. 19. At the even-

ing session of the strip convention the
committee on resolutions made its report,
its chairman, Mr. Caldwell, of Leaven-
worth, Kan., presenting three separate
resolutions. The first related to the open
ing of the Cherokee strip and other lands,
and was as follows:

"Whereas In view of the fact that it is
leasonably estimated that there are now
nearly 20,000 homeseekers temporarily
living on the borders of tho outlet.

"Whereas, Tho government of the
Cherokee Nation has expressed its entire
willingness to accede to and comply with
the treaty made with them in tho year
1891, and

"Whereas, The people of the United
States are anxious for their government to
consummate said treat' and throw open
the purchased land to settlement by citi-
zens of the United States, theietipon,

"Resolved. That this convention do here-
by respectfully ask that congress at onco
latifysaid tieaty in regard to the land
known as the Cherokee outlet, in such
manner as may be deemed best by that
body, so as to admit of settlement as early
as possible in the year 1S33.

"Resolved, (2;, That we also urge upon
congress the pressing necessity of ratify-
ing the existing treaty made with the
Wichitas and affiliated tribes of Indians
for the surplus laud of the reservations
occupied by them, and that the surplus
lands so acquired and the Kickapoo resei-vatio- n

be thrown open to settlement with-
out delav.

"Resolved, (3), That all other Indian
reservations m the territory not yet treat-
ed for or having treaties not yet ratified,
may be promptly acquired as public do-

main and thrown open to settlement at
earliest date."

The second related to the question of
statehood:

"Wherea, In view of the auomalous
condition maintained by the existence of
five distinct aud separate Indian govern
ments within the heait of the United
btatcs; therefore be it

"Resolved, That in the opinion of the
convention it would be far better for both
Indians aud whites that steps be taken
toward statehood for Oklahoma and tho
Indian tenitory."

This resolution provoked a warm debate,
because a good many of the delegates
were of the opinion that the convention
should confiue its attention to the interests
of Cherokee strip legislation; but when
the vote was taken it was adopted almost
unanimou-ly- .

The thud resolution offered was as fol-
lows:

"In behalf of tho citizens of the five civil-
ized tubes we ask that full jurisdiction be
given to the United States courts in tho
Indian territory, with such increased facil-
ities as will enable them to eiijoy tho bene-
fits of Uw and order, to the end that their
rights as American citizens be secured and
tho government of the United States bo
saved the enormous expense of maintaining

complicated system of jurisprudence now
become worse man Useless, an intolerable
burden upon tho people it was ongmally
designed to protest.'"

Duimg the discussion upon this resolu
tion, several delegates from the Chickasaw
nation addressed the convention, and told
of the trouble expeiinced by their citizens
in going so other states io attend court.and
of the outraged perpetrated by the deputy
marshals in tha name of tho law. The
resolution was adopted.

The following resolutions were intro-
duced by A. W. Stubbs, and unanimously
adopted:

"Unsolved, That the thanks of the dele-
gates to this convention be hereby tendered
to the good people of Guthrie for the un-
bounded hospitality shown us during our
stay m their magnificent city.

"Resolved, That the thanks of this con-
vention are due aud hereby tendered to
the Kuas City Times and the Wichita
!aglk for their unceasing efforts in fur-

thering the object of the convention "'

Tho following, offered hy
Campbell, was adopted:

"Resolved, That it is the sene of this
couveution that a general convention be
called at some convenient point in the fall
of the year of 1S93, to further consider the
question of the admission of Oklahoma
aud Iudiau Territory as a state into the
Utnou, in the event that the necessary
lecislntiou for that purpose is not enacted
by the prrut congie-s.- ''

By Hnrjier G Cunningham of Guthrie:
"Resolved, That the president of this

convention. Hon Witten McDonald, be
and he is hereby requested to Iwar the pro-
ceedings of this oonvention to Washington
ii person and use his best endeavor to im-
press upon our lawmakers the importance
of our claims "

Mr. Mehon of Pottawatomie countv,
ofTeted the following, which was also
adopted:

"Be it resolved. That the thanks of this
convention be tendered to United States
Senators Vest. Piatt, Perkins, lliggins
Dawe., aud Representative Pesl for their
faithful, earnest and zealous advocac) of
tue several important measures pertain-
ing to the material welfare and prosperity
of Oklahoma territory, Indiau Territory
and the great southwest generally.

