Judah, was also one of the captives who
had returned to Jerusalem, to find its
walls brokeu down and the once beautiful
temple of King Solomon in ruin-;- . His
heart was stirred witnin him, and he was
actuated to the noble and glorious purpose
of rebuilding the city and temple, and

it to its former graudeur and
glory. He undertook the long and peril-
ous journey to far off Chaldea in
the Persian empire, on a mission of the
greatest importance to the Jewish na-

tion.
He was a man of the greatest strength

of character and pious convictions, with a
firm and abidinc faith In the God of Israel.
He bid adiu to the pleasaut olive groves
and historic scenes of his beloved city on
the Judeau hills. The pomp and pageant-
ry of the Persian court in those days was
dazzling and gorgeous; but Zerubbabel g

He had kept this
jurv at his call sicca Friday, the 20th, aud
the" physician iu attendance upon the
sick juryman, Mr. Middloton, stated
that tho latter would probably not be
able to appear in court before the 4; h of
March, ou the day on which thte regular
term of court ends by statute of limita-
tion. The court thereupon discharged the
jurv and coutiuucd the cise ot State vs.
Reed until the next term of court.

The jury in this case has had sixteen
dav-- . or experience. They nave been kept
iu a single room at the St. James hotel
aud Under the custody of a bailiff, onty
being allowed to leave the room together
and in charge of the bailiff. It is unfortu-
nate for Sumner couuty and for the de-

fendant that circumstances prevented a
verdict in this case. The expense of ihe
jury alone will be a large item as the state

CHAMBEBMAIDS STRIKE.

Tho Carey Hotel Girls Kefass to Worir and
Order a Strike.

A good many columns of newspaper
space have been devoted to that dear
specimen of femininity the hotel chamber-
maids, but this is probably the first time
she has been recorded as a striker. Cham-
bermaids have been frequently heard to
kick, and to whistle and to sing Annie
Roouey and when
the lodgers felt very much like
striking, but this is certaiuly the
first time in the history of Wichita at least
when a chambermaid took it upon herseif
to play the roll of a striker. And the worst
of it is the strike was over aud dona be-

fore anybody got around to describe it,
and thus a novel proceeding is lost to the
world. Now then, it is a common
opinion that a woman can't
keep a secret, but here it is found
that five of them actually put their heads
together and planned aud executed a strike
without auybody but a very few bnowing
anything about it. And then again very
few know the cause or the strike to a cer-

tainty, for the said chambermaids are not
talking aud therefore it is next to impossi-
ble to get their exact grievances. It is
pretty certaiu, however, that the manage-
ment of the hotel is not to blame for it,
strictly speaking.

Night before last the entire force of
chamb.-rmaid- filed down the stairs of the
hotel, went to the Manhattan for the night
where they lodged aud yesterday morning
they scnttered to the four wiuds of heav-

en. Let it be said here that no house in
the land has a batter reputation than the
Carey and let it also be said tnafc no
set of hotel chambermaids ever
lived whose reputation is better than tho
girls who watout on a strike night before
last. There never was a scandal at the
Carey and notwithstanding th tact that
lmpudeut, vulgar miuded men seem to
think they are licensed to talk as they
please about the character of a hotel
chambermaid, yet nobody has ever heard
a breath of suspicion or a word
of evil repute uttered against
the girls of this hotel. .It is actu-
ally stated that the strike was caused be-

cause the girls were jealous of their good
names. The story is that one of the em-

ployes of the house hinted that one of
the girls was not as circumspect as she
might have been. The other girls took up
the causo of their comrade aud
refused to work any longer until
proper restitution had beeu made
for this slander. Auother story is
that the new housekeeper was nqt satis-
factory to the girls; that they could not
get along with ber and refused to work
under her. Neither the girls or any of
the managers of the hotel authorized to
speak on the subject could be seen last
night and consequently no statement pur-
porting to be the facts in the case relative
to the cause of the strike cau be published
authoritlvely.

The strike is causing the
hotel some inconvenience but probably
today everything will be running all right
again. Yesterday both Miss Carey and
Mrs. Carey, the sister and wife of the
mauagcr, were compelled to work from
morning till nicht making beds and ar-

ranging rooms for guests, and It might
also be stated that the Carey has a bigger
rush now than usual owing to the number
ofgentlemeu in the city attending the
Scottish Rite reunion. .
