
Colonel Huahos is in command, comprises
most of the companies in the vicinity-o-f

Topeka, and they form a decided majority
of the men in the field.

The colonel's retort stngcered the gov-

ernor, and the colonel's action embarrassed
him to that extent that he about decided
to place no more reliance on the state
troops. The commandants of nearly all
the regiments in the state are subordinate
officers, and should they be placed by the
Governor in the seme position that Colonel
hughes found himself, they would doubt-
less follow the precedent set by him. Thus
the governor found himself in a dilemma
from which there seemed to be no escape
except that offered by the three companies
of provisional troops formed yesterday
unrlpr the eovernor's nroclamation calliutr
for volunteers, which might be reinforced
by the organization of similar companies
today. Anions the thousands of people
who Hrrived tiere this morning there were
perhaps 00 men who came from their
homes under arm.", iu response to the
Republican and populist calls for volun-

teers. Of these 500 men only about 100
were nonulists: so that the reinforcements
of the provisional troops cannot be very
effective.

The call for volunteers had not met with
f o general a response as the dispatches
from various points throughout the state
iudicatedThis was due to two reasons:
First, when the Republicans learned that
Colonel Hughes, who had been Dlaced in
command of all the troops, would take no
action hostile to them, they countermand-
ed by wire many of their requests for men,
believing themselves to bo masters of the
situation. Then, the populists through
out the state, being mostly of the agricul-
tural class, were hard to reach by wire,
and many of them did not receive their
newspapers until late this morning, and
consequently knew nothing of the serious
nature of the condition of affairs. There
are now on the ground all told about 500
state troops and an equal number of arm-
ed civilians, 100 of the latter being popu-
lists and the remaining 400 Republicans.

At 10 o'clock Governor Lewelling, as
commander in chief of the state troops, re-

lieved Colonel Hughes of bis command of
the troops, but permitted him to retain
his commission as colonel of the Third
reniment. Soon after Colonel Hughes was
relieved from duty Governor Lewelling
appointed Lieutenant Colonel George
Barker of nolton commandant.

Great excitement was caused at noon by
the announcement by the sheriff in the
lobby of the Copeland house that he had
received word from Lawrence that an
armed party of .sixty men had left there
for Topeka to aid the populists. Tne sher-
iff, addressing the members of his posso
there, cave them the information he had
received, and ordered all those that were
armed to fall in and accompany him to
the station. There, he said, he proposed
to demand of the invading party that they
lay down theirarms. In the event of their
refusing to do eo the sheriff said that he
would bsobliged to arrest them and dis-
arm them. The sherilf then, accompanied
by 200 men, inarched to the railway sta-- t
ion. followed by a great crowd. When

tlieLswrence train arrived sixty men were
aboard, hut they carried no arms, and the
therill found that he had nothiug
to do. The , detachment was a por-
tion of the reorganized Robinson
Rifles of Lawreuce. They were all
populists. Before they were sent to
The hall, the governor ordered that they be
disarmed, so that no bloodshed should fol-

low any hasty action. When the Repub-
licans oidered them to withdraw, they
did so.

With this
object in view, they will endeavor to with-
stand the efforts of the militia to dislodge
them until Friday.

THE AGREEMENT FOR ANNEXATION

MADE PUBLIC.

President Harrison in a Special

Message Urges the Ratification

of the Treaty.

The Debate on tha Pension Bill Gives

Eise to a Disorderly Scene m the
Lower Branch of Congress.

Turpin of Alabama and Wangb. of Indiana
Held Apart by the Peacemakers Sen-

ator Vest Criticises the Course of

Secretary Foster in Appealing
to the New York Banks

for Eelp-Oarli- Ban-

queted Capital

Ifotes.

Washington, Feb. 16. The treaty of
annexation concluded betwcea Secretary
of State Foster and the commissioners of
the provisional government of Hawaii was
transmitted to tho senate yesterday, but
not made public. The message of the
president was brief. It stated that it was
deemed more advisable to annex tbo
islands than to establish a protectorate.
The provisional treaty does not nttempt to
deal in detail with the questions that grow
out of the annexation of the Hawaiian
islands to the United States. Tho com-
missioners representing the Hawaiian gov
ernment have consented to leave to the
future and to the just anu benevolent pur-
poses of the United States the adjustment
of all such questions.

