COUNCIL.
GUTHRIE, 0. T., Feb. 24. Special.

The only work done in last night's session
was the further consideration in commit-
tee of the whole of council bill No. 9--.

When the committee rose the bill was
ordered to be engrossed.

The first business of this morning's
session was the reading of council bill No.
112 and the discussion that followed there-
upon. The object of the bill is to reduce
the rent of a certain quarter section of
school land in Oklahoma county.

Mr. Clevinger moved to reject tne bill,
because, as he stated, the legislature had
Tjo authority in the matter.

Mr. Cannon thought relief would be
granted if the facts justified it.

Mr. Pitman read a letter from the com-
missioner of the general land office stating
in effect that the whole matter was withiii
the fccopo of the territorial legislative au-
thority to adjust.

The affidavit of the lessee setting forth
(he facts in the case having been read. Mr.
McCartney said that he would vote for the
bill. To do otherwise would be to en-
courage a species of piracy which has pre--ile- d

under tuo peculiar conditions which
surrounded the leasing of the school lauds.

Mr. Pulliam also inveighed agaiust the
vampires of speculation, who had seemed
to have so ui ranged their schemes tliat in
jomu cases actual settlers, in order to save
jlitiir improvements, had been compelled
to bid more than their improvements were
worth.

Mr. Clevinger withdrew his motion to
reject the bill and a committee of three,
coiifcistiuc of- - Messrs. Clevinger, Cannon
and Pulliam, was appointed, with iu--

ructions to investigate the case and re-
port uot later than next Tuesday.

Council bill No 113, relating to assign-
ment and compensation of attorneys in
criminal cat-es- , was then read and referred
lo the committee of the whole.

Ou motion of Mr. Pringey the council
then went into committee of the whole to
consider house bill No. 89, a waterworks
construction bill. After a short session
the committee rose and recommended the
passage of the bill. It was at once read
the third time and passed.

The committee on public institutions
recommended the passage of council bill
No. 107, relating to tuo territorial univer-
sity. It was then considered in commit-
tee of the whole, amended nnd reported
favorably. The council ordered tho bill to
bo engrossed.

A niesHugo from the houo transmitted
house bill No. GJ5, adoptinir a desigu for a
territorial seal. This desigu represents a
M range conglomeration of a great part of
all the objects on earth, parading under
tho copy-boo- k motto "Labor omnia
vinciL" Just what reference the motto
has to tho objects under it is not apparent.
The whole thing is an aud
meaningless jumble.

The house message transmitted also a
popy of the proceedings of that body with
reierenco to council concurrent resolution
No. 10, which had been returned to tho
council with tho attachment of another
resolution previously rejected by that
body.

Mr. Pringey denied the accuracy of the
Souse journal record. As originally made

t lea6t, that record 6howed a concurrence
In the original resolutiou; as sent up from
the house, it was in.

Couucil bill No. 110 was theu considered
in committee ot the whole and recom-
mended to the council for passace. On
motion the rules Were suspended and the
bill was considered engio:sed and passed.

By consent Mr. McCartney introduced
bills Nos. 11G and 117, the ouo relating to
the indebtedness of Kingfisher, the other
locating the penitentiary at that place..
uoiu were reienea to appropriate commit-
tees.

Tho council thon concurred in the house
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amenament3 to council diu jno. no, wueu u
recess was taken till 2 o'clock p. m.

AFTERNOON SESSION.

When the council reconvened at 2 o'clock
the committee on enrolled bills reported
that council bill No. 90 wa3 correctly

whereupon it was read the third
time and passed. The bill relates to the
admission and practice of attorneys at
law. Among other things the bill prd-vid-

that candidates for admission to
practice law shall take an oath that "they
will do nfalsehood or consent that any
be done in court, and will delay no mau
for lucre." By implication attorneys are
inclined to act otherwise, and, under the
sanction of this oath, the great mass of
people may feel a sense of security that
heretofore they may not have felt. Tnis
oath will, of course, make every attorney
in Oklahoma truthful and honorable.

The committee on public institutions
rccnnimenued the Dft5sase of council biil
93, an act to ameud the law locating the
agricultural college.

The ways and means committee recom-meude- d

the passage of council bill No. SS,
an act to provide for the selection of a de-

pository for county and territorial funds.
Mr. Cannon (bv consent) introduced bill

No. 118. an act to establish at Wanaraaker,
in Kingfisher county, au institute for the
education of colored persons. Referred to
committee on education.

Aiinessaga from the house returned cer-

tain council concurrent resolutions con-
curred in. These resolutions indorse Mr.
Mansur and Mr. Peel for commissioner of
the land office and commissioner of Indian
affairs respectively.

Mr. Clevinger called for the report of the
special committee appointed to visit the
eleemosynary institutions of the territory.

