HOW WATER FREEZES.
The Interesting Proot aa Carried In

Nature's Alchemy.
A scientific paper describes how the

process of freezing is carried in na-
ture's alchemy By means of two ther-
mometers is first ascertained that the
temperature the water at the sur-
face and at the bottom is respectively
48 degrees and 45 degrees. A cold wind
sweeps over the surface of the water, so
that temperature is suddenly re-

duced to, 44 degrees. By this re-

duction in temperature it contracts and
becomes specifically heavier, sinking
nnd displacing. the comparatively light
and warm water below, which rises to
the surface, becomes
degrees, and immediately falls, displac-
ing the warmer water at bottom,
which in turn rises, gets and

its place being again supplied by
lighter and warmer water. And so the
cooling and sinking processes go
the upper thermometer always indicat-
ing' the higher temperature, when sud-
denly the S9 degrees, is
reached, when all movement at once
ceases. The upper layer of water is

exposed to the cooling influence of

THE CRETAN LABYRINTH.

A Recent Discovery Gives a Key to aa
Ancient Pozzle.

The existence of a maze or labyrinth
at Gnossus. Crete, is borne out by tho
legend of Theseus slaying the Minotaur
in its heart by the help of Ariadne,
who gave him a thread to pay out be-

hind him as a olew, in penetrating ita
recesses, and also by the fact that old
coins of Crete exhibit the figure of a
labyrinth. Somc'of the mazes of these
coins are areolar, others rectangular,
but, according to the Philadelphia
Record, the internal arrangement is the
same in all, and consists of a round-
about path which leaves the traveler no

choice of route or chance of error.
Hence Richard Inwards has surmised
that the device on the coins only Shows
the clew or key to the right path, and
leaves out the wrong ones. By taking
the maze as shown on the coins and
treating the circular dividing walls as
double, each containing a passage of the
same width as the road shown on the
coins, he obtains the genuine labyrinth,
as seen in the accompanying figure,
which is difficult to explore to tho
center even when seen at a glance on
paper. The coin device is simply each
alternate circle of this one. To give
the key in brief uvoid every alternate
circle or path. Such a labyrinth helps
us to understand how useful the col-

ored thread of Ariadne might be to
Theseus, because on returning to any
place he had passed ho would find his
own thread and be able to make a bet-
ter start next time.
