Senator Dillard
was sick and did not appear at tho
investigation. In his testimony ITr. JIo-Ele-

nractically said that he was offered
everal thousand dollars to vote for W. H.

Rcwsington for United States senator and
J. K. Hudson for state printer.

Representative McEleny of V7yandotte
county was questioned by Mr. Close and
Senator Biker, and save the following
evidence:

"I had only one offer of money during
the sessiou. Cyrus Leland made an offer
for my vots for United States senator.
An acquaintance asked me to meet Mr.
Leland at the Keith building, room 16. I
did so. Mr. Iceland spoke ot the situntion
of the two houses, and wbttt the decision
ot the supreme court would be. The con-
versation lasted an hour. He told me
what he wanted, and that the Republicans
could elect a senator with my vote. I
asked him what he wanted me to do. He
said: 'Vote with the Republicans, and jon
will get a thousand dollars for doing so.'
I told him that it would be worth more
than $1,000, but that I would act as stake-
holder, and there is where the perious
hitch came in. Leland said there were a
number of prominent politicians whom he
could trust, and two bants in this city,
but I do not know their names."

Mr. McEleny, lit his evidence, wentonto
say that the amount he wai to receive for
voting for Mr. was 15,000, but
the trouble occurred over an agreement on
a stakeholder. The details on the state
printership, said- - Mr,. McEleny, were not
agreed on.

"Ltand"B flrt offer was $1,QC0- - I told
him that a large sum bad been offered
when Ady was the Republican candidate;
that 10 000 had been offered for h single
vote, .tie denied this at Urst, out I knew
better, and told him that the trouble was
then, as now, about a stakeholder. I told
him that the money whs offered to Mr.
Burgard of Wyandotte county in the cloak
room three minute before John Martin
v.03 elected senator, ani tent my vote was
worth half as muci as Burgara's. Ho
said that the offer to Mr. Burgard was for
state printer. Leland said that he wanted
to go over to the supreme court and hear
the decision in the house lent cae, and he
went away. That is tne last I saw of him.
Leland said that the Republicans would
not vote for B. P. "Waggeuer. LeUnd did
not want to discuss .he Burgard ieul. but
practically admitted that he bad made an
offer to him. We did not exactly agree
upon 13,000, but he Aiid tbat if we could
agree upon a stakeholder we could agre
uponbeamonut. lib said repeatedly tbat
he did not want to be placed at my msrey,
and I did not propose to have it any other
way. Iu the Burgard deal he and Leland
had agreed upon Barney White of Argen-
tine as stakeholder, but Leland backed out,
because he was afraid tb it the relations
between him and Burgard were such that
he could not trust him."

In reply to questions by the members ot
the committee McE eny related the cir-
cumstances that led up to the Leland in-

terview. He said that the Republicans
were vexed and chigriued at the election
of John Martin and were scheming to
elect a rival senator.

"On Tuesday evening before the Leland
interview," said Mr. McEleuy, "Frank
Strickland of Kaiiai C.ty, Kan., ap-
proached me in the interest of li P. Waj-vene- r,

to see what I would do. He told
me tbat I stood a gcod chance for office in
case of Waggeners election. I told him
that I had uo hankering after office. I
was surprised that Strickland, whom I
knew to be a fusion Democrat, should be
upporting Waggener, and I wanted to
