Tarengran, L. T. April 1.—The Cherokes

pepate this morning passed the bill o reti-
fy the agreement with the governmeunt for
the sale of the strip. A substitute was
preseuted for the bill brouglbe in yestor:
day to ratify the strip treaty, and imme.
diately became the subject of & heated
debate. The substitute provided that the
prsange of the Lill'should not be constroed
Lo mean acceptnoce of the ameosdment
until such acceptuice should be linnlly 1ii-
ed withibe sevretsary of Lhe interior by adel
egation to be sppointed hy the conacil
who should, beltore the title to the Chero
kee outlet should passia {ull to the fed-
eriul government, receive punymeut in full
in nocordance with the terms of the act of
congress, S uesubstitute furtber provided
that the secretary of the interior must
give n gunrantes that the iotruders shnll
he removed. It also authorized the same
delegntion to negoliate the sale of the cer
tificates, The bill will not resch the Louse
until Monday at the earliest, and final ac-.
tion will not be taken until Toesduy or
Wednesdays, A commitiee will be ap-
rumiwI to carry the bill to Washington
mmedintely, and Congressman  Peel,
who is bere, says that, in his oploion, the
strip will be oponed by July,

The most trying guestion that the Cher-
nxees will have to settle before they get
through will be that of eligibility to share
in the distribution. The Iudians wanot to
divide the mouvey among only such as
have Cherokes blood in their velns, to the
exclusion of whites who bLave married
iuta the tribe or have been adopted by it
Their white {ellow-citigens paturally pro-
test mgainst this proposition, aud they
unve the sympathy of their Indian rela-
tives. Were the question left to a vote of
the people the whites wonld be barred out;
but it s & question of law, ns well as of
sentiment, and the courts may be called
apon to adjudicate it

This is wore than the Cherokess bar-
gained for when they invited aliens to
qome into their countyy, They are will-
mg to let white men and black men work
sud raise Tamilies, but they shall ouly en-
joy the fruis of their soil, nnd be thank{ul
that their wives and taliles shall get a per
capita slnve of any money that may be
distributed. As the Iodians ure both jury
and judge, snud are strong ecough to over-
Lturn any conrt that may set its opinion
ngainst them, jt is likely that the adopted
citizens will have to be satisfied with what
they slrendy bave: for i is settled that the
Chierokees themse lves are todetermine the
question of eligibility without the aid or
futerfervnce of the federad courts,

THE CHEROKEES AND STATEHOOD,

TAnLEQUAN, L T., April L—Chief Har-
ris’ message to the Cheroker legislature
atdvising the calling of a grand council of
the five civillzed tribes for the purposs of
disenssing matters of common interest, is
aot fully understood by many of tha Tu-
dinne. The truth of the matter is that the
CUberokee lunders have becoswe so thoar-
oughly alarmed over recent evenls in con-
gress that it is decmed by them absolutely
necessary for thoss tribes to meet aud
wgree upon some plan that will enable

them to more successfully combat the eu- |

cronchments of the whites. The founda-
tion upon which Chiel Iarris bases bhis
reason for favoring such & move ou the
part of the Cherokees srises Iln that por
tion of the late act of congress whereln the
president of the United States is autbor-
izl to appoint & commission to treat with
the Cherokers, Creeks, Chickasaws, Choe-
taws and Seminoles, and try and induoce
themn to take their lands lu severalty and
e admitted into the Union as & state wit
Oklebomn, The Uherokees are far cuough
ndvanced in eiviization to kpow that if
this commission should be appointad  and
get out here belore the flve tribes could
get together there might be some dauger
of one and perbaps two of the weaker
tribes agrecing to allotment and siate-
bood: but il the Cherokees can  hit mpon
n plan in advance of the commission’s ar-
rival they believe, through the right kind
of preaching, that they can nrrange a coum-
puct between the several tribes ju interest
that will forever pot an et to the govern
ment’s plan of organizing n new state, un-
less n crisis should be reachied and n force
bill enacted that would bring the lodianps
o tiame,

It ix safe to say that the Cherokees, ns a
whaole, are opposed to allotment as well as
sinteboond, and any commission with al.
latment and statebood as its mission will
meet with a very cool reception in visiting
the Cherokees, This is pot thought to Le
the cose however,with the Chickasaws anid
Creeks. It was the Ureek trile whicl
staried the ball to rolling, resuliing iu the
enle and opening of Oklaboma, and later
che prelimivary steps lookiug to the pur
shinse of the Cherokee strip.

Benuiy, April L—Today is the T8th an-
niversary of the birth of Prince Bismarck,
nnd & number of the Berlin newspapers
are thking advantage of the oceasion to
publish congratulstory articles. The Na-
tional Zeitung says thut the widest circles
of the German people remember with
gratitude and reverence the founder of the
empire. They all unite in the wish that
Iie may be loug preserved to the uation,
A band of the prince's admirers in_ North
Germany assembled in Kiel early this
morning and thenco proceeded to Freid-
erfchisrulie to tender their congratulations
to the prineca, Count Herbert Bismarek
anid his wife arrived at Frisderichurohe on
Wednesday last to take part in the eele-
bration. Among the many preseuts re-
ceived by the great statesman was & splen -
did albaom seut by 8 number of Geripans
in America.  This albnm contaius 100
photographis of beantiful scenery of a fittle
Cetitral  American republie. The Bis-
marek fountaine in Saxe-Welmar-1isenach
was innngurated today.

On Wednesduy Chancellor vou  Caprivi
had a conference with the war miniscer of
Saxony inregard amending the army biill
On Toursday the war minister nnd the
chancellor hud another confercnece; but the
result of their deliberations is not known,
Herr von Bennigsen, the Nationnl Liberal
lender, bas resuwmned his negotiations, aim-
ing to get the governm=nt to accept in n
muodified form the proposals he bas already
inade relative to the bill in the relchstag.
These simultaneons movements induce o
belief in political circles that a dissolution
of the reichstag will yet be avoided. The
bill will ot again appear in the reichstag
uotil the return of Emperor Willinm from
Ituly, whither he procceds to take part in
the celebration of King Humbert's sllver
\{'rduiiug. He will probably return on
Muy 4.
