BELGRADE, April 14 A bloodless coup
d'etat was effected bere last night, and
King Alexander I., tlio youthful ruler of
Eervja, who has heretofore governed the
country by regents, today rules in bis own
name. A graud banquet was given at the
palace last night to celebrate King Alex-
ander's success in passing the examination
prescribed for sovereign students, il.
Ilistics and General Belimarkovich.the re-

gents, and all the ministers of state were
present, as were also a large number of
friends and supporters of the regents.
For many months past the situation in
Bervia has been critical, owing to the
abuse of their power by the regents and
btate officials. Affairs had become so bad
that the king determined to take the
reins in his own hands. In accordance
with this determination, plans were
Fccrctly laid by means of which the regents
iind the ministry would be ousted without
r.n opportunity for opposition. Unsuspect-
ingly the regents and t lie ministers at-

tended the banquet. While they were en-

joying t hemselves at the palace detach-
ments of soldiers and bodies of police took
possession of the ministers' houses and oc-

cupied the government buildings. At
'midnight, while the festivities were still
in progress, King Alexander proclaimed
that ho had attained Jiis majority, and
that lie had assumed, with theskuptscniua,
the government of the country.

As a matter of fact the king had not at-
tained his majority. According to the
Servian law ho does not become of age
Until lie is IS years old, and as he was born
bu Aug. 14, 1S76, he will not be 18 for con-
siderably over a year.

When the deposed regents and ministers
heard tlio proclamation, they were d.

The king and his advisors acted
with grent promptitude. Soldiers, who
were in waiting, at once placed the regents
and ministers under arrest, and they were

to rooms which had been prepared for
them in the palace, where they are now
under guard. The Servian army is loyal
in the king. Had it not been the coup
d'etat would not have been possible.
After issuing the proclamation, and long
before daybreak, the king proceeded to the
barracks, where the troops were under
hrms, and was received with joyous accla-
mations and many expressions of loyally.

The proclamation, which is discussed
everywhere in the country today, bears
the king's signature. In it Alexander de-

clares that the constitution has been lately
in sore jeopardy, the rights of the citizens
trampled on, and the constitutional prerog-
atives of the parliament so abused that
the king must end the unhappy condition
of affairs. He therefore declares that lie
lias come of age and has assumed kingly
power. Henceforth, the proclamation
adds, the Servian constitution acquires its
former power. The ministry is dismissed
Hud a new ministry appointed, il. Dokitsch
Is the now premier.

The ministry which the king has driven
from power is a liberal one. This morn-
ing the king issued a decree dissolving the
fckuptschiua, and writs for new elections
have been sent to the various constitu-
encies. This latter fact shows that the
preparations for the coup d'etat must
have been completed some time ago. The
new elections will bo held on April 30.
At 11 o'clock tliis morning the king, ac-
companied by many military and state
officials, went to the cathedral, where a
'J'e Deu m was sung in celebration of his
iiEeensiou to the throne. As the royal
party was proceeding to the cathedral a
salute of 101 guns was iired from the ram-
parts.

So far the net of Alexander appears to
meet with the approval of the people.
The shops are closed in honor of the event,
mid the streets are thronged with people
discussing the situation. Upon the con-
clusion of the religious services at tile
cathedral, King Alexander returned to
the palace. The people on the streets
gave him an ovation, and many of them
lollowed him to the palace. Here they
cheered until his majesty appeared upon
:i balcony and thauked the people for their
demonstrations of loyalty. He promised
to guard the constitution and to secure
to the people the full enjoyment of their
richts.

V;i:nn., April 14. The receipt of the
intelligence that King Alexander of Servia
had depo.-e-d the regents and taken upon
himself the full powers of a king caused a
.sharp fall in Servian and other European
fcecurities on the bourse- here.

The course taken by the young king will
generally be attributed to the influence of
his father and mother Milan and
eQuccn Natalie who have been recon-
ciled after mauy j ears of discord. The
catip d'etat is simply a revival of the
loyal supremacy, which had been first
weakened by the separation of Milan and
Natalie, and seriously impaired by the ab-
dication of Milan and the subsequent
trouble into which the country was
plunged, largely as n result of the weak-
ness of the crown. A dispatch from Bel-
grade says:

"When King Alexander annouueed the
dismissal of the regents and the ministers.
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Regent Beljmarkovich rushed up to the
king and protested violently against the
kiuu's HCtiou. Golonel Tchfrich. the
king's aide, interposed and a violent

ensued between the'regent
and the officer.

