KANSAS KOKN.

The corn crop of 18S9 and the wheat
crop of 1892 demonstrate that Kansas is
great in the two leading agricultural
products, and equally so, with the ex-

ception of the western one-thir- d of the
state, which, owing to its altitude, is
better for wheat than corn. Thero are
only seven export corn states states
that produce more corn than is used for
home consumption, and owing to cli-

matic conditions the corn area cannot
be increased. If this be so, and it is a
pretty well established fact, then

land will inevitably become
very valuable by reason of the limited
competitive corn land, and the constant-
ly increasing demand for export and for
human food. As a food product corn
has made greater advancement in the
past live years than in tho previous
twenty years, and yet there are states iu
the Union that scarcely know that corn
can bo used as food.

Sedgwick county in 1SS-- and again in
1S89 raised more corn than any other
county in the United States for these
years. The facility with which s

farmer changes his leading crop
is apt to mystify the reader of tho crop
statistics. In 1S77 Sedgwick county had
9G,000 acres in wheat, in 1S87 the wheat
acreage was less than S0.000 acres, and
in 1892, 109,000 acres. The fluctuation in
acreage has been between wheat and
corn, and naturally the yields have fluc-

tuated in the same ratio, and this condi-
tion of things extends over the state. It
has become a settled fact that as the
crops of Kansas are largo or small the
market is weak or strong, and the addi-
tional face that the low price Kansas
lands can ' produce crops cheaper than
tho high price lauds of the central states.

JUSTICE TO THE SETTLER.

In answer to tho Boomer of tho 12th
inst. in tho Wichita Eagle the plan for
drawing land for homestead settlement.

There should be at each land office
with one clerk in charge of the drawing.
His duty should bo to question fully
each applicant as to his or her legal
right to take a homestead. The answers
being fully satisfactory tho applicant
should qualify by a sworn statement
and sign the same, and then be in-

structed to shako the box containing the
cards and draw one card on which there
is a full description of one piece of land.
So described that a deed could be made
from it: then tbo applicant will draw-on- e

card on which the laud is described.
The clerk will then take the card and
mako a careful entry of the land de-
scribed under the name of tho sworn
statement of tho drawer, the card bear-
ing date of drawing and signed by the
clfik, drawer and witness. Tho card
will then be handed to the drawer so
that he or her can proceed to take pos-
session of their land under the home-
stead laws.

This plan will protect all classes, be
they weak or strong, fast or slow. It
will do away with the need of United
States troops to guard tho land .idcI
mako soonerism impossible, and keep
the speculator from running on tho
land aud selling their rights, which they
have no right to hold. This plan will
do away with eudlcss litigation and save
the homesteader from ruinous contests,
in short save bloodshed and entailing
lasting fued, but will make a happy aud
prosperous commonwealth.

ANOTHER OPENING PLAIT.

To the Editor of Die iJagle:

The question of how to open the Cher-
okee strip with the least possible danger
and with fairness to all concerned is be-

ing discussed all over the land. The old
plan of "rach horses" is dangerous, un-

fair and unjust: other - plans suggested
are equally so. Why not allow the sec-

retary of the interior to print a card for
each quarter section of land in the.strip,
and upon that card print: "You aicen-title- d

to the northeast quarter of section
1 township 27 range S;" or "the north-
west quarter of section 1 township 27
range S;"' or "the southeast quarter of
section 1 township 27 range 8;" or "the
southwest quarter of section 1 township
27 range S;" and so on until he disposes
of every quarter of land to be opened,
mix the cards thoroughly, so that no ad-

vantage can be taken in locations, let
these cards bessntto postmasters within
sixty miles of the strip and by them
given out to persons npplj'ing
for them who aro entitled to
homestead land. And if the secretary
finds that there will be more applicants
for land than he had quarter sections t o
supply, let him supply the deficiency
by blank cards? Then let the secretary
give notice of the time of opening, and
when the cards cau be obtained, and no
matter from what direction the settler
comes he will be compelled to pass some
postoffices where the cards can be found.
Should 3'ou draw a blank, that settles
your case; should you draw a quarter
section that was undesirable, time should
be given to examine, and report whether
you would file or not.

If 3 ou are fortunate in getting a good
farm you should have ample time to take
your family, stock, implements, etc. etc.,
and without risking your life in the
scramble you can leisurely go to your
farm without fear of any one shoot ing
you oft of it.

Let postmaster note name and age on
back of card of each appricant, aud re-

quire him or her to make oath to the
same, so that ho may bo arrested for
perjury under the homestead law should
the statement prove false.

I have seen enough of this "opening
up" business to know that it is very un-

satisfactory and dangerous, and but few
men of family can afford to take the
chances, and unless some simple, home
remedy is adopted whereby good citi-

zens can quietly get a home in that
country without risking their lije, all
had better stay at home until the rush
is over, then purchase his land from
those who took chance of life and prop
erty? As the time for raising crops or
garken is past, tho next point to observe
is the opening in time the hay crop from
which you can feed your stock, build
houses, stables, corrals, etc., in fact it is
the next desirable thing to the good
farm, and in order to secure it, you
soidd get there in July, or before if pos-
