CRIB BADLY WRECKED.

fourteen Men Employed in the

Structure Drowned in Lake
Michigan's Waters.

Two Counties in Southern Mississippi De-

vastated by a Tornado Many of the

Plantation Hands Killed.

Sections of Arkansas and Louisiana Also

Suffer Prom Storms Central Iowa and

South Dakota in the Grasp of a
Terrific Blizzard Portions of

Milwaukee, April 20. A most fright-
ful disaster occurred here this morning,
caused by wind and waves. - Fourteen
human lives were lost. The house over
i he crib at the terminus of the new water-
works tunnel was washed away and the
men in the air lock'below, where they had
gone for safety, were suffocated. As soon
ms the catastrophe became known several
efforts were made to rescue the imprison-p- d

men, but they were nusftfcccssful be-

cause of the heavy sea that was running.
Finally the life saving station manned the
lug Welcome and succeeded in reaching
the crib and rescuing one man. The man
rescued from the wrecked crib by the
Welcome and the life saving crew was so
exhausted when taken on board the tug
that he whs unable to Apeak. He recover-
ed sufficiently just Jfore being taken to
the hospital to be able to tell those about
him that his companions were all in the
air chambers below the crib. It is believed
that they are all suffocated. Two bodies
were seen floating .iro.1 in the well of
the crib by the lite savi-- i who reached the
crib. His name is Olson, and he was
badly handled by the sea while perform-
ing Ills noble work. Captain Petersen of
the life saving crew was badly hurt, about
the head, lie is now at the station and
physicians have been summoned for him.

It whs an anxious crowd that stood on
the shore and looked at the crib this
morning. Some of the spectators were
relatives of the men who weie in peril.
Their hopes were kept alive by the state-
ment of the foreman, who said that if the
men were in theair chamber they could
live for quite a while, the sea was the
most awful one anybody in this vicinity
had ever seen. The waves were fully n

feet high and dashed over the crib
with terrific force. A!I that was left of
the crib were a couple of posts that had
suuported the house and one of the pumps.
The two lame boilers, the engine, one of
the two pumps, theair compreser plant
and the twenty thousand brick that weie
on the crib had been washed off. Shortly
after 9 o'clock one of the spectators, who
had been looking intently at the crib,
could see tfie figure of a man moving
slowly about. It was only by clinging to
the few timbsrs that he was saved ironi
being washed off! by the waves. A couple
of men ran aloug the shoie to a little
headland and waved their handkerchiefs,
to let the man know that he had been
seen. Those looking through the glasses
could see that the raiiu on the crib answer-
ed the signal by waving one of his hands,
while with the other he clung to the pump
for liis life.

From her station in the light-hous- e at
North Point Mrs. G. S. Stebbins witnessed
t fie destruction of the house which occu-
pied a position on top of the crib. She
says it was washed away about 5:30 o'clock,
and that it disappeared in some huge
waves which .seemed to swallow it. AVhen
the waves had spent their force Mrs. Steb-
bins saw the machinery and other heavy
articles alone remaining upon the spot
whero the houso had stood. Twenty min-
utes after the house was wiped out of ex-

istence the entire machinery and what-
ever else that, had been left was lifted iuto
the air. apparently by the combined force
of wave and wind, and everything was
hurled into the raging sea below the crib.
Mrs. Stebbins was able to discover no evi-
dence of lifo or activityabout the place be-

fore or after the destruction of the house,
and she was inclined to think that the
men had long before that time gone below
to escape the frightful waves and awful
wind, which she declared to have been the
most terrible and severe witnessed from
her place of observation in twelve years.
The wind blew at the rate of eighty "miles
an hour.

One of the most pitiful incidents in con-

nection with the disaster was the spectacle
of the aged father of Engineer Buyer pac-
ing to and fro on the beach, vainly trying
to see through the mist and catch ji
glimpse of the mau clinging to the crib.

