AFRICAN JOURNEYINGS.
Qneer Crcmoniea Performed by

Native.
There are places in Africa where

three men cannot be sent on a journey
together for fear two of them may com-

bine and sell the third. "When a man
has determined on a journey he must
consult the oraclo by means of divina
tion. The methods most commonly
employed are as follows: The magician
takes a quantity of flour aud lets it fall
in a steady stream on a flat stone placed
at the head of the traveler's bed. If it
forms a perfect cone as it falls the
omen is good; if not, there is an end of
the matter at that time and by means
of the flour cone-- Sacrifice must now
be offered to propitiate the offended
spirits. "When the cone is perfect it is
covered b3r an inverted pot and left for
the night. In the morning the pot is
lemoved and the cone examined; if it is
still whole and in the exact 6tate ia
which it was left when covered, thera
is nothing further to be done beyond
presenting a thank offering of rice,
flour or fowl to the ancestral spirits
and set out on tho journey. Should
there be a falling of the cone, even a
small slip down its side, it is a sign not
to be disregarded, and the oracle, after
propitiatory sacrifice, must once more
be consulted.
