FORMAL OPENING OP THE GREAT

CHICAGO EXPOSITION.

President Cleveland Presses the
Button 'and the Electricity

Works a Transformation.

The Official Ceremonies Witnessed by

Crowd Estimat d at Three Hundred

Thousand in ITumber.

TLo Columbian Guards Unable to Con-

trol the Vast Assemblage and

the Regulars Called Upon.

The Woman's Building Dedicated With

Interesting Exercises Mrs. Potter

Palmei's Dedicatory Address.

The Germans Manifest Their Gcod Will

Towards America by Inaugurating
the Most Magnificent Foreign

Display on the Exposition
Grounds The Transpor-

CniCAGO, May 1 Tho Elecliic Age was
ushered into being in this, the last, decade
of tho nineteenth century today, when
President Cleveland, by the pressing of a
button, started the mighty inachinery and
rushing waters and revolving wheels in
the World's Columbian exposition. No
exhibit of the fair, which will attiact.
thousands to this city for the next six
months, can be moie matvelous than the
mngic effect which marked the solemn op-

ening of the fair at 12:03 o'clock today. Of
the multitude of visitois some estimate
the numLer as high as 300,000 possibly not
one fully tealized the full import of the
effect that was to come from the arrange-
ment cleverly devised for the opening of
the expositiou. It was kuown, in a vague
waj that the president was to press a
golden key and that the electric commun-
ication with tho machinery w.i to start
the fair; but no one realized how intricate
whs this machiuery.howinfinitetheramifi-cation- s

of the electric spark,until the great
fountains threw up their geysers seventy
feet into the air and the tumble and hum
of wheels in thj manufactures building
and tho clatter of machiueiy in all parts
of that area of a mile square or more told
the story of the final consummation of
scientific thought. The lifeless started
into being on every baud; draped statuary
shed its veil and levealed to the world the
artistic labors of the past eighteen months,
and, in a moment, all that had been inert
aud inactive through the long hours of the
morning sprang into an animated exist-
ence, and thrilled the multitude aud
crowned the triumph of the exposition.
In previous expositions the possibilities of
electiicity have been limited to the mere
starting of the engines in machinry hall,
but in this it made a thousand servants do
its bidding, and from the great engines
and mammoth fountains down to the
minutest act where power and touch were
requisite, tho magic of electricity did tho
duty of the hour.

THE DAY IN DETAIL.
World's Faik Gr.ouNDS.May 1. Jupiter

Pluvius held an upliftc.l hand over Chi-
cago this morning. The skies were sod-
den and bleak and a chilled mist filled the
atmosphere. The weather conditions
seemed not to have yielded, at an early
hour at least, to the Cleveland luck. But
to Chicago, whose day of history this was,
tho weather conditions counted for naught,
and early this morning the peoplo were
astir. The bustling, e.iger, restless spirit
of the cieat v.et was bounding toduy
tbrough every artery of this, its capital
city. Rain or shine, wet or dry, the peo-
ple ot tho Praitie City were bound to be
early upon their feet, filled with one de-

sire to witness the practical inauguration
of their stupendous undertaking and to
give it the prestige that cornea of an m- -
dorsement by the popular presence. As
early as half" past eight o'clock thousand
weie about the Auditorium, vvajtinjj there
for a glimpse of the duke of Veragua, the
descendant of Columbus, who at that
hour emerged with his entourage from
the hotel, and having entered a carriaee
was driven tapidly to the Lexington hotel.
L rowels were collected there in elense
throngs. They entered the hotel, and
eluring a brief season of waiting the presi-
dent held an informal reception.

Mean time the city at larse seemed
vvendiuj: towaid the "White City'" by the
Like. Nine big steamers from r irly moru-m- g

had been plying from the Van P.ureu
street wharf to the fair ground', each
loaded with h'mdred-s- . Every cable car
was thronged to the tail baard. and the
elevated cars gioaned with humanity.
Tram cms constructed after the pattern
o Coney 11 tud excursion cirs, reaped a
harvest. Thousands of others drove out
in carriages.

OFF FOR THE TARrC

Soon after 9 o'clock President Cleveland
aud h.s associates vvere conducted to car-
nages. The Spaniaii guests having been
added to the company, the party embark-
ed for the ride to the &:reaJ fair. The

Thirty-fir- st street and thence through
South park to the western entrauce of the
Midway plaisance. At this point Colonel
Rice, commanding the Columbian guards,
met the column and eliiecte:! its march to
Jackson park, and thence to the adminis
tration building, where the formal opeu-lu- g

ceremoa es took place
At 10.30 o'clock, for the first time in the

day, a beam of sunlight pierced the gloom
that hung over the l.ikeshore and illumin-
ated the White City in a blaze of glory.
The many thousands that thronned the
grounds accepted this as an auspicious
omen, and for the first time in the day a
mighty cheer went up not for the presi-
dent or any other distinguished guest, but
for old Sol. From this time on there were
fitful rays of sunlight, but the weather
still continued threatening.

THE FORMAL CEREVIONIE3.

