New Bedford, Mass., June 1C There
vss less of a crowd at the Borden trial this
morning than at any time since the famous
case was called. A decision relative to the
admission of the evidence of the Portu-
guese who saw the man with a bloody

hatchet maundering about "poor Mrs. Bor-

den" was the first thing in order. The
court decided not to admit th.it evidence.

The first witness was Sarah Hart. On
the day of the murder, she testified, she
passed by the Borden house with her sister
at 9:50 o'clock a. in. They stopped at the
north gato of the Borden grounds to talk
with a nephew who was there in a car-

riage. They saw a young man standing in
the gateway. It was not Mr. Borden, lie
was resting his head on his left hand,
with his elbow resting on the gate. Mrs.
Hart was there five miuutes and the man
did not change his position except to look
at her. She did not know the man.

Charles S. Sawyer, a painter, said that
he was put on guard at'.he Borden door
on the day of the murder. Befoie lie was
yiit on guard he was in the houe with
Mrs. ChurchillMrs. Russell. .Lizzie Bor-
den ajid Bridget Sullivan. Lizzie Borden
was sitting in a chair and.the others were
fauniug her and rubbing her hands. She
appeared much distressed. There were no
signs of blood ou any part'of her clothes
orperson. People were swarming about
the house and barn, whero Lizzie Borden
is said to have been during the murder,
hut where Officer Medley subsequently
went and said that he found no traces of
Lizzie or of any one else.

John F. Mauning, the Fall river reporter
for the Associated Press, said that he had
interviewed Police Matron Reagan as to
the story she was credited with telling

the interview between Emma
Borden and the prisoner, in which the lat-
ter accused her sister of giving her awa
Mrs. Kengau told him that there was
nothing in the story.

Thomas F. Hickey, another reporter,
testified that Mrs. Keagan told him that
the story was false.

Mrs. 5lary Holmes, aclose friend of Liz-
zie Borden's, said that she taw Mr?, ltea-ga- u

and asked her about the story that
bhe had overheard Lizzie accuse Emma
Borden of having given her away. Mrs.
Keagan said that it was not true, and Mrs.
Holmes afterwards heard her say that she
would sign a paper to that effect if the
marshal were willing.

Charles K. Holmes, al'all.River banker,
Eaid that he knew that a paper was given
to Mrs. Reagan to sign.

The paper was produced and read. It
was essentially a denial of the story. The
witness said that it was read to Mrs.
Reagan, and she said that she would sign
it if Marshal Hilliard would permit lierlto
do so. She went to the marshal's office,
and, returuiug, declined to sign the paper.

Reporter Colwell of Xew York said that
Mrs. Reagan had told him that the mar-
shal would not permit her to sign the
paper.

Mrs. Mary E. Brigham of Fall River
testified that Mrs. Reagan baa told her
nboutthe story and had denied its truth,
saying that she would sign a paper to thst
eflect, but that the marshal would not let
her.

Emma Borden denied tho story in toto
She said that Mr. Borden had given Lizzie
considerable property stock in several
banks, manufacturing concerns and trust
companies. Mr. Borden wore a ring ou
his finger given him by Lizzie. The "fam-
ily relations between the various members
ot the family, iucluumg Lizzie and their
stepmother, were entirely cordial. If she
li.ul testified to the coiitiary at the prelim-
inary hearing it was untrue. When Mr.
Bordou gave Mrs. Borden the house Lizzie
declined to address Mrs. Borden as moth
er, aud called her Mrs. Burden. That was
three years ago, however, and their rela-
tions had beeu resumed long before the
murder.

'iho defense rested their case at 3:15
o'clock p. m.

A few witnesses were then called in re-
buttal by Mr. Moody, but nothing impor-
tant was elicited. One other witness will
be called by tue defense on Monday.
After a consultation of the counsel Jus-
tice Mason addressed the jury, telling
them iiol to form an opiuion till they had
beard the whole case.

Adjourned till Monday morning.

William Coverc, superintendent of the

(Aiusworth) immediately. The witness
did not know whether shoring was nec-
essary or not. As Colonel Aiusworth had
observed the work himself, he did not
make any report on it.

After James II. McGill, an architect,
had testified thot any man iu his right
senses would not have done such work as
that beueaththe theater without shoring,
the jury adjourned till tomorrow, when it
is expected that the inquiry will be con-
cluded. .

Contractor Dant, who was doing the
work which resulted in the collapse of the
building, is in a serious condition, and it
is feared that bis mind has beeu affected
by the disaster. Ever since the accident
he has been a very sick man.

