THE POMEROY TORNADO.
PoMEroy, Ia, July 8. —Forty-four is
now the number of the dead at Pomeroy.
It is oue of the saddest scenes ever wit-
pessed, nud even the stroogest are com-
pelled to turn away from some of the
sights at the city hall Lospital, where the
worst of the 108 wounded now are. Every
dwelling now standing can well be termed
a hospital, as all bave been thrown wilde
open and from two to eight wonnded are
being keptin each, Little Charles Rusen,
a 4-year-oid boy, died nt midnight., Gow-
erpor Boies 1s oo the ground, and is doing
all in his powar for the comfort of the
wounded, nysiciuns and vorssa  wre
badiy needed. Ten physicinns are all that
are here today, and ealls cannot be
pramptly answered, The neighboriog
cities and towns nre providing nurses 1it-
eraliv, bnt more are nesded. Of the in-
jured from twelve to twenty mors will die.
Reports are being hourly, received from
the rural distriets. It seem that the storms
started about one mile west of Charokee
and followed closely the lllinois Central
railvoad, catting nswath from one-fourth
to one-hulf mile wide and completely de-
molishing everything In its path fora
distance of sixty milles,” =
Tue total number of deaths from the
storm thus far heard from reaches sixty-
three. The work of burying the dead mt
Pomeroy has commenced., Seveuteen
wete laid away late yesterday alternoon,
nod today tweaty more will be baried. A
number of bodies have been shipped away
The sceues are heartrending as relatives
of the victims gaze upon their dead. 1Two
bundred and eight residences wera awept
completely off the face of the earth, and
pot a board js left. Hardly a resi-lence re-
mains tntouched, nod the business por-
tion of Pomeroy ts s0 badly wrecked that
it can be said with truth that Pomeroy is
po more., The dead carcasses of horses,
cattle and hogs are being cleared np from
the rnbbish today and baried.

REFORMER MORTON,

WASIINGTON, July 8. —Secretary Morton
is preparing to strike a vitul biow at the
secd-distribution privilege of congress-
men. Ha is also entertuining a scheme to
charge the cost of meat inspection upon
the packers. As for the distribution of
seeds by members of congress, the idea of
its abolishment was under serious con-
siderntion last year joiotly by Secretary
Husk and Representative Hateb, chairman
of the commitiee on sgriculture of the
house. The privilege originated in a
desire to propagate superior varieties of
flowers and vegetables, but for years lias
siwply amounted to a system of conrting
the good opinions of voters by Congress-
men at the expense of the tax payers, un-
til now no diserimination whatever is
exercised by the agriculiural department,
Nospecial species of seed bave been made
up for years.

The commonest warieties, many of
which bave long lost their vitality, are
made upinto packages at an expense of
$150,000 aouually, two-thirds of the sum
going through the hands of cougressmen
in the shape of prize packages, aud the re
mainder Delug distributed  under the
supervision of the secretary of agriculture,
It is elaimed that the lutter distribution
has been of some value, becanse the seads
have beey selecied und distributed lu
packages large encugh for & reasouable
test, and have been given to agricaltursl
colleges and experiment stations. whers
the results were curelully observed and
reported to the department,

It is doubiful if members of congress
will be disposed to abandon the distribu-
tlon, which epables themn to compliment
their constituents at the expense of the
taxpayern, but Secretary Morton will lay
the matter before thescommities ob appro-
priations, ntad pre=ent slroGg arguments
jor saviog this $100,000 of public expendi-
ture.

The secretary has addressed & circnlar
letter tq wll the packing houses where
microncopic inapection is gelng on, asking
whether they are actuslly exporting mesls
to countries which demand certificates of
Inspection; wiether it s uecessary Lo oon
tinue inspection 1o {aciiitate the sale of
Ameiicar ments o Furope, apd whatle
there is any good reason why packers and
shippers should no: pay the cost of in-
spection, just as bLrewers and distiiiers
pay lor the stamp of thelr goods. Tle
