THE CHOCTAW CLAIM IN COURT.
South aIcAlestee, I. T., July S. The

laige-- t suit ever brought in the United
States court for the Indian Territory has
just been filed in the South McAIester
division. The plaintiff is George S. Thebo
of Paris, Texas, with the Choctaw nation
and Wilson Jones aud Green McCartain,
governor and treasurer, respectively, of
the Choctaw nation, as defendants. The
action is brought to recover 110,348,

alleged attorneys fees in the celebrated
Choctaw-Chickasa- w net proceeds claim.
The plaintiff alleges that ho entered into a
written agreement with the governor and
the treasurer to prosecute the claim
before the departments at Washington,
aud was to receive the abovo amount in
case the claim weia allowed. The claim
was subsequently allowed, aud the money
(2,2C0,9b7) paid over to the treasurer of
the nation. The plaintiff then demanded
the fulfillment of the written agreement,
which was relosed; hence the suit to re-

cover it.
It will be remembered that when the

povertimen't decided to nay this claim
ltobert Leon, a Cherokee lawyer, was rec-
ognized as the legal attorney and was
made the chief beneficiary of the sum al-

lowed as attorneys' fees. The suit will
probably tie up indefinitely all money re-

ceived on the claim, aud no per capita pay-
ment is looked for this summer at least.

THE CHOCTAW KILLERS.
South AIcAlestei:, I. T., July 8. As

he facts concerning the respite granted
the Wilburton murderers gradually leak
out, the more evident is it that the situa-
tion is assuming alarming proportions.
Tho opinion is general among leading
Chocta-vv- that in compelling Governor
Jones to grant a respite the United States
government has usurped until ely the
powers vested in the constitution aud laws
of the Choctaw nation. AVhat will be his
course when auowdato for the execution
is to be setcaunot be foretold, as there is
no law nor precedent to go by. It is
claimed that the respite is limited to next
Friday, when, if there is no other

respited prisoners will be shot,
with the live .other condemned men who
liavo never been respited. A motion for a
new hearing in behalf of the latter has
been Hied before Judge Ilolson. but has
not Ikhmi granted. The militia has not
been disbanded as reported.

Rome, July 8. The final debate on the
bank bill iu the chamber of deputies today
was tumultuous. Signor Bovio, who has
been energetic in pressing for an investi-
gation of the frauds, made the speech of
the day. The time had come, he said, for
all implicated in the bank bribery to ex-

plain their actions. The deputies, sena-

tors and ministers who had soiled their
hands with the corruption funds of the
banks of issue, ought now to confess and
defend themselves, if they could. "If the
senate will appoint a uew committee of
inquiry," coutiuued he, "1 will retrain
from naming tho guilty men. I demand,
however, that the guilty men abstain
from voting on the measure now before
the house. If they do not I will name
them."

Riot broke loose in tho chamber as the
threat was made. Some of the deputies
shouted, "Name them! ' Others turned on
Sitrnor liovio with clenched lists and called
him a boaster.a liar aud a hypocrite.Insults
were exchanged on every side, and a
dozen or more lights were prevented only
by the interference of a few of the cooler
heads. Quiet was finally restored, and
SiguorBuvio yielded to the importunities
aud declined to coutiuue his speech. The
bank bill was passed Hi to 135.

The chamber then adjourned for tho
summer holidays.

THE GERMAN LAWMAKERS.
Berlin, July 8. Tho speeches that were

made for and against the army bill in the
reichstag yesterday and today were hardly
of a partisan character, indicating noth-
ing of the undeicurrents which may ulti-
mately guide the votes of the several par-
ties. The best speech today was that of
Dr. von Bennigsen, the National Liberal
leader, who attacked the Centrists aud
Richterists, declaring that they were de-

feating their own purpose by the intensity
of their hostility to the government. It
was this attitude that led to the political
destruction of the Fieisinuige party, for
'which llerr Richter was responsible. The
voters, the speaker added, had defeated
Heir Richter at the polls.

Herr Richter was very augry at this
allusion to the defeat of the movomeut
which he had led, aud made a furious re-
ply to Dr. von bennigsen. The defeat of
his party, lie claimed, was but momen-
tary. Moral principle formed the sole
standing ground of the Radical People's
party, and the triumph of their principles
was assured.

THE PARIS MOB.
PARIS, July S. Aside from the appear-

ance of the streets iu the sections iu which
the rioters have fought tho police aud the
Republican guards and tho extra number
of troops of duty, the city this morning
presented its usual appearance. All the
newspapers agreo that tho riots of last
night were milder than those that have
occurred every night since last Saturday,
and express the belief that the firm stand
of the government will restore order. Two
hundred arrests of rioters were mude yes-
terday and ljst night.

A violent attack upou M. Dupny, the
prime minister, was made iu the chamber
ot deputies today. The attack had its
origin in the course the government has
pursued towards tho tioters. The house
by a vote of 13 to 134 adopted the order of
tne day, expressing coulidence iu the gov-
ernment. After the result of the vote bad
beeu announced M. Ernest Roche demand-
ed that M. Dupuy bu prosecuted ou the
charge of fomenting civil war. The cham-
ber rejected tho demaud und at lt.33
o'clock adjourued.

