Omaha, July 17. Senator Henry SL
Teller of Colorado, the recognized leader
of the free silver forces, was in Omaha
this afternoon on his way home from Chi-
cago. In an interview he said:

"That Coloradoans in general do not in-

dorse the rabid frothiuizs of Governor
Waite, Mr. Holden and one or two others,
ought to go without While
Governor Waite's red-fla- g remarks have
not yet bseu productive of any great dam-
age, I do not doubt that before very lonir
thev will boon record in the eastern money
markets ami we shall reap th result in a
whirl iiud.

"Presumably the Sherman law will be
repealed, althougn Cleveland and Sher-
man will both, no doubt, come fdrth and
reiterate the hackneyed statement that
the- - are bimetallism, and protest against
any such action as is contemplated. There
i u wide distinction between the

'bimetallist' and the
genuine article.

"The belief that the Sherman law is
responsible for all our ptesent trouble is
an error. It is all rot to attribute the
financial pressure to that source. Sher-
man is no more to blame for the nresent
st.ite of affairs than I am. Why, who is
lespoissible for the recent fiuancial disas-
ters in Australia? Australia has dropped
far harder thau this couutrv, and so nave
seveial European states. It is a fact that
conditions have been bad and have been
growing worse that one of those period-
ical cuses that cannot bo avoided is upon
ti4- hence, the present deplorable state of
affairs in this and other countries. The
main cause of local depressions is the
disinclination of the bankers to let go of
money,"

LAUGHLIN ON FINANCE.
WAsniKGTON. July 17. The following

letter, under date of July 11, to Secretary
Morton, from J. Lawrence Laughlin, pro-
fessor of political economy at the Univer-
sity of Chicago, and formerly assistant
professor of that science at Harvard, and
also the author of a history of bimetal-
lism, a standard work on that subject, ex-

plains itself:
"My Dear Mortov In my last letter,

sent you a few days ago, 1 ventured to
urge the reasons for an early call of con-
gress. This letter was written just before
the news came of the action of the Indian
government. It seems to me that the sit-
uation now is extremely favorable for get
ting ratioual action. The fates seem to
have thrown into the lap of the adminis-
tration events which must in no small o

aid iu helping us out of our present
monetary difficulties. The action of Austria--

Hungary fiually decided the case in
Europe against bimetallism, and the ac-

tion of India is but the logical conse-
quence of the monetary movements of
Europe. The action regarding Iudia,
however, is so striking as to draw especial
attention to it: consequently certain things
can be done now which would not .be done
before.

"In my judgment, the action of India
creates a situation in which an interna-
tional monetary conference might serve an
important part in helping us. It is per-
fectly clear that no sane man would urge
brmetallism any longer at the European
ratio of 15J4 to 1; but at this price The
Latiu Union purchased and now holds
many hundred millions of siver. They
are worse off than we are. If they should
be led to take some steps to get out of
their difficulty, it would end the
silver question forever. The 'expectant
attitude' can not go ou. There are these
and other possibiltties in an international
conference now called. In any event, its
actron is certain to support any plans we
have here for the repeal of the Sherman
act and the abandonment of foolish silver
legislation. If this conference were called
at once, it would not only strengthen the
bauds of the administration, but if it were
called, ou no account should it be loaded
with ultra-silve- r partisans. The party
should be represented, but it has been a
perversion ot judicial fairness, to which
this country has been seemingly blind in
the past, that the whole diplomatic influ-
ence of this great country has been put
into the hands of the silver fanatics to do
with as they piease. ifoieover. we Have
always compromised our action by send-
ing men abroad in the past already com-
muted to an extreme position. There
was no pretense ot discussing the
question seriously, even if the men selected
had been capable of so discussing it. Iu
short, the government and its printing
presses have been in the past used by the
silver party as a means of disseminating
their views, as it were, by skillful adver-
tising, and at no expense to themselves.
That we should have submitted to this
kind of hoodwirskiug is to me inexplicable.
It would be like a dash of cool ram on a
dusty road to have the present administra-
tion send to the conference men who are
capable of treating the subject thoroughly
and impartially. Nor do I think it politic
to load the conference with bankers, for
the agricultural classes are prejudiced
against them. ?

