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A GALLANT FIREMAN.

Tho Hero in Chxrgo of tho World's Fair
Fire Department.

The Chicago fire department, whose
history furnishes many instances of
level, thoughtful courage, has no mem-
ber more widely known than Chief of
Battalion Edward W. Murphy. In a
department conspicuous for individual
courage Murphy is noted for his
splendid heroism. He is said to have
saved more people from death by fire
than any other man in America. He
has been mentioned honorably for
feats of daring in eight general orders
written by a man who is seldom lavish
of praise the present chief of the Chi-

cago fire department. He was the first
winner of the Lambert Tree medal,
which is given every year as a reward
for the most conspicuously courageous
feat undertaken by a Chicago fireman.
Except for the rule that prevents a
man from taking the medal twice he
might have had a new decoration
every year, for a year has seldom
passed since the fund was created that
has not been marked by the perform-
ance of some fine deed by this bravo
man. The writer saw him one night
during a fire in Warren avenue go
into a blazing frame house when the

chances seemed almost twenty to one
that he would be burned or suffocated.
A woman had said that her two babies
were in the burning building. Murphy
groped about on the floor, crawling
from room to room until he found the
bodies of the children. He was very
nearly killed himself, but when, half
dead, he was pulled through the win-
dow by two of his men he Jteld the
bodies in his arms. The daring of the
man has been so extraordinary that it
lias given ground for jealousy in the
department and firemen have been
heard to complain that when lives
were to be savc,d Murphy gave no one
else a chance, but always insisted on
being first in the burning building.
He is an American by birth, and he
went on the force in 1875. In 1876 ha
was appointed lieutenant and in 1880
captain. Chief Swenie promoted him
to an assistant marshalship in Septem-
ber, 18S5, giving him command of the
Fifth battalion. Later he was trans-
ferred first to the Twelfth battalion
and then to the Fourteenth. It was
on account of his energy and fearless-
ness of danger a valuable qual in
a place built as the exposition is built

that he was given charge of the fair
department when Chief Swenie took it
out of the hands of Mr. Burnhara.
His career in Jackson park lias been
brilliant. Marshal Murphy has been
hurt dangerously twice, both accidents
happening while he was on his way to
a fire.

which is in the Catalina moun-
tains, about sixteen miles from a rail-
road.

The barrel is ono of those peculiar
rock formations and is about 200 feet
high, and the top of it is at least 2,000
feet above the valley. It can be seen
for miles before the traveler gets to
it, and its appearance is most deceiv-
ing. It requires no effort of the imag-
ination to see the large utensil of Bac-
chus perched on its peak with a jlass
tinder a faucet as if ready to be lilled.
A large fissure in a certain spot forms
a bunghole. It docs not looklike a bar-
rel unless seen from the plain; on all
other sides it is simply a rugged rock.

It is a soft granite formation of vol-

canic origin, and is crumbling to pieces
all tne time. It is so solt, tftat, nail a
dozen men with picks could knock it to
pieces in a few days. But it has had
its present forra for centuries, and will
no doubt keep it until all who can now
see it have passed away.

COMFORTABLE HOUSES

Are Scarce, Thougli Many Aro Pretention
or l'lcturcsque.

"It is very odd," said a woman of so-

ciety who has been on a wearisome
search for summer quarters wherein to
locate her family, "how very few really
comfortable houses one sees to rent.
They may be pretentious or picturesque,
elaborate or simple, but they are rareh
comfortable. In the first place, itseems
ver3 hard for the American architect to
grasp the subject of servants' quarters.
I have been quite amazed to find in ex-

pensive, big houses, belonging presum-
ably to rich people who ought to know
how to live, such inadequate and in-

congruous accommodation for their
staff of domestics. Either they must
keep fewer servants than the size of
tho house would warrant or they
must huddle them together in the most
uncomfortable and untidy fashion. In
one large, costly house I visited, where
everything seemed to be kept up on
the most elaborate scale, I found
actually only two large servants roomSj
with two beds in each, and the kitchen
was connected directly with the din-
ning room with the
'slide,' and there was no Butler's pan-
try whatever.'
"One can not help wondering on seeing

a house like this what can be, the stand-
ard of living in such a family where
such an obvious want of ordinary com
fort is po-ibl- Of course such a house
as this is more or less the exception,
but even in the dwellings of people who
presumably live refined,
lives I was surprised to see such
carelessly-planne- d and inadequate
servants' quarters. According to my
ideas, which are not extravagant by
any means, I think that every
large house which is intended for rent
should have at least comfortable ac-- ,
commodation for eight or ten servants,
and that these quarters should be
quite shut off from the rooms of the
family, and should have a decent bath

adequate ventilation, and
the grandest houses, it is

the rarest thing to nna considerate
thought in this respect showing that
we are still provincials in many re-

spects, despite our boasted civilization.