"Whereas, Tne opening of the
Cherokee strip and other reserva-
tions for settlement and statehood
for O&laboma anrt Indian territories would
benefit Texas as much or more than aav
other state in the Union; therefore be it.

"

"Resolved, That the convention regard
with regret, the silence, insctivitvandsupreme luditfereuce of the Texas "repre-
sentatives in bom houses of congress, nd
that this convention hereby cnlt upon
them to with tue gentlemen
mentioned above m trying to secure themuch needed aad dee! red results m tasmovement."

8USHYHEAD.
Guthrie, O. T., Jan. 19. Among the

communications read at the strip conven-
tion held in this city yesterday was the
following from Bushyhead of the
Cherokee nation:

"TAULEQUAH, L T., Jan. 12, 1S93.

"Hon. A. J. Speasle, Acting Pxesidsn: Guthrie
Board of 1 rade:

"Dear Sir I am informed that a con-
vention expected to be held at Guthrie
on Jan. 18, for the. purpose of urging upon
the present congress the necessity of rati-
fying the treaties alreadv entered into by
the Indian commission with the Cherokee,
Kickapoo, Wichita and other tribes; also
that the peoDle of the various localities
embraced within the country occupied by
the five tribes will be invited and expected
to be present and participate in the pro-
ceedings, in order to add strength and
effect to the action of the convention.

"So far as the object of the convention
above stated, is concerned, it may interest
you and your friends to know that Tahle-qua- h

and vicnity in fact, this whole
country, is heartily in sympathy with the
purpose or the projecteti movement, 'ihat
the Cherokees are disposed to stick to
what they agreed to in reference to the
sale of the Cherokee striD, and therefore
would be much pleaded to hnve their
agreement made with United States com-
missioners rntified by congress, I can af-

firm without qualification. They know,
too, that their own interests would besub-serve- a

by ratification. The rich and valu-
able lands they would thereby pait with
would supply thousands of their white
brothers with homes unexcelled any-
where for fertility, and they are more
than willing to join with those who are
interested on that account to urge favor-
able action upon congress.

"But you may not be aware that the
Cheiokees regard the country they are
selling as by fur the best part of the wholt
tract covered by their patent in fee; that
tne price they have agreed to take for it is
not more than half its value, and that the
increase of the nation and adopted pooula-tio- n

of the tribe has already reduced the
sharo of each member of the tribe were
all the remainder of the lands divided
equally among them to less than the
amount allowed to the minors of other
tribes which have sold to the government
under the same act cf congress under
which we have agreed under certain con-
ditions to cede back the Cherokee strip.
If it ba asked why in their view of the
matter, as stated, they have made the
agreement at all, the answer is on account
of the importance they attach to these con-
ditions as .1 means by which their
grasp upon the country they will
have left to them and their
own government and institutions will be
so firmly fixed and established that they
need have no further fear on account
thereof, it they, the Cherokees, keep up
with the march of progress.

"It will be seen from this that the same
reason that inspired a desire in the Chero-
kees to aid and no aided to obtain a ratifi-
cation of their agreement with the United
States commissioners must reuder them
adveise to any proposition towards mak-
ing auy other changes in their situation
aud relations than the great change the
agreement itself will effect when ratified.
It is to prevent any misuudeistauding and
perhaps consequent want of harmouy in
tne joint efforts of all interested to ac
complish the common object that I have
Ventured to address you this letter.

"If it is necessary for the Cherokees to
add their voices to those of others who
expect to be benefitted by the ratification
of their agreement with the United
States commissioners, they will continue
to abide by their agreement, With tho
steadfastness that becomes an honorable
people, and that they hope and trust
thai the agreement will be ratified by
congress. Much time and labor were ex-
pended by the respective commissions in
concluding it and it was ratified by the
Cherokee legislature as it was submitted
by the comunssioneis, in the hope that
the labor aud time would not be thrown
away and the conclusion of the momen-
tous work indefinitely deferred in order
to consider untimely suggestions or prop-
ositions.