"I do not deem it necessary" says the
president, "to discuss at large the condi-
tions which have resulted in this action.
It has been the policy of the administra-
tion not only to respect, but ro encourage
tho advance of an independent govern-
ment in tho Hawaiian islands so
long ns it afforded suitable guarantees for
the protection of life aud property and
maintained a stability aud a strength that
gave adequate security against tho domi-
nation of any other power. The moral
supportof this government has coutinually
manifested itself in the most friendly
diplomatic relations aud in many acts of
courtesy. The overthrow of the monarchy
is not iii any way owing to promotion by
this government, but had its origin in
what seems to have been a reactionary and
revolutionary policy on the part of Queeu
Liliuokalani, when put in serious peril,
not only the large anu preponderating in-

terests of the United States in the islands,
but all foreign interests, and, iudeed-- de-

cent administration of civil affairs and the
peace of the islands. It is quite evident
that tho monarchy had become effete and
the queen's government so weak as to bo
the prey ot designing and unscruplous
persons. The restoration of the queen to
the throne is undesirable, if not, impossi-
ble, and, unless actively supported by tho
United States, would be accompanied by
serious disaster and the disorganization of
all business interests.

"The influence aud interest of tho United
Stntes in the islands must be increased
and not diminished. Only two courses are
now open: Oue, the establishment of a
protectorate by the United States, and the
other, annexation full and complete. I
think that the latter course, which lias
been adopted in the treaty, will be highly
promotive of the best interests of the
Hawaiian people. Tho interest of the
United States is not wholly unselfish. It
is essential that none of tho other great
powers shall secure these islands. Such a
position would not consist with our safety
and with the peace of the world. Prompt
action upon this treaty is very desirable.
If it meets the approval of the senate,
peace and good order will be secured to
tho islands under the existing laws until
such time as congress can provide by legis-
lation a permanent form of government
for the islands. This legislation should be
characterized; by great liberality and a
high regard for the rights of all the people
and of all foreigners domiciled there."

TEXT OF THEATV.
"The United States of America and the

provisional government of the Hawaiiau
islands, iu view of the natural dependence
of those islands upon the United States by
their geographical proximity thereto, of
tho important part taken by the United
States in the implanting iu said islands of
unnstiau civilisation, ot the long con-
tinuance of their exclusive reciprocal
commercial relations, vrherety' their
mutual interests have been developed and
a paramount share thus acquired by the
United States in tho productions, indus-
tries aud trade of said islands, aud espec-
ially iu v'ew of the desire expressed by the
said provisional goverunieut of the Ha-
waiian islands that those islauds shall be
lueurpornieti lino me united stales sis an
lutegral part thereof and under their sov-
ereignity, iu order to provide for-- mid as-
sure tho security and prosperity of said
islands, tho high contracting parties have
determined to accomplish by treaty the
object so important to their mutual and
permanent welfare. To this end the high
contracting parties have conferred full
power and authority upon their respect-
ively appointed plenipotentiaries, towit:
Tho president of the United States of
America and John V. Foster, secretary of
state, aud the represeuutives of tho ad-
visory council ol the provisional govern-
ment of tho Hawaiian islands, Lorin
Thurston. William U. Castle, William C.
Wilder, Charles R. Carter aud Joseph
Marsdeu.

''The provisional government of the Ha-
waiian islands cedes from the date of the
exchange of ratifications of the treaty, ab-
solutely and without reserve, to the
United States forever, all rights of sov-
ereignty of whatsoever kiud over the Ha-
waiiau islands and their dependencies,
renouncing in favor of the United States
every sovereign right of which, as an inde-
pendent nation, it is now possessed. The
islauds hereafter become an integral part
of the territory of the United States, with
the absolute ownership in fee ot all public,
government or crowu lands; public build-
ings, ports, harbors and iortiticatious;
military and naval equipments, and all
other public property ot every kiud and
description, together with every right and
appurteuauce thereunto."

The remaining provisions of tbo treaty
may be summarized as follows:

The congre.--s of the Uuited States shall
enact separate for their government.
All revenues, xcept as regards such nnrr.
thereof as may be used for the civil, military or naval purposes of the United
Siates.or may be to the use of th

waiiau Inland?, for educational and other
public pnrpes-s- . The laws of the islands
are continued, subject to the paramount
authority of the United States. The presi-
dent is to appoiut a commissioner to re-
side on the islands, who shall have
power to veto any act of said goyernment,
aud act disapproved by him shall be
void unless auproved bp the president,
Uutil coagress shall otherwise provide
the existing commercial relations ot the
islands, both with tne United States audforeign countries, shall continue. Con-
gress shall regulate ibe commerce of said
islands with the rest of the United statesand with foreign nations.The consular rep-
resentatives ol foreign powers now resident
in the islands shall be permitted to con-
tinue in the exercise of their consularfunctions until thw can receive their dis-
charge. Tlielurth'er importation of Chi-
nese laborers into the country is prohib-
ited. The public debt of the islands
existing at the ratification of the treat v,
including the amounts due to depositors
iu tne llHWMiian postal savings banks, is
assumed by. the United States, but the

liability of the United States shall in no
case exceed ?3,250,000. So long as tho
eiisLis government anu tne preseuu al

relations of the islands are con-
tinued said government shall continue to
pay interest' on said debt. The United
States agrees to pay the late queen $20,000
and annually a like sum during the term
of her natural life, provided she in good
faith submits to the authority of the
United States aud the local government of
the islands. Princess Kathaini is to be
paid J150.000 provided she submits to the
local government of the islands.