Mr. Pringev, the chairman of the com-
mittee, said that the report would be

and therefore more time was
asked for. The time in which to report
was extended to next Monday.

Mr. Clevinger inquired as to whether
the committee had been able to find auy
cleemosvnary institutions.

Mr. Pringey replied that the report
would show.

Before the clerk had finished read-
ing tho bill, Mr. Clevinger moved that
when the committee riso it recommend
that the bill do not pass. This called out
a discussion of more than an hour, in the
course of winch the members heard much
as to how Missouri, Texas, and several
other states, matters pertaining
to the matter iu hand. The motion did
not prevail.

On motion of Mr. Ross, further consid
eration of the bill was postponed till next
Thursday at 10 o'clock.

Council bill No. 81 camo next in order.
This relates to working criminals in mis-
demeanor cases. It was read and discuss-
ed sectiou by section. The committeo was
directed to report, recommending the pas-
sage of the bill as amended.

Houso bill No. 7C was then taken up.
Thi lull nrovidps for the incorporation of
villages situated in two or more counties.
It was recommendeu lor passage.

The same report was made ou council
bill No. 50, an act to amend tho towusite
law; on house bill No. 8, regulating liens
of judgment rondered in probate courts,
and ou council bill No. 36, amending the
pharmacy act.

The committee then rose and reported
accordingly.

Mr. Lane (by consent) withdrew council
bill No. 53, prescribing the duties of coun-
ty treasurers.

The committee on municipal coroora-tion- s

reported favorably ou council bill
No. 103, relating to township officers.

BE RENDERED TODAY.

The Populists Not Quite Certain

That Judge Allen is a Better
Partisan Than Lawyer.

A Decision in Favor of the Eepublioan3 to
be Followed by the Expulsion of Those

Who Eefnse to Accept it as Final.

The Case3 Against Breidenthal and Other

People'sjParty Leaders Dismisse d by th3

TOPEKA, Kan., Feb. 24. The senate was

rushing busiuess today, and so was the
populist house, preparatory, many think,
to an adjournment if possible before the
supreme court gives its decision. Several
of the populist members publicly declared
today, however, that if the decision was
against them that they should immed-
iately take their seats in the legal house
and oroceed to business.

There is a feeling among some of the
populists that Judge Allen, the populist
member of the supreme court, is not quite
safe, and that he may agree with the other
judges, who are Republicans, that the Re-
publican bouse was legally organized.
The Republicans do not expect, however,
that he will seo with any eyes except those
of a populist, and believe that he is certain
to see that 56 is bigger than 64. The same
cry was set up immediately after Lewell-Ing'- s

election for governor, that he was a
good citizen and a conservative man, and
"better than his party," but he has turned
out to be worse than many of his party,
and until Judge Allen does something to
establish his conservatism he will be
looked upon a3 just as radical as his party.

The Republicans are recalling every
member who has had leave of absence.
Mr. Remer of Marshall county, who was
seriously injured in the fleht on the stair-
way, has been at home, sick, but he came
back this afternoon. There was only one
Republican absent today.

The Seaton resolution to unseat the
fifty-fo- populists has been laid over day
by day, and is now to be taken up tomor-
row nt 2 o'clock, provided, of course, tho
decision of the supreme court is favorable
to the Republicans. The decision will be
given out tomorrow morning, and the Re-
publicans, in discussing the matter this
morning, unanimously agreed that if the
court goes against them they will take
their places iu the populist house, but
that if it is in their favor they will wel-
come such populists as come into the
leeal houp, and immediately unseat every
populist who fails to do so.

George Finley says tonight that he feels
sure that Judge Allen will agree with the
other judges in favor ot the Republican
house. He s:iys that the extremists can-
not use him against his convictions and
against what he knows to be law. Ho
says that he has seen Judge Allen act on
the bench, and decide cases fairly and
honestly when his partisans were expect-
ing him to do otherwise, and he believes
that he will not yield now to the g

element.
The populist houso today decided not to

unseat E. V. Claycomb, a Republican
member, and the contest against him was
withdrawn.

The railroad committee in the Republi-
can house has reported a substitute bill to
regulate the shipment of grain and seeds.
It does uot provide that the railroads shall
put in track scales at every station that
has shipped 100 carloads, as evidence was
produced that it would cost the railroads
SoOO.000 to do that, and it was considered
too heavy a burden to put upon them at
this time; but the bill tully protects the
shipper against shortage.

The chance of front of the populists on
the wiping out of the board of pardons (as
they oromised to do) was the work of
Wichita's "Gatling gun" governor, who
wanted the offices for his henchmen. It is
creating a good deal of hard talk among
the middle-of-the-roa- d populists.

Tho action of tho populist house in forc-
ing T. A. Harter to resign the office just
given him as engineer at the state house,
because ho wss n and when
ho and his family were almost starving,
has also set many of tho populists by the
ears.