"M. Dokitsch, the new prime minister,
was King Alexander's tutor. He is d)

a radical with moderate views."

THE BELGIAN POLITICAL STRIKE.
Bkussels, April 14. The authorities are

taking vigorous measures to preveut a
continuation of the disturbances growing
out of the universal suffrage agitation.
The burgomaster of Brussels has issued a
decree prohibiting any procession or the
holding of any public assemblage under
severe penalties. The Socialist leader
Volderb is to be made an example of. The
authorities know that Volderb is responsi-
ble for all the disturbances and was the
ringleader in the rioting. The gard tie
civue, which is a sort of cavalry, was
patrolling the streets during last "night,
with the object of suppressing any move-
ment toward an outbreak, and order pre-
vailed.

The disorderly demonstrations were re-

newed in Brussels today. The strikers
who have left work as a protest against
the action of the chamber of representa-
tives in rejecting universal suffrage
paraded the streets and twice came in con-
flict with the police. The .strikers threw
stones and bott!e3 at the police and resisted
orders to disperse, beveral persons were
hurt.

The strike is gaining ground in the dis-
trict of Mons, in the province of Ilainant,
and more trouble is feared there. A battal-
ion of infantry has been sent to the town
of Hour, nine miles from Mons,
where there is a disposition to violence.
At Quaregnon, four miles from Mons, the
strikers are again violent, and at Wasmes,
six miles from Mons, and Paturages, four
miles from Mons, thesituatiou tiasalready
assumed a dangerous aspect. The strikers
have been parading th'e streets, armed
with spades aud picks, and have attacked
and plundered'a number of houses and
wrecked the works of a colliery. As their
numbers have increased they have grown
more violent aud aggressive, and at the
latest advices tiiey were threatening to
cut the telegraph wires and thus prevent
the news of their depredations and out-
rages from being carried at once to the
authorities. The greatest anxiety pre-
vails.

At the meeting today of the committee
of the chamber of representatives appoint-
ed to prepare a revision of the constitution,
M. Janson and M. Feron announced that
they and forty other members of the

accede to the scheme of M. Xyssan,
based on the principle of plural votes.
This would give the government, which
accepts M. Nyssen's scheme, tho requisite

majority for carrying the re-

vision of the constitution in the house,
aud thus solving the electoral problem. It
is hoped that this may result in calming
the present agitation in favor of universal
suffrage.

The police made a vain attempt this
evening to disperse the enormous crowd
outside the People's hall. The crowd re-

sisted stubbornly and mauy working men
were wounded. Great crowds afterwards
gathered in various' parts of the city. The
tradesmen became panic-strike- n and
closed their shops. Reports of disorders
continue to come in from the provinces.
A veritable battle was fought iu Lou, vain
today. The gendarmes became powerless
to cope with the strikers aud the author-
ities had to call on the troops to preserve
order.

Tho Knights of Labor of Charleroi have
ordered immediately a general strike.

Durins the rioting iu one of the streets
of this city tonight the occupants of a
certain shop pelted the gendarmes with
wine glasses and bottles. A detachment
of gendarmes was ordered to arrest the
inmates. They forced an entr; nee into the
shop and a lively tight ensued, in which
many of tho inmates received serious
wounds. Nine were taken to a hospital.

A dispatch received from Liege this
eveniug says that the strike there has
ended, and that all the mines are fully
manned. A desperate encounter took place
between strikers and police at Wasmnl.
Twenty-seve- u of the strikers were ar-
rested.

ORIENTIAL NEWS.
YAKCOUVEn, B, C, April The

steamer Empress of Japan, from Hong
Kong and Yokohama, brings advices that
a terrible firo occurred at Kawagayecho,
near Tokio. Over ',000 houses were de-

stroyed, several people killed and mauy
injured.