"Johnny is home sick good for him"
he said, "but Mike is out there, and I

ish he was home sick, too."
The wind blew him around and the rain

him in the face, but the old man
stood his ground and would not leave.
Mrs. Dvvyar. wife of tho imprisoned engi-
neer, soon found the old gentleman. Ho
wanted to send her home, but she would
not go. When the man was discovered
on to of the crib she took heart and n

to nacify the crying women who
were gathered around her.

"They are not dead,"' she said, "and
while there is lifo there is hope. The
life boat is coming, and if they can Iiold
on a little while longer, perhans they will
be saved "

liut some ot the women were not
so hopeful, and cried in the most pitiful
manner. As the news reached tfie families I

of the unfortunate men and the women
folks rushed to the scene, it was pitiful to
see tuem running atiouc vainly seeking
information about their relatives. They
then stood crying iu the wiud and rain,
uathcred in little groups, the picture of
woe.

The huKe waves beat against and over
the government breakwater mercilesiiv,
and literally demolished about fiftv teet
of the superstructure of the north eud of
tha outer arm of the structure. The
fcow Laurian, ladeu with hardwood, went
asliore u short distance north of Juneau
avenue. The crew had no difficulty iu

-- tteppiug ashore from her.

ANOTHXr. ACCOUNT.
Miltv.U'KEK, Apiil 20. Fourteen labor-

ers employed in the lake tunnel touud a
grave in the icy waters of Lake Michisan
this morning. The dreadful storm raging
throughout the night had tossed the lake
into a seething mnss of foam. Immense
waves were rolled towards the shore by the
furious east wiud and carried away" the
houso built on lop of the crib at
the mouth- - of the tunnel, ubont three-quarte- rs

of n mile from the pumping
works at the foot of North street. The
house on the crib contained two station-
ary engines and the tools used by the men.
It was built of heavj timbers, faced with
iron kinds; yet it was swept into the roar-
ing waters like an ej;g shell and its parts
washed ashore. For a mile or two the
shore of the lake is strewn with Umber
and boards aud the tools aud the articles
of clothing worn by the men iu the d

crib.
The catastrophe is supposed to have oc-

curred about 5 o'clock this morning. At
day-bre- the men at the pumping n

noticed that the hou-- e on the crib
had disappeared. They telephoned the
news at once to the police department,
who notified Captain Peleien of the

station. On account of tbefriuut-fu- l
"sea, the tug Welcome took a life-

boat with a crew or live, iu tow and

4 i.

headed for the tunnel. The battle of the
Welcome against the angry waves

by Ihoiisauus of people on shore
whom the report of the accident had
drawn thither.

When Captain Petersen, after almost
superhuman efforts, succeeded in reaching
the crib by a rope and with a life preserrei
around his body, he was met by a horrible
sicht. One man, James Miller, was still
alive and cliuging to a post. About him
were the corpses of two or three of his
comrades. Miller was rescued and convey-
ed to the Emergency hospital, here lie
gave the following account of the accident
tonight:

"It was o'clock in the morning when
we found that the water was in the air-
tight compartment of the shaft, where we
had taken refuge for the uight. We took
a vote to decide whether ws would ri.--k

leaving the shaft. It was decided to leave.
Only live of us succeeded in reaching tin.
outside. Nine men, who nere not strong
enough to get out, were drowned
by the water coming into the shaft, and
four out of the five who got out
were mangled or drowned by the tremen-
dous floods which lashed over the crib.
At what hour the house was washed away,
I do not know. It had disappeared when
we got out of the shaft.

TOESION OF THE WIND.

Two Counties in Southern Mississippi

Crossed by a Torualo.