Most of the invited guests were seated
when Mr. Cleveland appeared, and a
thioag of people coverert every inch of

Learth upon which a human foot might
rest. Already the lady managers and
other officials not in the piocession were
seated, and as the head of the nation
walked elown the main aisle to the stand
prepared for him at the outer edge of the
platform a tumult of cheers shook the air.
Fifty-fiv- e people were clustered im-
mediately about Mr. Clevelaud when he
took his seat. The duke of Veragua was
among them, aud also the members of the
cabinet and the diplomatic corps.

The opening ceremonies were begun
soon after 10 o'clock, with the performance
of John K. Paiue's Columbian march, fol
lowed oy an invocation oy unapiain u-burn

of the United States senate.
"The Prophecy," written for the oc-

casion by W. A. Ctoffut of Washington,
was then read.

After an orchestral overture Director
General Davis, as master of ceremonies,
faced the multitude and made the opening
speech, which closed with the presentation
of Presideut Cleveland.

THE DIRECTOR GENERAL'S ADDRESS.

"The dedication of grounds and build-
ings for the purposes of an international
exhibition took place upon tho twenty-fir- st

of October, ut which time they were
accepted for the objects to which they
were destined by the action of the congress
of the United States. This is not the
time nor the place, neither will it be ex-

pected of me, to give a comprehensive re-

sume of the strenuous efforts which have
been put forth to complete tho work to
which we invite your inspection today. I
may be permitted, however, to say a word
in praise of and in gratitude to mv

and official staff, who form the
great organization which has made this
consummation possible. This exposition
is not the conception of any single mind;
it is not the result of any single effort,
but it is the grandest conception of all the
minds aud the best, obtainable result of all
the efforts put forth by all the people who
have in auy niautier contributed to its
creation.

"The grand commanding agencies
through which the government has au-
thorized this work to proceed ate the na-
tional commission, men selected from the
several states and territories, presided
over by Hon. Tnomas W. Palmer of
Michigan, tho corporation of the state of
Illinois known as the World's Columbian
Exposition company, presided over by
Mr. II. N. Higginbothaui of Chicago, and
the board of lady managers, selected fioin
the several states, presided, oyer by Mrs.
Potter Palmer of Cmcago. To these great
agencies, wisely selected by congress, each
performing its special function, the grat-
itude of the people of tins country and tho
cordial congratulations of these foreign
representatives is tlue. To perfect from
these agencies au efficient organization
was our first duty, and it was successfully
accomplished .it the outset thiough com-
mittees, subsequently by great executive
depattments; and through these depart-
ments the systematic, vigorous and ef-

fective woik has progressed. By the de-

partment of administration, the depart-
ment of finance, the department of works,
and the great exhibic department, the
plan and scope of a great international ex-

hibition has been worked out."
Mr. Davis spoke complimentary words

for each department and piaised in the
highest terms the work of the chief of
each. Continuing, he said:

"This enclosure, containing nearly seven
hundred acres, covered by more than 400
sttucture'j, fiom the small state pavilion,
occupying an ordinary building site, to
the colossal structure of the manufactures
and liberal arts building, covering over
thirty acres, is filled and crowded with a
display of the achievements and the prod-

ucts of the mind and baud of man such as
has never before been presented to mortal
vision."

Continuing, Mr. Davis described the ex-

position in detail. The othcial catalogue,
he said, contained a descrption of the ex-

hibits of four thousand participants in the
exposition. Tho number of exhibitors, he
said, would exceed sixty thousand when
eveiything was in place.

Ho expressed thanks to the government
for its aid aud to the officers of the gov-
ernment for their support and en-

couragement. To the states of
the Union, ho continued, they were
largely indebted for active and
substantial support. A sum in excess ot
six millions o dollars has been raised by
the states and territories for their official
use in promoting their own interests con-
jointly with the general success of the ex-

position. To the foreign nations who were
represented upon the grounds aud their
oflicial representatives he returned grate-
ful thauks. Foreign natioiia had appro-
priated six million dollars for their dis-
plays, and all the nations of Europe aud
thtf governments of Asia and Africa, and
the republics of the Western hemisphere,
with but few exceptions, were represented.
To the citizens and corporations of the city
of Chicago, who bid furnished the enter-
prise sixteen million dollars, wis due the
grateful acknowledgment of Americans
and tbeir honored guest.s To the tens of
thousands of exhibitors the management
was under the deepest obligations, to the
women of Cn caco aud of the whole land,
wbo-- e prompt, spontaneous and enthu-
siastic in the work turned
the eyes of the world toward the exposi-

tion as toward a new star of the east, (an
inspiration for womanhood, everywhere;.
Mr. Davis extended cordial and unstinted
recognition.

As I
now touch the machinery that gives life
to this vast expositiou, which is now set
in motion, so at the sime instant let our
hopes and aspirations awakeu forces
which in all time to come shall influence
the welfare, the dignity and the freedom
of mankind."

THE MACHINERT IN MOTION.

The scene at the moment tho graat enter-
prise was officially inaugurated furnished
tho only thrill in the ceiemonies, save the
reception to tho ptesident as he came upon
the stand. As ha delivered the last words
of Ins speech he reached forward his right
haud and rested a finger upon the button
of the golden telegraph key which commu-
nicated with the machinery throughout
the buildings. At the instant the presi-

dent touched the button the men at the
foot of tho great flagstaff laid hold of the
ropes. A monstrous American flag, in a
balloon-lik- e wave, at the top of the center