THE INDIAN AGENCIES.
Washington, June 10. Among the

most desii able positions under tho gov-
ernment in the past were those of Indian
agents, appointed with each change of ad-

ministration. The offices paid a handsome
salary, aud generally enabled the holder to
make a great deal of money outside.
When congress deprived the politicians of
the power to secure these appointments
for their friends as a reward for services
rendered in local aud state campaigns it
struck a hard blow at senators and con-
gressmen who usually dictated these ap-
pointments. Mr. Cleveland gave early in-

timation to the commissioner of Iudiau
affairs that he wanted army ofiictr-- i for
the greater number of the vacant places.
Accordingly Commissioner Browning rec-
ommended that all but about fifteen of
nearly sixty places should bo filled with
military men. The iest were agencies
among Indians who were well advanced on
the road to civilization, like the five tribe3
in the Indian Territory and a few others.
Ill some cases the Indians themselves re
quested the appointment of civilians ou
tho plea of preferring to do business with
business men, anil repudiating army
ofliceri as fit only to deal with blanket
Indians. Behind this appeal was suspect-
ed to lurk influence of powerful politicians
in congress, although it had its effect in
determining tho commissioner to select
fifteen civilians. Since ' then these

have been expected from day
to day.

Yesterday morning, however, the presi-
dent notified Assistant Iudiau Commis-
sioner Armstrong that he desired him to
recommend fifteen additional army offi-
cers for tho places reserved for civilians.
From this it is infened that the president
intends to make a cleau sweep of civilians
iu the Indian service and carry out tho act
of Congress giving him discretionary pow-
er, to the very letter, as far hs possible.
Nevertheless, he will probably be strongly
urged to make exceptions in tho case of
several civilians whose appointment was
decided on two weeks ago.

SUSPENDING PENSIONERS.
Pittsburg, Pa., Juno 10. Pension

Agent Beugough, of this cliy and district,
has beeu notified from Washiugtou of the
suspension of some fifty local pensioners.
This is tho first fruits of the investigations
of Commissioner Lochren's committee who
are now revising the peusious allowed
under Ratlin's ruling on the act of 1S90. It
is understood that iu this matter the sus-
pended pensioners will know nothing
about their being stricken oil" the list uutil
they apply for their inouey a usual on the
5th of July. Agent Beugough w:is today
asked for a list of these already suspended,
but he declmed to give it withoutau order
from Commissioner Lochren. saying that
the rules of the pension department were
exceedingly strict on such matters, and
that he could not even give the exact num-
ber of suspensions up to date. He thought
they would be made known in some way
bv the next pay day, though uot from his
office. It is believed by that time their
number will be increased. There is some
feeliug here that injustice, by inadvertence
or otherwise, is likely to be dona some o
the old soldiers, many of whose papers
will not show that serious disability which
in fact may exist, aud that the committee
of clerks may be relying.too much 'upon
their owu judgmeut in gauging tho matter
of disabilitv.

THE PEARY EXPEDITION.
St. John's., N. F., June 16. The Falcon,

Captain Henry Birtlett, the sealing
steamer which is to carry Lieutenant
Peary's expedition to Greenlaud, sailed
from here yesterday for Philadelphia,
where she will take the party aboard. She
is iu first-cla- coudition, having under-
gone extensive overhauling and repairs
since beiug chartered. Her cabin accom-
modates eleven persons, and a large deck
house eight more. On top of this house
aa observatory has been constructed to be
used for scientific observations by Lieu-
tenant Peary white voyaging norta.

It Should bo .Regarded as an EurntUl to
Health.

A daily bath is not only a luxury, i&

is a necessity. A plunge bath is not
within the compass of everyone. A
sponge bath is always feasible. This
may be taken, with no appliances be-
yond the bowl of 'water, the sponge or
wash-clot- the soap and towel. It is
more easily managed with the aiil of a
large foot-tu- b, in Hwhich the bather
may stand while she uses the sponge

The temperature of tho bath is a
mooted question upon which doctorund
patient disagree. To some persons
there is nothing more bracing and in-

vigorating than a cold plunge, while
others do not recover for hours from
the chill such a bath gives. Certain
physicians recommend a very hot bath,
and assert that it is as stimulating in
iLs after-effect- s as is the cold plunge,
nnd less likely to produce ill effect.
Nearly all unite in declaring immer-
sion in the-- topid bath relaxing, aud
thus detrimental to health.

The question is one that each bather
must settle for herself. What suits one
maybe positively harmful Ur another.
Certain it is that tho hot or warm bath
is more cleansing than cold water. The
sudden chill of the latter closes the
pores, and prevents the escape of tin
etretc matter it is tho object of the
bath to remove. The woman who takes
a cold plunge for itsafter eiYoctsshould
first sponge herself off ,in warm water,
and achieve cleanliness 4fore she in-

dulges herself iu her "bracer."
Only the best soap should be, used :ri

bathing, nnd many women do not use
soap at all, preferring the bags of bran,
oatmeal or almond meal which 111:13 b
procured from druggists or other deal-
ers in toilet articles. By the iihu of
these bags the skin is cleansed mid
Koftencd delightfully. A greasj' skin
is sometimes beneflte'l by the additiou
to the bath of 0110 or two tablespoon
fuls of household ammonia. Itorox is
ulso excellent for thi&purposj.