DROWNED IN A SQUALL.
London, July S. Off Skegness, a water-

ing place ou the east coast of England, to-

day, a party of twenty-seve- n were drowned
by the overturning of a yacht duiinga
thunder-stor- The persous were all rail-

way builders, who were going to the
watering place for n day's sport. When
well out the darkening of the sky, com-
bined with the rain which had sec iu,
obscuied the yacht from view ou shore.
After the air cleared the yacht wan seen
to be bottom side up, with three men
clincing to her. The other tweuty-seve- n

had been drowned. The survivors were
brought ashore, and later twelve bodies
were recovered. The survivors agree that
nobody is to blame for the accident; the
suddenness of the squall could not be an-

ticipated.

St. PETERSBURG, July S. The particu-

lars of the burning of the steamer Alfonso
ou the Volga river near Romauov on Jul
i, have been received. The steamer was
laden with bales of wadding. The passen-
gers became panic-stricke- n and jumped
overboard. Nearly fifty persons were
drowned. Th loss of life is partly due
to the inhuman actions of peasant on the
bauk, who refused to go to the rescue un-
less pmd for the work, the demands vary-
ing from 100 to 400 rubles for each person.

'I he old dealers are much encour-
aged by Judge Hudson's decision at
Darlington, that the dispensary act is un-
constitutional, for the reasoa that by
taking the bnsuiessaway.from individuals
the state has created, a monopoly iffit
itself. Incidentally Judge Hudson de-
cided that the railroads are not prohibited
from bringiug whisky into the state from
the outside; that when the sale of liquor
is prohibited by state law a citizen cannot
sell it, but that if it is his property the
railroads can deliver it to him. Judge
Hudson further decided that a dispeusury
could not be opened at Darlington, be-
cause the person uamed as dispenser had
been illegally appointed, not having ob-

PROPER FOOT GEAR.

The Stocking lias Much to Do with tkm
Comfort of the 'oet.

"With the coming-bac- k of short skirts
and the inevitable journeying- that is
the order of the coming- season, tte
subject of foot-we- ar assumes added Im-

portance- IVhat to wear on the feet
that will bring-- comfort and present
the stylish appearance that fastidious
women demand is the great point un-

der discussion.
There is a large class of persons who

seem to think that if an article is styl-

ish or fashionable, or is worn bv cer-

tain people who are supposed to be up
with the times, that is quite all that is
necessary. If this selected model wears
a narrow and pointed shoe, it is
straightway taken for granted that a
narrow and pointed shoe is the only
one that cun be tolerated, and so, with-
out allowing for the difference in the
shape of feet and without consideration
for difference in size, occupation or
health, these same narrow-toe- d shoes
arc adopted.

It has been decided by very eminent
authority that much of the nervousness
nnd many of the serious ailments of
mankind are chargeable to
shoes. The nerves of the feet nro ex-

tremely sensitive, and being compressed
or crowded out of their natural position
nature punishes by the most agoniz-ingdistres- s.

Women who habitually wear
narrow shoes and have alva3's worn
what were considered as well-iittin- g

footgear have not the slightest idea of
the comfort to be derived from loose,
easy shoes. Many women indeed,
men, for the matter of that arc for a
part of their lives in a state of almost
chronic invalidism solely on account of
the way in which they misuse their
feeL They do not know what ails
them? and if an one suggests that
their shoes are too tight they treat the
subject in the most frivolous fashion
and laugh to scorn all attempts to con-

vince them. They curl their toes up
and exclaim:

"Just look at these shoes! They are
a mile too large.'

Among the needs of the day are well
grounded arguments to convince the
rising generation that feet out of pro-
portion to the rest of the figure are not
by any means beautiful. Perfect sym-
metry only is artistic. A head or shoul-
ders disproportionately small would
not be voted a mark of beauty, and it
is hard to see why a foot or a hand en-

tirely unsuited in size to the rest of the
body should be thought such a distin-
guishing grace, and one in which o
take pride. Given a shapely foot of
medium size properly clothed, and one
has the first elements of comforL

Very few people think it necessary,
if indeed their attention has ever been
called to the subject at all, to give any
special attention to the fit and quality
of their hosiery. The world is full of
people who make serious mis-

takes in the selection of this por-
tion of their attire. A very thin
stocking is not in an- - sense desirable
except for very warm weather and idle-
ness. The woman who is much on her
feet finds herself weary and taxed if
she is given to wearing very thin hos-

iery; it never once occurs to her that
this has a great deal to do with her suf-
ferings. Many of these persons are,
however, so exceedingly obstinate and
set in their opinions on fauch subjects
that it is worse than useless to argue
with them, for they attribute their
miseries to every cause but the right
one and persist in wearing the uncom-
fortable and distressing things their
fancy dictates. A medium weight soft
stocking lessens fatigue in a remark-
able degree. Especially should this be
borne in mind where one has much

to do or where there are
journeys and much sight-seein- g. It
would only require a single experiment,
conducted strictly with a view to results
in comfort, to convince any person of
the truth of this idea. Of course, one
must not start into it with a determina-
tion to find nothing to argue on, but
strictly for the purpose of ascertaining
whether a given amount of exerciso
taken under parallel circumstances Ls

not attained with more comfort when
soft, easy hosiery and rational shoes
are adopted. N. Y. Ledger.

In St-ri- a and Carinthia there is much

arsenic eating among the peasants; tho
women take to it to give themselves a
good complexion and to make their
hair fine and glossy.

"changing house,"' but to bathe freely
at home. As one of the foremen said
to the writer: "Against arsenic the
best antidote is soap taken externally."