"Just so soon as anything can be done to
restore confidence I thirrk we shall lind
that we have gold enough. It is distrust
which has caused the hoarding of safe
currency. Tho call for congress has un-
questionably already had a favorable
effect, under tho supposition that the
Sherman act will be repealed. But I very
much mistake the temper of the commun-
ity if it is necessary to grant auy cousider-utro- u

for this reDeal.
'As concerns tho repeal of the tax ou

state bank notes, it will be unfortunate
lor tho country if It is done, but, in my
opinion, it may be a good medicine. The
people iu some states foolishly thiuk they
ought to have moio money, and those will
be the stales in which state i'isues will not
be injuriously used. Tho result will be
that those who need tiro les-o- of experi-
ence most will probably uet them. Still I
do not think this is a high or statesman-
like reason for the r epaal of tho act. Evju
if people are so foolish as to ueed this kind
of medicine, they ought to be protected
from their own foolishness by those who
know better. Sooner or later this cnue
will die away.

"We shairall look this summer with tho
greatest interest to Wii3hiugton. I be-
lieve the country is with the administra-
tion in favor of the repeal of the Sherman
act. Its repeal will greatly strengthen
the administration iu business circles.

THE NEW COMET.

Washington, July 17. At 10:30 o'clock
Saturday night the comet, which is now
tho object of so much search and specula-
tion, suddenly developed an enormous tail,
which to the unpracticed eye was taken to
bo a display of the aurora borealis. At
that hour Professor Frtsby of the naval
observatory was studying tho comet
through the Oiuch glass. Ho noticed a
long streak of greenish-whit- e light shoot
out from the comet and extend itself
almost to the zenrtn. At first the nucleus
of the comet heing at t::at moment hid-
den by a lleecy cloud, it was thought that
the aurora borealis had sent outan advance
notice of a brilliant engagement, but as
there was no flickering, and as the light
came steadrly trom where the comet had
lat been seen, the professor concluded
that he was sueinc a comet in process of
development. The tail of the comet was
thirty degrees iu length, a distance abaut
stxty times as long as the moon is wide,
and extended from ten degrees above the
horizon almost to the zauith. It was
plauily visible to the naked eye and was
watched for some time by the corps of ob-

LETTER TO THE PRESIDENT OP

THE UNITED STATES.

The Executive Requested to Take

Certain Steps to Give Honest

Settlers a Square Deal,

The following communication, ex-

plains itself, has been forwarded to Presi
dent Cleveland:
"Hon, Grover Cle eland, President. Washington,
D. C:

"SIR We wish to submit for your con-

sideration some suggestions as to meas-
ures which will tend to prevent tho un-
timely and illegal entry of intending
settlers in the Cherokee outlet, and in the
Kiekapoo reservation, which will be
opaned this fall.

"Theio are in the outlet 6,500,000 acres of
land to be opeued. Not to exceed two-thir-

of that laud is valuable for agricul-
tural purposes. This will make about
27,000 quarter-section- s or claims. Of
these claims will bo particularly
valuable, and worth immediately after the
opening from $1,000 to 610.000 each.
Toward that laud public attention, and
particularly that of intending settlers, has
neeu turned for several years, and hun-
dreds of thousands of people have contem-
plated with more or less deflniteness going
into it when opened. It is not improbable
that there will be 100,000 people attempt
to make settlement in tho Cherokee out
let ou the day of the openirlg. It is abso-
lutely certain that every desirable claim
will be taken the first day.

"It is also certain that, for years associa-
tions of men have been inspecting the out-
let with a view to locating their quarter
sections of land, and iu some instances
making slight improvements. It is also
certain that many corner-scone- s have been
removed, and have not been replaced, the
intention of the persons removing them
being to make the tract that , they locate
dtilicult of description by any oue filing at
the laud office.

"It is also currently reported, that many
corner-stone- s have beeu transposed" from
one to another by persons who have
kept memoranda showrng what the stones
mean iu their new place. It is understood
that men will go into the outlet in large
n umbels before the time lixed for the
opening, who have exhausted their home-
stead rights or who do not intend to settle
lawfully, with the intention of compelling
intending settlers to buy them off ot tiie
claims they have settled upon; some will
go iu with the intention of holding claims
for others who will come in alter time;
others not yet of ase will go in intending
to settle and falsely assert their majority;
and yet others will iu before time, or-

ganized, with the intention of swearing
tor each other in any land contest which
may come up at any future time, and for
the" purpose of defeating the men who
come legally. Whatever was done illegal-
ly by settlers in Oklahoma, will be done
in the outlet, unless action by the govern-
ment prevents.