THE INDIAN TREATIES
Washington, Jau. 19 Chairman Peel

of the Indiau committee of tho house is
not sanguine as to the ratification by the
present congress of the treaties negotiated
by the Cherokee commission, with the
possiblo exception of tho agreement for
the purchase of the strip. He says:

"My opinion is wc will not succeed in
openiug any land outside the strip. That
involves s of the land now cover-
ed by tieaties made by the Cherokee com-

mission. We are being pressed and urged
to look after these other treaties, and of
course will mm to get the bills through
congress.

"The situation is just this. We will
scarcely bs able to get another day set
apart by the committee ou rules for the
busine-- s of the committee. The pressure
for time ou the speaker is very great, and
nearly all the committees are iuMSting
upon time, and, as is Usually tho cse at
this time in the last seiun of congress,
theie is more business thau time in winch
to dispose of it. If we should fail to get
another day, we will certainly not be able
to g-- t any more lands open. Understand,
however, that wo will go before the com-
mittee on rules very soon and demand
another day. As yet we are not prepared
to make the requebt ou the committee for
time, because we. as a committee, have
not fully decided upon the best plan to
pur-u- e in ttie othr matters we have
under consideration.

"Most of the ss before the com-
mittee can be disposed of without securing
extra time from the speaker. It will be
necessary, however, to secure a whole day
if we hope to get any moie of the treaties
ratified

"As yet the business of the committee
as it relates to the treaties under consider-
ation, is in somewhat of a chaotic st-it-

To present each bill m the house separate-
ly, as estimated, would require two or
three days. Iti order to dispose of the
treaties in a single day, should this time
be granted by the speaker, it would be
necessary to form au omnibus bill, which
has beeu undrr consideration but as yet
has not been fully concluded. The bill
will be framed and passed upon by the I

committee and made ready to bring before
the house, provided the committee is given
time." i

The real trouble in the matter, as it
sutnus now, and which causes Chairman
Peel to indicate uncertainty as to the re-

sult, is found in the threatening attitude
of the lobby that represents the Chicka-
saw and Choctaw claims. The treaties, as
formed, do not expire at a given time by
limitation, and this affords congress and
the commute a chance to see the best op- -

continues to ship fat cattle and hogs, and
is now an exporter of flour. The mill of
the Minco Mill and Elevator company, the
only mill in the Chickasaw nation, has
been running night and day ever since it
started.

The merchants here are doing a fine re-

tail trade and are also doing a good whole-
sale trade in the new counties west and
northwest of here, Minco being the only
town on the railroad reached by not hav
ing to cross the dangerous South Canadian.
It is no unusual sight to sea twenty teams
ou our streets all loading for counties H.
and G.

The stage and mail line to Seger and
Cloud Chief now runs regularly.

The Indian school at Seger ha3 been
opened. Mr. Bonebrake of this place was
awarded the contract for putting in the
water works at this school.

The Kansas City Times excursion train
stopped here for a few minutes, to see
Minco and the Wichita reservation, west
of here about three-fourth- s of a mile,
which we are trying to get opened this
spring.

Minco has an active immigration society
which seat the Minstrel man to Gwtbrie
to help boom the strip opening aud the
Wichita reservation and statehood for the
Chickasaw natiou. The people here want
statehood.

The Cheyenne aud Arapahoe country is
filling up quite rapidly. There ts lots of
good land there yet open to settlement.
The settlers are all well pleased with their
claims, and say tbat the laud is much bet-
ter than they thought.

J. Q Johnson has a fine new house
nearly completed.

Rev. Mr. Avery, pastor of the Methodist
chuich, south, is building a new house.

We had a fine bnow hare Tuesdav, which
gives every one a longing for a sleigh ride;
but there is not a cutter in town.

EL RENO NOTES.
El Rexo, O. T., Jan. 19. Special.