The present treaty shall be ratified by
the president of the United Statss, by and
with the advice and consent of the senate,
on the one part, and by the provisional
government of the Hawaiian islauds, on
the other. The ratifications thereof shall
be exchanged at Honolulu as soon as pos-
sible. Such exchange shall be made on
the part of the United States by the com-
missioners herein provided for, and it.shall
operate as a complete and final conveyance
to the United States of all the rights, sov-
ereignty and property herein ceded to
them. Within one mouth after the ratifi-
cation of the treaty the provisional gov-
ernment shall furnish the Uuited States
government with a complete'schedule of
all public property caded and transferred.

The members of the commission desire
to leave ban t rancisco for .Honolulu on
tho steamer due to sail Friday, March 3,
and hop9 to havj copies of the treaty rati-
fied by the senate to carry with them.
Should th.eir desire bz fulfilled they will
take to the islands the first information
respecting ic.

HOUSE.
Washington, Feb. 16. The feature cf

the day in the house was a personal col-

lision between Mr. Turpin of Alabama
aud Mr. Waugh of. Indiana, which, but
for the bodily intervention of friends,
might have resulted seriously. But, as it
turned out, any injuries that were re-

ceived, were received by the peacemakers.
The house resumed, in committee of the

whole, tho consideration of the pension
appropriation bill. The chairman (Mr.
Wilson of West Virginia) delivered his
decision on the poiuts of order raised
against the. various amendments recom-nieude- d

by tho committee on appropria-
tions changing pension laws.

Mr. Burrows appealed from the decision
regarding tho transfer of the pension
bureau.

The decision of the chair was sustained
103 W 03.
After debate, the amendment for trans

fer was disagreed to 53 to 05. The other
amendments, relative to requiring pen-
sioners under the act of 1890 to show that
thev were disabled for manual labor and
have not an auuual income of SGC0, and
providing that no widow shall be granted
a pension if she was not a married within
five years after the close of tho war in
which her husband served, were also de-

feated without division.
Mr. Turpin, speaking to an amendment,

referred to a speech made by Mr. Morse of
Massachusetts, in which that gentleman
had stated that ho (Mr. Turpin) had re-
ferred to pensioners on tho rolls as
"ruffians, thieves and scoundrels." He
had never used such language, but if ho
were compelled to do so it would he
against men who occupied seats on this
floor, and who foully and maliciously
falsified the words of their colleagues.
Applause. He was ready to respond to

any individual for his utterances.
Mr. Morse replied that he had not at-

tributed to the gentleman any words that
he had not uttered, so far ns he (Mr. Morse)
had understood them.

Mr. Morse having yielded to Mr. Turpin
to ask a question, Mr. Turpin inquired of
the gentleman from Massachusetts
whether he was aware of tho fact that
there stood today upon the pension rolls
the name of an who was draw-
ing a pension for total deafness, but who
received a salary of Sl,SO0 a year and who
was employed at tho telephone. Laugh-
ter. Now, if any gentleman wanted to
know the name of this gentleman, he
could tell it.

"Name himl" "Name himl" camo a
chorus.

Mr. Turpin replied: "I do not know
whether tho soldier is a Democrat or a
Republican, but, iu the light of his present
surroundings, I suppose that he is a Dem
ocrat, because ho comes from the doubtful
state of Indiana."

"I do not beliovo your statement, unless
you prove it," shouted Mr. Waugh, ad-
vancing into the aisle in front of the
speaker's desk, and theu the interest be-

came intense.
"The gentleman's nama is William E.

Davis," said Mr. Turpin, leaving his posi-
tion in tho maiu aisle and advancing
towards Mr. Waugh.

"I don't believe the statement is true,
whether you have the gentleman's name
or not," retorted Mr. Waugh.

"The gentleman can doubt the state-
ment, but he can't say that I, am falsify-
ing," ami Mr. Tuvpin came down the aisle
aud made a manifestation of au attack
upon Mr. Waugh.