Bent Murdock of EI Dorado has been in
Topeka for the pst few days taking in the
legislative proceedings and keeping well
posted on every measure the populists
propose.

Rotlolph Hatfield is in the city in con-
sultation with other Republicans relative
to the proceedings to ba taken in case the
Douglass house is sustained.

CAPITAL GOSSIP.
TOPEKA, Kau., Feb. 24. Stale Treasurer

Biddle has refused to pay the state nor-
mal school its interest money, although a
bill authorizing payment was passed and
duly published in the official paper. Mr.
Biddle says that ho will take no chances
until tho supreme court's decision is
handed down. Prior to two years ago the
school drew this money without an appro-
priation, but Attorney General Ives ruled
that a legislative appropriation was neces
sary.

The Dunsmore hone has defeated the
bill appropriating $65,000 for tne Kansas
exhibit at the world's fair. The vote stood
59 for the biil and 9 against it, the affirma-
tive vote being four short of a constitu-
tional majority. A reconsideration will
be moved.

The consideration of the Seaton resolu-
tion to declare vacant the seats of fifty-si- x

populists was'postponed bv the Douglass
house tuis morning until 2 o'clock p. m.
tomorrow, because the supreme court's
decision of the test cane had not beeu an-

nounced.
The senate this morning spent the time

in passing two of the fifty bills recom-meude- d

for passage yesterday. Thee two
were an election bill and a bill covering
assessment and taxation.

The cases charging assault and battery
against J. W. Breidenrhal, S M. Scott, D.
M Howard and W. H. Ryan were dis-
missed today on motion of tne state by
order of the county attorney, "in the in-

terest of harmony andpeac." Their arrest
grew out of the attempted arrest of Ben
C Rich, chief clerk of the Dunsmore
house.

DEATH OF ALLAN MANVEL.
San Diego, CaL, Feb. 24. Allan Man-ve- l,

president of the Santa Fe railroad
company, died at 1:15 o'clock this morn-
ing at the hotel del Coronado. where, ac-

companied by his wife, he arrived three
weeks ago from St. Paul for the benefit of
his failing health. It is believed that the
cause of his death was Bright's disease.

Mr. Mauvel had recently had several at-
tacks of nervous prostration, supposed by
his friends to be the result of overwork in
connection with the management of the
great system of railroads of which he has
been the chief executive for four years.
The remain-- ! will be buried at San Diego.

All yesterday Mr. Manvel was delirious
and three physicians remained at his bed-
side. Late last niirht he became conscious
for a while, and called for his family and
bade them farewell. The end was peace-
ful.

THE NEWS AT TOPEEA.

ToPEKA, Kan., Feb. 24. The death of
President Manvel was a shock to the
officials of the Santa Fe in this city. The
daily report received had indicated an ap-
parent improvement in his condition. He
was in Topeka a month ago today, enroute
to California for his health, accompanied
by his wife and daughter. The interment
is likely to be made iu California.

President Manvel was born at Alexan-
der, N. Y., Sept. 26, 1S37. Ha entered rail-
way service at au early age, with the Rock
Island company, as a clerk in the purchas-
ing agent's department. He went through
the various promotions from paymaster,
purchasing agent and assistant superin-
tendent. In 1S81 he was chosen assistant
general manager and superintendent of
the St. Paul, Minneapolis and Manitoba
railway, aud before the end ot the same
year was made general manager. He held
that position until elected president of the
Santa Fe, in September, 1SS9.

The first vice president of the company
is J. W. Reinhart of Boston. A. A. Rob-
inson of 'Topeka is second vice president
and general manager. Mr. Robinson is in
New Mexico today. It ia thought that,
pending a call of the directors for the
election of a president, George C. Magoun,
chairman of the board, will be in execu-
tive control.

DEATH OF R. S. STEVENS.
HANNIBAL, Mo., Feb. 24. Intelligence

JOHN W. MA0KAT SHOT.

The Bonanza King "Wounded by a Broken

Down Stock Gambler.

San Francisco, Feb. 24. John W.
Mackay, the famous Bonanza mining man
and Gnancier, was shot throusin the back
shortly after noon today by a man giving
his name as W. C. Rippey. Mackay nar-
rowly escaped death. Rippay, after firing
one shot at Mackay shot himself through
the left breast and will die. So far as
kuown Mackay's wound is not serious wnd
there is no danger of a fatal termination.

The shooting occurred in the court back
of the Lick house, whicii runs from Sutter
to Post street, between Montgomery nnd
Kearney streets. A white-haire- d man was
noticed walking around Sutter street, act-
ing very nervously, during the early por-
tion of the morning. It is the custom of
John W. Mackay to come about noon time
every day to a jewelry store at the corner
of Sutter street and the Lick alley to com-
pare the time of day. As Mackay reached
the end of the alley near Sutter street the
nervous old man pulled out a revolver anil
fired one shot. The bullet struck Mackay
in the middle of the back.