Information has been received at Hong
Kong of a brutal attack on native Chris-
tians at Foutsun, seventy miles northeast
of Amoy. One woman was killed, her
husband had Ins queue torn out by the
roots and her two sous were so badly treat-
ed that one is not expected to recover.
Others present were hung up by ropes
tied around their wrists, beaten and left
hanging a whole night, stripped of every
particle of clothing.

A few days later a ringleader in the
atrocities was arrested in the city of Hui-ah-

His arrest was resented by the
people and they mado a determined attack
upon the Christians iu the city, dam-
aging the chapel aud pelting the lie v. Mr.
Ross with stones. He afterward escaped
under escort of soldiers. The matter has
been brought under the notice of the Brit-
ish consul at Ampy.

A famine in the north of Shansi is worse
than first supposed aud great distress pre-
vails. A number of young womeu and
girls have been sold by their parents. A
native report from Kaigan gives details of
ravages caused by the famine in Mongolia
in the neighborhood of Pao Ton Chen.
The famine was caused by a severe drouth
extending over six months. Three-fifth- s
of the people endeavored to travel south-
ward iu the hope of obtaiuing relief, but
large numbers succumbed to tho bitter
cold and huuger. Some grain dealers
from Shansi made enot mons profits by
meeting the famished people with camel
loads of cereals. Many of the poorer suf-
ferers not having money, gavo their chil-
dren in barter tor wheat. A child of G

was considered worth little over half a
dollar aud marriageable girls were bar-
tered in exchange lor a camel's load of
wheat.

THE IRISH QUESTION.
LOXDOX, April 14. In the house of com-

mons today, upon the resumption of the
debate on the second reading of the home
rule bill, H. Cauipbell-Rannerma- secre-
tary for war, replied to a statement that
hud been made by the Right Hon. Arthur
J. Balfour. Mr. Campbell-Bannerma- n

said that tho duty of preserving internal
order in Ireland under a home rule admin-
istration would rest upon the Irish execu-
tive. If the civil force should at auy time
prove inadequate, requisition could be
made upon the military to preserve order,
at tho discretion of the viceroy.

Mr. Gladstone intimated a desire to
close the debate on the second rending of
the bill on Tuesday next.

Mr. Balfour protested against snch an
early termination of the discussion, and
suggested Friday next as a reasonable date
for closing the debate.

Home Secretary Asquith delivered an
earnest address in behalf of the bill,
which was listened to with considerable
interest.

jured are doing as well as could be ex-

pected.
Salem, Mo., April 14. Two more deaths

occurred yesterday at Hawkins Bank, as
tlie result of injuries in the cyclone of
Tuesday. They are L. I. Dabney aud a
little child of Mr. and Mrs. William Asher,
who were killed on Tuesday night. There
are half a dozeu more of the wounded who
cannot possibly live, and their deaths are
hourly looked for. Among them are Mrs.
Clarence Jacobs, Mrs. B. Jerry, Mis
Henry Brown's child, and two boys of
John Wilson. The two deaths swell the
total to ten. The dead have all been de-

cently buried aud the wounded are being
cared for by kind friends.

MoNETT. Mo., April 14 A terrific wind
and hail storm raged throughout Barry
county yesterday evening, which Ielt ruin
in its wake. At Butterlield, a small
station on the Frisco road south of this
city, houses wore blown off their founda-
tions and telegraph wires and poles were
scattered in all directions. The Methodist
church was demolished, and several per-
sons injured. Trees were uprooted and
nvsny houses unroofed. Hail of enormous
size fell in large quantities, ruining the
budding fruit trees.

San Antonio, Tex., April 14. A terrific
wind and rain storm visited this city at an
early hour this mornintr. Two brick resi-
dences were blown down. One of them
was occupied by the family of Cap-
tain W. H. Cobbiu. Two of his sons were
struck by falling timbers and slightly
injured. Many residences and busiuess
buildings were unroofed. Tho greatest
damage was done to shade trees, the
streets being lined with broken limbs and
uprooted trunks. The rain-fal- l was the
heaviest for several months, and was
general throughout southwest Texs.
The drouth throughout southwest Texas
was beginning to ba severely felt, and the
rain will revive the grass and be of incal-
culable benefit to the stock interest.