Mehidian, JIis.. April 20. The passen-
gers on a train which readied here at 1

o'clock this tnorning gave the particulars
of a frightful tornado that crossed Jasper
and Clarke counties yesterday afternoon.
The tornado originated in Jasper countj',
thirty-fir- e miles south of here, and trav
eled in a northeasterly direction. A settle-
ment of negro cabins was destroyed and
many of the unfortunate inmates perished.
From this point to Barnett, thirty miles
south of here, the storm was especially
severe. Dr. T. J. Krouse, one of the
largess plantation owners in the south,
was a heavy loser. Every stick of timber
on his place was carried away, aud every
house demolished. Dr. Krouse was badly
injured. His son had his skull crushed
and his wife and daughter were slightly
hurt. A negro on Dr. Ivrouse's place
named Henry Gorman and his wife and
nine children were imprisoned under tlie
ruins of a cabin. A fire, originating from
the kitchen stove, slowly roasted the un-

fortunate people, who pileously begged
that death might come and release them
from their sufferings.

Three miles north of Barnett the wind'
struck a neighborhood of laims. Tom
Lot's dwelling was swept r.wiiv. Lot's
legs wf-r- bioken and other members of
the family slightly injured. John Smith's
houst! was leveled, and he received serious
injuries. B. F. Legget's dry goods store
was destroyed and his stock ot merchan
dise is now hanging in shreds upon the
branches of the forest trees. His wife
and children were buried in the ruins,
which caught fire. The family would
have perished but for the timely arrival
of ueighbors. A little further on three
negro cabins were struck. Two negroes
weie killed and several badly wounded.
Twenty miles east of Barnett the storm
crosseu the Memphis and Ohio railroad
track, tearing down tluee miles of tele-
graph wires and obstructing the track.
The telegraph poles and wires for a dis-
tance of five miles along the tracks of the
New Orleans and Southern are 'down.
Crossing the Memphis and Ohio track
north of Shubuta, the storm created havoc
among the negro cabins on tho different
plantations.

Reports of the damage done are coming
in slowly, but such as are received indi-
cate an awful loss of life and property. All
along the thirty miles of the tornado's
path is strewn the dead carcasses of
horses, cattle and all descriptions of live
stock. The fruit crop is ruined. The loss
will reach into hundreds of thousands of
dollars.

QUITMAX, Miss., April 20. A fearful
tornado passed two miles west of here

at 7 o'clock p. m., traveling in a
northeasterly direction, and leaviug death
aud destruction in its path. The track of
the is fully three miles wide, aud
the reports indicate that it extended more
than ten miles into tho inteiior. The
situation in tne stricKen legion oeggars
description. The public road lcndinz to
Pachuta is impassable for miles. Trees
many feet in diameter, are lapped and
locked together in interminable confu-
sion. More than fifty families are left in
adestituto condition without food, shelter
or clothiug. Relief committees are being
formed to alleviate the s'uffering.

AX AltlvAXSAS TWISTKi:

Fayettevimj;, Ark., Aptii 20. Yester-
day a terrific tornado passed through the
valley just south of this place, followed
by a heavy rain. Its path was about y(X)
yards wide. It left a barren waste behind
it. It swept away everything uprooted
trees, tore down fences aud desiroved
houses. Many homes weie utterly "de
molished, aud many families were in tho
storm h night wkhout shekel- - Of one i

mum.) tuusisLiuj; ui eiui. persons not one
escaped iujury. They are all seriously
hurt, but it is probable that all excent one
child will recover. The citizens are "doing
everything possible for the distressed.

Asked what this meant, Mr. Mitchell

said :

"It means just what it says. John Mar-
tin has been knocked out and the stalwarts
are on top. The men who get federal
offices in Kansas have got to be Demo-
crats, not necessarily "stalwart" Demo-
crats, bur. just Democrats. But Republi-
cans and populists need not apply; and by
populists 1 mean populists who are en-
deavoring to pass as Democrats. You may
say that all real Democrats who believe
that there ought to be a Democratic party
in Kansas may send in their claims for
office, and that they will be given full and
tair jousideration. Aud I would further
say that if any Democrat wants a post-
oflice in Kansas ho would better take his
chances with us than with the populists.

1 think
we shall laud them all."