"It is unquestionably true that the
taken by tho government in the prose-

cution of perjurers irr land olilce cases
diminished that crime, but it is also un-
questionably truo that hundreds of men
are uow holding claims in Oklahoma who
entered the country before time and in
violation of law. To the extent that they
haye done this they have prospered, and
the have suffered by obeying
the law. At the opening of Oklahoma iu
1SS0 many persons in government

claimed that they had the right to
take lauds, although they had entered be-

fore time, and many settlers claimed that
the law only forbid entering upon any par-
ticular tract of land, until after the time
set by the president's proclamation, and
yet o'thers claimed that false swearing in
the laud offices was no; perjury. All
these theories have beeu eonstautly and
emphatically decided against by the courts
here, and will irot be Claimed in the open-
ing of the outlet larxis; and if intending
settlers see that the government is in
earnest arid is prepared to punish illegal
settling and false swearing, there will ho
comparatively little false swearing and
much less wrongful settlement than
otherwise will be inevitable.

"Xo matter what steps the government
take, we may as well realize tho fact that
there will be at the time of the opening of
the outlet thousands of people illegally
there. The suggestions as to some meth-
ods to deter, 'o far as possible, these evils,
are these: There are to be several coun-
ties, with their county seats, iu the outlet.
E?ch of these county seats should hare a
detachment of infantry for n week or two
before the opening of the country. Six
companies of infantry would furnish
these detachments. Thore should be along
the border, where the afferent trails or
roads enter the territory, squids of sol-
diers, under the command ot officers and

officer, who wonld
grvo the settlers the right time for entry

nd give the signals. It will, otherwise,
be inevitable that rash and mischievous
neonle will t;ive false signals and mislead
the excited men, who will be there intent
on rocimr into the country, in addition

graphed and identified, and left at the
camp to b removed from the country as
above indicated.

'There should bs also employed by the
interior department, as special asents,
men who can clearly and creditably take
the photographs, and who should be pro
vided with a sufficient number of plates
and instruments to take all the photo-
graphs required. The Intruders could, if
necessary, be photographed in squads.
The men employed as such special agents
should also be required to make an it

similar to that of the deputy mar-
shals. We do not thiuk it at all impossi-
ble to find in Kansas and Oklahoma fifty
photographers who hare exhausted their
homestead rights and do not wish to take
lands, but who will do the work honestly
for the pay there is in it. These men could
be hired for ten days at about 5 per day.
These photographs should be the property
of the government, under the contract, and
should as fast as taken be taken in charge
by the offirer in charge, and the pho-
tographer after the opening day should
then be required to finish them up in a
clear and workman-lik- e manner. At the
time Oklahoma was opened a few dozen
photographs were made, and in the trial
of perjury cases thereafter these photo-
graphs became of great value. It is not
probable thdt, with such steps
taken, men who were photographed
will dare perjure themselves by
claiming that they were not in the coun-
try, and when it becomes known that
when they are captured they will be pho-
tographed, men would be less disposed to
enter the country and take that great risk.
After those photographs are properly fin-

ished they with the descriptive lists should
be turned over to the register and receiver
of the proper laud offiee.

"It would be well if the proclamation of
the president called attention to section 24
of the act of Mav 2. 1S9J. which makes it a
penal offense for any persou to procure If

another to enter and settle upon lands in
Oklahoma with the intention thereafter of
acquiring title thereto, and punishes by
fine, or imprisonment, or both, each ot the
parties to such fraudulent settlement, and
declares the title void; and, also, to section
2,'2'M im amended by section 5 of the act ot
March 3, 1S91, (chapter 501), showing the
new homestead oath; and, also, to the
other penalties for violation of the home-
stead laws, and particularly to the pro-
vision that if any person enters the land
so opened before the time fixed for legal
entry he shall not be permitted to home-
stead or acquire title at auy time thereafter
to any lauds or lots in those lands; and,
also, to the penalties for entering the
country before time or after time by per-
sons not legally entitled to homesteads,
and attempting to hold claims or lots, sc
as to compel legal settlers to buy them off.

"The cost of these measures iu the em-
ployment of civilians for special agents
and deputy marshals should not exceed
$20.(.'00, and while they will not prevent
wholly perjury or absolutely preveut
'soonerism,' they will largely repress them
and save very large expenses to the gov-
ernment iu proving lauds and preventing
crimes. The price which the government
is charging the settlers for this land gives
a considerable profit over and above the
price paid the Cherokees for the lairds, and
it is certainly reasonable under the cir-
cumstances that the settlers who buy
should be protected by the government so
far as possible from imposition.