The men were not separated by a foot of
space, aud hatl it not beeu for tho inter-
vention of several gentlemen, there would
have beeu an actual pugilistic encounter
in front of the speaker's desk. A touch of
the authoritative hand of the speaker pro-
cured comparative order, but the excite-
ment was intense. The speaker appealed
to the members to put an end to this most
unseemly scene, aud to take their seats,
but it was some time before his appeal
produced any effect.

Wheu order finally was restored, the
house, finding that it was iu no temper to
proceed with the consideration of the bill,
adjourned.

SENATE.
Washington, Feb. 16. The session of

the senate today was occupied in the con-
sideration of the sundry civil appropria-
tion bill. An amendment involving the
continuance of the office of supervisor of
elections gave rise to a long and heated
political discussion.

In the course of the discussion Mr. Vest
alluded to the depleted conditiou of the
treasury. What, he asked, was tho
spectacle presented to the country? The
secretary of the treasury was found in
Wall street, begging like an Italian mendi-
cant for gold lrom the batiks of the coun-
try, in order to .sustain the public credit,
and it was opsnly avowed by distinguished
statesmen who were making history and
reputation for the future that their object
Was to tide over the uext two wesksfco as
to leave the present disgraceful coNKtiou
of finaucial affairs ou the incoming ad-

ministration. Whatever might be Mr.
Cleveland's faults as an administrative
officer, or as a politic il leader, he left a
net surplus of $100.0 JO, (KX) iu the treasury.

Mr. Vest, couuuuing. ridiculed Mr.
Chandler tor speaking so eloquently the
other day against immigration, and now
endeavoring to have the Hawaiian islands,
"with their 40,000 lineal decendantii of
Cannibals." annexed to the United State.-- ,
and with tho institution of leprosy firmly
established there.

An amendment providing that no more
than three-quarter- s of an appropriation
for internal improvements shall be ex-
pended during the next fiscal year (except
in to the Mississippi and Missouri rivers)
was agreed to.

The council met at 10 o'clock.

By consent Mr. Clevinger, from the com-
mittee on federal relations, reported back
house concurrent resolution No. 12. relat-
ing to bringing the public lands in Beaver
county under the operatiou of the commu-
tation clause of the land laws. The com-
mittee so ameuded the resolution as to in-

clude also the late Cheyenne uud Arapahoe
country. As so amended it was con-

curred in.
The following bills were introduced:
By Mr.Pringey: No. 104, an act regu-

lating proceedings in actions for forcible
entry and detainer. Ordered printed and
referred to the judiciary committee.

By Mr. Shaffer: No. 105, an act to amend
the code of civil procedure. Ordered
printed and referred to the judiciary com-
mittee.

The committee on county affairs recom-
mended the passage of house bill No. 51,
authorizing counties, townships and school
districts to register warrants. The bill
was read the second time.

A minority of the judiciary committee
recommended tne passage of council bill
No. 70. This bill amends section 9 of arti
cle 6 of chapter 17. by making it read as
follows:

"A person taking, receiving, retaining
or contracting for any higher rate of in-

terest than the rate of 12 per cent per an-
num shall forfeit all interest and principal
received, retained or contracted for. And
whenever a greater rate of interest has
been paid than 12 per cent per annum, tho
person paying it or his personal repre-
sentative may recover the excess from the
person taking it, or his personal repre-
sentative, iii an- - action in the proper
court."

This is not the only one of Mr. Wrights-man'- s

bills that meet with popular ap-
proval.

Couucil bill No. 95. amending the act
locating the agricultural college, was
withdrawn from the committee to which
it was referred and ordered printed.

On motion of Mr. Pitman the report, of
the judiciary committee ou house biil No.
5) was adopted aud the bill rejected. This
is a bill legalizing conveyances defectively
acknowledged and was intended to meet
an emergency in the history ot EI Reno.

The conncil then went into committee
of the whole house for the consideration of
council bill io 71, au act to regulate the
collection of freight bills by freight com-
panies. It having beenadopted, the com-
mittee was directed to report recommend-
ing that the bill pass, subject to debate
and amendment.

Couucil bill No. 70 was then considered.
After adopting several amendments the
committee rose and reported progress and
asked ieiu-- to sit again. This bill re-

quires railroad companies to furnish
double-dec- k cars for the shipment of hogs
and sheep.

During the discussion in committee
Mr. Fegan said that, iu view of the fact
that another bill now pending requires
railroad companies to furnish separate

Coy, a negro murderer, was hanged here
this morning. The drop fell at 9:14 o'clock,
and he was prononuced dead in sixteen
minutes.

McCoy's crime was the brutnl murder of
his mistress, Mollie McGrnder, ou the
night of April 8, 1691, in Kausas City.
The dead body of the woman was found
in a vacant lot on the Belvidere road with
the skull crushed.