After firing the shot the would-b- e mur-
derer supplemented the crime by turning
the pistol on him?elf and firing a shot into
his own body. The wound
was serious, but as long as be could walk
he followed Mickay up, trying to tire
again; but he was so weak that he could
not pull the trigger. He then threw up
his hands, exclaiming, "My God! I aru
satisfied!"

Mackay put his hand behind his back.
As he drew his hand out it was covered
with blood, and he exclaimed to one of his
friends that the shot had taken effect in
the middle of the back. Mackav wts
placed in a buggy and taken to the Palace
hotel, where medical attendance was ren-
dered bim.

Mackay's assailant was taken to the city
receiving hospital. He Was conscious, but
could not articulate. An examiuatiou
revealed tho fact that tho bullet had en-
tered the left breast, passed through the
trunk, and come out just below the left
shoulder blade. The bullet was found
just underneath the skin. The patient is
apparently about 70 years of age. In his
lett hand pantaloon pocket was found a

revolver, with all the cartridges
intact. In tho pocket was also a purs9
containing 20 cents and an envelope con-
taining a sheet of paper, ou which was
written:

"D. E. L R., Linton, La Place hotel.
End not yet."

A letter, addressed to tho Examiner,
reads as follows:

"food tor reflection.
"He paid one hundred and fifty thousand

dollars for a sapphire to place on tho
jaded person of his wife, a sufficient
amount to have saved five hundred of his
paupers from suicidal graves. Just think
of it! Inscribe it on his tomb."

Mr. Mackay was seen at the Pahce hotel
after the shootiug. When asked if he
knew tho man who had shot him he said:

"I never knew a man named Rippoy. I
had a good look at the old man who shot
me, and I am certaiu that I do uot know
him. I can't give any reason for tho
assault."

Soon after 2 o'clock the physicians ex-
tracted the bullet. Dr. John F. Morse,
who performed the operation in con-
junction with Dr. Keeney, said that the
bullet had entered below the right snoul-de- r

blade, ranging slightly to the right,
struck the vertebrae and lodged in oue of
tho spiuoid processes. Dr. Morse said that
the wound was not necessarily fatal, but
that the patient was by 110 means out of
danger. He added that in cases of gun-
shot wounds there was always daugor of
blocd poisoning or lockjaw. When closely
questioned Dr. Morse said that it was too
soon after tho operation to loretell tho
result, but that Mr. Mackay was reatimr
quietly.

Mackay was nbout the coolest man in
San Francisco after being examined by
the surgeon. He walked about his apart-
ments, calking with his, friends und tell-
ing how the shooting took place.

RIPrET IDENTIFIED.
W. C. Rippey 11 woll known to old timers

in Sau Francisco, an I was a familiar
figure around 120 Powell street, where he
made his home. Everybody that knew
him considered him harmless. For tho
last two years ho had roomed at the
above address, and the landlady asserts
he was the easiest man to please of all tho
boarders she had. About 8 o'clock this
morning he left his room and went down
town. He returned an hour 1 iter iu a
despondent mood, and the neighbors say
that as he passed down Powell street he
was tearing at a handkerchief with his
teeth and appeared to bo very much work-
ed up over something. He remained iu
his room about two hours and then start-
ed off down town. From the people in
the house it was learned that the old man
bad been very despondent of late, and th.it
nearly all his means had been bwallowed
up in stock speculations.

A man who knew Rippey well said that
Rippey was born iu Cincinnati, O , and
leaves a wife aud family there. At oue
time he was worth over $100,000 and made
about $50,000 more iu Coin.itock mining
shares. He came to San Francisco and
began gambling in stocks. His money
soon Degau to go, and then he opeued a
cash grocery store on Fortieth street.
That venture failed. About four years
ago he was running a bar and dining room
on the steamer Mary Garrett, which plies
between ban FrnucKco and Stockton. At
one time he lived iu Denver, Colo., and
owned quite a lot of 1 property, but it also
went luto stock speculations. Lately the
old man was almost without means and
was in a very despondent frame of miud.
He knew almost all the old timers in Cali-
fornia.

Not since the shooting of Judge Terry
at Laturop by United States Deputy Mar-
shal Naie, four years ago, ha there been
such intense excitement in Sau Francisco.
It was at noon aud thousands of people
were ou the streets in the business quar-
ter, wiiere the shooting occurred. 'Ihey
crowded to the scene of the tragedy aud
the narrow aileyway was soon black with
curious MgLtseers. l.towus trathereu
about the bulletiu boards and newspaper
offices, and when extra editions of the pa-
pers came out tb"y were eHgerly seized.