IlACEnAND, La., April 14. A storm of
considerable energy visited this section
this afternoon, causing loss of life aud
property. On the Upper Ten plantation a
stable coutainintr forty-fiv- o mules was
blown down, one being killed, and eight
wounded Two men who wero in the
stable at the time wero injured. On the
Racelaud plantation a big cane shed
was destroyed. There were 100 men under
the shed at the time, of whom 0110 was
killed and three wounded.

DETKOIT, April 14 Snow fell iu tho
southern portion of Michigan this evening
to tho depth of a quarter of an inch. Un-
usually cold weather has prevailed all day,
and considerable uneasiness is felt for the
safety of the fruit crop.

TopekA, Kan., April 14. Governor Lew-ellin- g

returned to the city last night. He
had been with the state board of railway
assessors over the Santa Fe system. Re-
ferring to politics, he said that he had
talked principally with populists, but
they were conservative men and he was
greatly encouraged by what he had heard.
Wherever he went he was reliably in-

formed that ths People's party had
gained converts from tho Republican
p.irty, as a result of the famous legislative
house fight. He says that conservative
Republicans all over the western part of
the state protested against the extreme
measures resorted to by the Douglass
wing of the party.

Of the Greenlee railroad bill, outside of
a few jobbers iu Wichita and one iu
Hutchiusou, he found not a single sup-
porter of the bill. What the pecple
wanted, he said, was a bill that would
benefit the small shippers as well as the
big ones, regardless of location.

Speaking of tho proposed extra session
of the legislature, he found the people
divided on the subjecr, but a majority
favored an extra session if it could be
assured that a good railroad law would be
passed. He thought that if he should
call a session it would not be until after
the wheat harvest.

ANOTHER VERSIOK.

ToPEKA, Kan., April 14. Governor Lew-olliu-

who has been, with the state board
of railroad assessors, over tho Santa Fe,

system, was back at his desk today. He
went to the Colorado line and back and
stopped at all the comity seats. Conse-

quently he saw a great many people. The
governor confirms the previous reports
from other sources that the crops, especially
iu the western halfrof tho state, are in a bad
condition West of Great Bend the wheat
has not come up, but the people think it
will sprout and make a fair crop if there
is a soaking rain in a few days. East of
Great Bend raiu is also needed, but the
wheat crop looks well and can stand dry
weather a long time.

Referring to politics, the governor said
that ho had talked principally with popu-
lists, and ho was greatly encouraged by
what he had heard. He is satisfied that
the populists have gained converts from
the Republican part-- , as a result of the
famous legislative house fight. The con-

verts are principal- - from the ranks of the
conversative Republicans. The people are
particularly dissatisfied with the Greenlee
railroad bill. Outside of a few jobbers in
Wichita and one other town, the people
condemn the measure. What they want,
the governor says, is a bill that will bene-
fit the small Shippers as Well as the big
ones. The Greenlee bill benefits only the
interior jobbers, who handle the trade of a
small territory. It practically legislated
into office the old board of railroad com-
missioners, which had been repudiated at
the November elections, and this also was
advanced against it.

In regard to an extra session of the leg-
islature, the governor found a majority of
the people in favor of it. If he calls a
session it will not be until after the wheat
harvest.

The governor thought that if the board
of railroad assessors profited by tho ex-

perience of its predecessors it would in-

crease the valuation. "You know," he
said, with a smile, "some political graves
were dug last year as the result of the
failure of tho board to advance thejrailroad
valuation."

Governor Lewelling was to appoint new
members of the state board of health to-

day. Ho will try to arrange it so that
there will be three homeopaths, three
allopaths and three Eclectics on the board.