Asked what he aud Mr. Crouch expected
from the administration, he said:

"Nothing. I am satisfied to serve the
party for the good of the party. Mr.
Crouch will soon come back to Topeka
and start a Democratic paper."

THE BERING SEA COURT.
Paris, Aptil 20. Mr. J. C. Carter of the

counsel for the United States resumed his
argument today before the Bering sea
court of arbitration. He described the
habits of the seal, as given in tiie report of
the American commissioners appoiuted to
investigate the subject. He contended
that the report cf the British Bering sea
commissioueis on the same subject had
been written with the object of defending
pelagic sealing, aud was therefore uuie-liablc- .'

The British arguments based on
the report of the British commissioners
ought to be rejected therefoio by the
tribunal, as they weie suppoited ouly by
inadequate evidence.

Baron de Courcelles, president of the
tribunal, suggested that the argument of
the United Stites would have been
strengthened if thu senate had already
passed a law restraining American citi-
zens from pelagic sealing.

Mr. Carter ieplied that the United States
would not be likely to take the trouble to
prevent Americau marauding, merely to
leave the field clearer for the marauders
of other nations.

THE OFFICERS OF THE SANTA FE

APPEAL TO THE COURTS.

The Topeka .Shopmen Enjoined

From Interfering With the
.Kon-Uni- Workmen.

Topeka, Kan., April 20. At 11 o'clock
last uighc Judge Hdzen of the district
court issued, upou the apDlication of the
Atchison, Topeka and Sauta Fe Riilroad
company, a temporary injunction, re-

straining the striking shopmen from inter-
fering with the, operation of the road or
with the men who are at work in the
shops. The hearing of the case has been
set for May 1. The company decided to
take this step , yesterday a'fteruoon,
when seven cooks who were cairying
meals to the shop hands, were set. upou by
strikers, who prevented them from taking
the food into the shops. This incident, and
the fear that the additioual force of new
men whom the compauj' expected to nut
on today might lead to a more serious col-
lision, caused the company to appeal to
the courts for protection. Au hour be
fore Judge Hazen grauted the order sixty

men arrived from Pennsylvania
to take the places of the strikers.

The strikers exnected the men to arrivo
sooner than they did. They were at the
station when both the 3" o'clock and 7
o'clock trains came in, expectiug to iuduce
the men to not go to work. The new men
did not arrive however until 10 o'clock.
Upon their arrival they were marched
into tho shops, where bunks were provid-
ed for them, and where they will live
until the strike is over. They are said to
be old Pennsylvania shop hands.

Committeeman Glenn, who is spokes-
man for the strikers, denies that he had
any knowledge of the coming of tho new
men, or that the strikers had any inten-
tion of interfering with them. He said:

"I am sure this move on the pint of the
company is only a bluff! to discourage the
strikers. The men are not good machin-
ists. Good men cm always find places,
and they would not come way out here to
fill our place. If the Chicago and Alton
road could not fill the places of tweuty
men, I do not think the Sinta Fe can",
without difficulty, fill the places of over
200. As to the injunction, I do not see the
necessity for one. I have not heaid of a
blow being struck or an angry word being
exchanged siuce the strike began. Such
things will not occur if any influence of
mine can prevent it."

The sheriff aud twenty-nin- e deputies
started out this afternoon to serve notices
of injunction upon the stiikers. The
strikers will not put themselves in the
way of the officers, and it will be some
time before the work is completed.

The new men went to work in the shops
this morning. The strikers sty that they
were employed under u misrepresentation
of the facts; that they were told that the
shops they were coming to work in were
new ones, aud that there was no strike on.
The strikers also say that when the uew
meu learned that they were coining to
take the places of strikers twenty of their
number desertea the train at Indianapolis,
aud that eighteen more refused to go to
work this morning. Forty-thre- e men got
off the train last uighr.