THE INTERCONTINENTAL SURVEY.
WASHINGTON. July 17. The internation-

al railway commission is now engaged in
winding, up the work it hns been pursuing
for tue past two years. The commission
was appointed for the purpose of securing
surveys of suitable lines for a railway sys-
tem which should connect the northern
and southern hemispheres, and form a
continuous line of railroad from the
United States through the American re-
publics of the south. As in the case of the
bureau of Americau republrcs, each coun-
try interested pays its share of the ex-
pense in proportion to population. Con-
gress, last year, farled to make any appro-
priation for the continuance of the work
on the part of the United States, and it
will require the greatest economy for the
commission with the funds on hand, to bn
able to close up its work and print its re-

ports, which will then be opened for the
use of capitalists who seek to profit by
these government surveys and build the
railroads that are contemplated.

The field work was pursued by three
parties one iu Central America, and
two in South America. That in Cen-
tral America was under the direction
ot Lieutenant M. AL. Alacomb. U. S. A,,
and surveyed a line from the southern
boundary of Mexico through Guatemala, 1

ban Salvador. Honduras .Nicaragua and"
Costa Rica to the Savagro river.

Corps No. 2, under the command of
William P. Shunk, started in at Quito,
Ecuador, aud surveyed a line through the
difficult Audean region as far as Carta-
gena, on tho Caribbean sea; also a line
irom the Savagre liver in Costa Rica,
through Panama and tin Isthmus to the
neighborhood of Antioquia, in Columbia,
where it connected with the other line
from the Isthmus to Cartagena..

The remaining corps was under the di-

rection of W. D. Kelly, aud surveyed a
line from Quito, Ecuador, to Cuzco, Peru.

Concerning the whole work it may be
said the reports of the field engineers dem-
onstrated the feasibility of building these
railroads to connect the systems of North
America with those of South America,
and that there are no insurmountable en-

gineering difficulties in the way of suc-
cessful prosecution of such work. The
whole number ofjjmiles surveyed aggro-gate- d

4500. It la expected all the reports
will bo made to congress some time this
wiuter.

REJECTED PENSION CLAIMS.
Washington, July 17. The special ex-

amination division of the bureau of pen-

sions, which is ciiarged with the investiga-
tion of criminal matters in pension claims,
as well as the investigation of merit
claims in which a prima facie case has
been established before reference to that

New Yor.K, July 17 Henry Clows, in
his weekly financial circular, says:

"During the week, affairs iu Wall street
continued to struggle ou against tho ad-

verse mootnry conditions, and with some
yielding in the prices of securities. .Now
and then, the difficulty ot renewing ma-tnri-

loans struck holders of important
lines of stocks, and heavy realizing re-

sulted, which were turned to accouut by
the beare and produced fresh breaks iu
quotations. Ono important caso of this
character occurred at the beginning ot
the week, which resulted in a heavy fall
in the grangers and other stocks, front
which the market has since only partially
recovered. The effect reached London
also and unfavorably influenced that
mirket for the time being, and caused tho
sale hero of stockn held there.

"The trouble of Wall street houses with
respect to the monev market is declining.
The lata largo fall iu price has reduced
the amount to bo borrowed against stocks,
and the withdrawal of securities from tho
market for investment i having n like
effect, so that the want of borrowers are
much more easily sattMien; while, tho
large shrinkage in prices niskes atocki
correspondingly safer as collateral. The
rate ot interest, though still hl-- h, Is not
so costly as to raise a serious obstacle to
buyiug. The dlfliculties with which tho
markut hs uow to contend are or
the character that inually followr
such an extensive break as ha
recently happened. somo operators
have been sold out; and numerous others
are crippled. Tlnw the machinery of spec-
ulation is disabled, aud tho forcw. to rojht
unfavorable iniluouces are enfeebled. But.
outside the ranks of tho speculators, t bore-stand-

a force ot investors watching for
bargains; and the purchases of that clns
are now becomiug a very substantial rally-
ing power to the market. Xot only are
the prices of stocks very exceptionally low,
but the condition of tho railroads in ut
present uuusually prosperous, making tho
inducement to investor one ot rare ad-

vantage.
"Tho general condition of financial af-

fairs is improving, though the progress I

slow. There bas been a distinct abatement
of the lnte apprehensiou, and recovery is
regarded ns less a question of fact thau of
time. Tho obstacles uive way slowly, but
still they arc receding all along"'Wj Hue. .