KANSAS BOARD OF EDUCATION.
Topeka, Kan., April 14. The state

board of education closed its first session
under the new law yesterday. Under the
old law it was composed of the state su-
perintendent, chancellor of the university,
president of the normal school and presi-

dent of the agricultural college. The act
passed last winter increases the member-
ship by three. William Stryker of Great
Bend, and A. S. Olin, of Kansas .City,
have been appointed to the new places by
Governor Lewelling. One place yet re-

mains to be filled. The new law sets aside
$300 to pay the annual expenses of the
members. Rules were established by the
board under which certificates will be
issued to those who wish to act as conduc-
tors of normal institutes, or assistants.
Heretofore certificates have been issued
unon the recommendation of the friends of
the applicants, but cow, upon the sug-
gestion of Superintendent Gaines, a con-
ductor mst bu 23 years old, must have
taught five years, and must have con-
ducted two institutes successfully, or he
must hold a state certificate, a lifeuiplom.i
or have gr.iduattd rrom an accredited col-

lege or been a successful conductor of
institutes. The instructor in a nomal
institute must be 23 years old and have
been a teacher for two years. He must
nlso meet the requirements mentioned for
a conductor.

The board of education also wrraned to
issue free to teachers a graded course of
study for county institutes. Under the
new .aw the diploma granted by any char-
tered institution whose course of study is
like that of the state normnl school wi.!
be a state certificate of fitness to ttach.
Under the old law only the diDlom.i of the
state normal school was a certificate.

AUSTRALIAN BANKING METHODS.
NEW Yop.k, April 14. William H. Doug-

lass of Arkell & Douglass, agents for the
Australian-America- n Banking company,
who returned a few days ago trom a trip
to Australia, yesteiday:

'"The causes of the failure of the English,
Scottish aud Australian bank were prob-
ably similar to those which led to the Com-
mercial bank's suspension the other day.
The Commercial has been helped out since
by the other big banks, and it is likely the

English, Scottish and Australia was one
of those which assisted it. Australian is
sufferiug from overtrading, the. collapse of
land-boo- aud similar ills, aud the banks
are affected by the same causes. They do
busiuess on a plan unlike that followed in
this country. The bauks out there have a
more or less fatherly relation to business.
For instance, a niau goes to a bank and
shows that he has, sty, $30,000 capital.
He gets credit for 5100.000 011 the overdraft
system. This is the way business is carried
on, and if one bank fails tho others
naturally begin to restrict credits,
which is, of course. fatal to
booms and that sort of commercial activ-it-

Along with the land booms there has
been in Melbourne,
where a crash came to bo inevitable. In
that city I suppose I went into fifty build-
ings, each of which represented an invest-
ment of from 50,000 to 100,000, but which
did not have a rental value ot 1,000 a year.
It is mostly Euglish money which has
been invested.

"The big banks rely on real itate and
wool, buying wool. Then there are small-
er concerns loau bauks they are called,
which ni'ike advances on produce, etc,
anil when the hard times came they were
the first to suffer. A lot of them failed
before any ot the larger banks
The troubles of big bauks do not necessar-
ily involve bad management. For instance,

a loan may have been made on property
for only SO per cent of its market value.yet
so great has been the slump iu laud that
now the property may not bring within 20
per cent of the amount of the loan."

TRANSCONTINENTAL TRAFFIC.
Chicago, III., April 14. The traffic ar-

rangement between tho Santa Fe aud the
Southern Pacific on transcontinental
traffic has spurred connecting lines to lock
the stable door atter the horso had been
stolen. A majority of them are willing to
accept the old divisions on the present re-

duced rates. The Santa Fe and Southern
Pacific may or may not think it worth
their while to allow connections to accept
tho old divisions. They are perfectly
satisfied to let matters remain as they are.
Their arrangement is not exclusive. It is
simply the most satisfactory method to
them of handling transcontinental traffic.

In furtherance of the arrangement and
also on account of the boomerang resolu-
tion of central traffic lines refusing to pro-
rate on the reduced rates, the west-boun- d

tariffs will be abrogated April 25 on busi-
ness east of Chicago. This will force all
the business to the Santa Fe at Chicago
or St. Louis or to the Southern Pacific at
New Orleans, they being the only two
lines to quote the reduced rates from the
points irnued. A meeting of all the ti an

lines will be held in St. Paul
April 19, to confer regarding a basis of

rates on traffic origiuati g
east of Chicago. Neither the Santa le
nor Southern Pacific cares to push the ad-

vantage it has and an agreement will
probably be reached.