KANSAS? Citv, April 20. The situation
ot the strike on the Santa Fe road at
Argentine presents no startling features
this moruing. The company ha with-
drawn many of the watchmen aud every-
thing is quiet. It was learned this morn-
ing that the company had come to an
understanding with the engiueeis, fire-
men and switchmen, which will obviate
the necessity of a strike ou their part. The
gnevauce of the Brotherhood of Shopmen
is still pending, but the brotherhood has
decided not to strike today in case an
unfavorable reply to their demand by the
company is given them. In this case the
difficulty will be held in abeyance for the
Ii resent.

Five heavy xeports
rang out, as tho signal for the soldiers to
come to arms, and the summons was
promptly responded tb. The occasion for
the alarm was a telegram received by Ad-
jutant General Fife from Tracy Citj-- , an-
nouncing that a battle was in progress
there between the miners and tho convict
guaids. The telegram was from Warden
Burton, and Staled that one of the guards
had been mortally wounded and another
hurt. It was sent at 11 o'clock last night,
but for some reason did not reach Xash- -'

ville uuril this morning. The special
train that left the Union depot at this
place at 3 o'clock can ied over 100 of the
Tennessee National Guards aud two pieces
of. artillery. Geueral Fife aud his aides
accompanied the soldiers.

Tracv, Tenn., April 20. About 11
o'clock last night the branch prison at tins
place was attacked bv aruieit meu, esti-
mated at fioni 40 100 in number. The
prison officials had information of the in-
tended attack and the guards were all on
duty. Filing was soon commenced, but
the miners were repulsed, with one of
their men Bob Irvin killed and Matt
Parsons injured. The deputy warden was
wounded iu the head, aud one guard was
fatally wounded. This morning all is as
quiet as Sunday. The prisoners were not
taken out of the stocKade today.

ABOUT HANDWRITING.

An Expert Declares That It. Is
Degenerating;

The CliirojjrHpliy of xvVrltorii for tho
Tress Growing AVonte on Account

of Hurry and Katlfiue Fault
of learhlug--

Is it true that handwriting' is growing
worse and worse all the world over?
This is the statement of Mr. Jackson in
his "Theory and Practice of Hund-writing- ."

Official reports, says the
London News, seem to Mr.
Jackson's belief. On the other hund,
persons of considerable experience in
reading literary manuscripts and exam-
ination papers, of the higher orders can
hardly agree with hini. As a rule, the
manuscripts of novels and of examina
tion papers are legible and even rather
pleasing. The exceptions are scarcely
four per cent, in examination papers; in
novels an author foolishly sends in a
mere rough draft, with erosions and ad-

ditions taeked on by pins or watc "fends

of postage stamp puper. But these ex-
amples of handwriting are the work,
except as regards many novels, of
rather highly educated persons, and
they throw no light on the hands of
people far from literacy.

The letters of servant girls and of
people without aspirations ttvcul-tur- e

are often penned' in excellent and
characteristic hands, and, on the whole,
we do not think that the age writes ill,
as a general rule. Naturally people
who have to great quantities of
"copy" for the press or for other pur-
poses find their hands, if Roman and
fine at lirst', gradually disappearing in
wrawl due to fatigue. A number of
popular and prolific authors are suffer-
ing from "writers cramp," and their
hands must have heen degenerating in
the progress nj the malady.

To do the work with the minimum of
fatigue is the author's object, and cer-

tainly it seems as if the men and wom-

en with the most slovenly hands buffer
leas--t from writers' eramp. Mr. Jack-
son, however, thinks that writing is
very bad, that its, badness, is due to had
teaching, promiscuously selected mod-

els (he prefers examples on the black-
board to headlines), and, above all, the
error is in sloping as opposed to perpen-
dicular or vertical writing. The nat
ural man, he thinks, .'its upright to his
work, and would write perpendicular-
ly but for the prevalence of sloping
copies. Prom these comes the habit of
sprawling sideways at the desk, and
that habit is bad for the eyes, bad f
tlie ;,piric i,aa for discipline in mIWi
-- it facilitates tattling,, and finally

bad for the handwriting. J he slope
keeps on running down hill till it loses
itself in an indecipherable scrawl.
