THAT .NEWTON CASE,

SHIELEY AND E0GEE3 WERE BOUND

OVER TO THE DI3TEI0T C0UBT.

A Strong Chain of Evidence Produced

Against Them An Editor Pasted
iu the Court. Bom.

After an exciting preliminary hearing
which lasted four days George Shirley
and G. Wash Rogers have been bottud
over to the District Court of Harvey
county in the sum of $3,030 each which
was cut down from $10,000 each on account
of the eloquent plea made by Judge Wall
of thi3 city, who showed in his usual
smooth way the practical impossibility of
giving a $10,000 bond in these ''lack of
conOdeuce" days.

The Eagle was the firat paper to give nn
accouutof the arreat of Shirley and Rog-
ers for ths alleged burning of tho
county records of Harvey county iu their
own interest as .the parties having the
ouly set of abstract books in tho county.
In giving this news the details of the
crime were given as reported by competent
authority iu the usual conservative style
of this paper. The Xewton Kanban at-
tacked the writer of the article with a full
stock of jockey stable vituperation, and
yet the Kansan now gives tue evidence in
tlie case as follows:

"Georce W. Holmes was then called. He
said he had lived in Newton siticn 1S74;
practiced law one year; was assistant
cashier of Harvey County bank; bought
the abstract books from Burdick; was iu
the abstract and insurance busiues.
About 'SS borrowed S,00d from Geotga W.
Rogers; subsequently gave chattel mort-
gage to Rogerti lor money previously had
from him. About Mav 1. 1SU2. Ro-'ei-

came to my ollice and asked how business
was and it 1 was doiue much abstractiii":
I siid business was veiydull and 1 was
not doing much, to which Rogers
teplied: Tou'ra a damn fool, wiiv
dou't you blow the lecords to hell"?
then your books would be worth some-
thing." I told him that would be a nice
thing, but I had never been lucky enough
for anything like that, though .such a
result would be a good thing lor a fellow
like me who was out of money, but it
such a thing were done the finger of every
man, woman and ctnlu in Haivey countS'
would be poiuteu immediately at me as
the guilty party, to which he re'plied: "1
didn't think you were so thin skinned;
turn the books over to uie and I will do it
and you can have a half interest in tho
books and hio one know anything about it,
and can work in the ollice." I told
him it w.is a temptation but I would never
do .such a thing. That he had several con-
versations with Rjgeis between that time
ami the time the nooks were turned over
to him, could not say how many, but
were all to the snine nature and effect."

In scoring the Eagle writer the Kansan
couldn't lind words liue enough to paint
the angelic purity of Mr. Rogers and
every time he would land Rogers he
would call the Eiglo reporter a "whelp"
or a "hireling" or some such pet name.
Yet he uow gives in his own paper the
foregoing evidence which is very mild
compared with other reports of the nature
of the testimony,

Iu another paragraph in the account of
the trial the following testimony is given.

"1 he next witness was James Martin,
he stud he originally came from Rochester
Xew York; that ho now lias no home,
beeu traveling for five years. He said he
came to Xowton Friday evening, March
10, with Harry Carroll, with whom ho had
beeti traveling for three mouths; shortly
after their arrival Carroll met him and
told him Shirley wanted to see him; they
saw Shirley on the street about 10 p.m.,
and arranged to moit him later that
night at his room-- ; thev met him;
Shirley asked him if he wanted a job
at which he could make $j00? Martin
said: 'Yes, if it is uot too haul!' Shirley
then told him he wanted him to ouin the
records in tho register's olhce; ho

the plan of the register's ollice
and the vault and told him how it. could
be done, ami that he would pay him $300
for the job. and also gave him a diagram
of the building, and they made the con-
tract then aud there, conditioned that
things should be found as represented by
Shirley. They were not together at that
time for more than fifteen or twenty min-
utes, the job to be done on Saturday
night. He made a casual exmnination
of tho court house on Saturday, and
found it to be arranged as Shirley
described it, except nothing had been
said about a family living in an
adjoining building. He then

again ami complete arraugo-nieut- s
were made to do the

work at 2 o'clock that night, at which
time Shiiley was to have all the officers at
his rooms to net them out ot the way.
Two beer bottles were then filled with coal
oil by Shirley aud iriyen to him; he said
that was not enough, but after further
talk he said he guessed he could nrrmire
abouttheoil. Retook tbe bottles of oil
aud hid them under a pile of ties iu the
railroad yard. He didn't do the work
Saturday night. On Sunday Shirley saw
him and asked: 'Who didu'c you do that
job lust night; I hail the officers all fixed.'
I told him it was worth more money, and
fchiiley sam 'I am not authorized to give
any mote.' It was then at runted that the
jou should bedoue Sunday night,
it was not done because I wanted more
money and I left town Monthly at noon tor
Wichita.'?

Tho above testimony is taken from the
paper whose editor called tbe EAGLE re-

porter a "whelp" for giving a mild inti-
mation that Shirley was suspected of
having fixed up the job.

Now, then, a comment on this evidence
will not be out of place, aud tne comment
is based on information received from
Chief Cone of this city. When Shu ley
told Martin that he had the "officers
fixed" Martin said ho would take no
chauces and asked Shiiley for a revolver.
Shirley gave, him oue, mid Mar-
tin, failing to do the job,
came to Wichita, as staled, and
sold the revolver here. That he was not
lying about the revolver is proven by the j

fact that the same revolver has been found
here in the very ssmu second-han- d store
that Martin claimed to have sold it

It will also be seen by the above evidence
that Shirley gave .Martin two bottles 1311- -

ed with coal oli and Martin says he hid J

them under a pile of ties. Cnief Cone
asked Martin to lead him to the pile of
ties and Martiu did so, but tbe ties had
been removed iu the meantime. When
Martin's statement about biding the oil
under the pile of ties came out in
the above report of the proceedings a man
who had read it came to Chief Cone and
told him that along about that time two
boys came to him with ome beer bottles
for sale and anions: the lot were two filled
with coal oil. He didn't buy these two
on account of having oil in them. He re-

membered the boys and took Chief Conb
to them. They stated that they found the
bottles under a pile of ties aud they led
him to the very place where Mart:u said
he hid them. This fact is certainly very
valnable as going to corroborate Martin's
testimony. Chief Cone says that this is of
ouly a minor part of the testimony of the
prosecution aud that there is lots more
substantial testimony in reserve for the
final trial of the case in the district court,

summing up the case in his speech yes-
terday Mr. Charlie Bucher, an old citizen
and one of the ablest lawyers of Newton,
charged the editor of the paper that
abused the EAGLK so hard with being a
sympathizer of the firm of Rogers
and Shirley and gave him a sound
turning over on general principle. Tho
editor In his rage cslled Bncher a liar and
Air. Bncher promptly planted bis lis: In i

his face. Asa further evidence of "this
editor's standing in connection with this
case he went to a merchant to borrow a re-

volver to avenge the black eye.butthe mer-
chant refused him saying that he received
nothing aft ho bauds of Mr. Bncher, but hi3
just deserts. If the game was worth the
amunition of even the humble subaltern
who writes, a good deal more could be
said touching the fcympathy of the editor
of the Kansau with the prosperous firm of
abstractors who are uow in trouble.

BOUND OVER.

Tlia Preliminary of the State Acairst
The Express Jtobbcrs.

Justice Jones' court presented an anni-mate- d

appearance yesterday when the
preliminary hearing of the casa of tlie
state against Ilaucher, Beck aud Greer
was called. It was packed like a sardine
box1 aud people fairly climbed over one
another 10 get a peep at the defendants.

Hancher and Beck were represented by
John W. Adams of this city while Greer
was represented hy Judge Aiken of El
Dorado. The state was represented by
County Attorney Boone.

Evidence was given by Mr Cassell, local
manager of the express company, touching
tue official connection of Hancher with
the company aud the amount of money
that was in his possession when the rob-
bery was committed. Wendell

testiGed a3 to the accuracy of
the report of the confessions
made by each party which was testified to
by Jake Harmon, who was present when
the confessions were made. When the evi-
dence was all iu Justice Jones bound them
over to the district court iu tlie sum of
2,009 each. Beck and Greer will probably

give bond but it 13 not expected that Han-
cher can.

In tlie regular trial of this case the
ibe law will be resorted to to

get Greer out of the trouble or at leaatmake
his penalty less than it would be under the
charge of robbery.

The Pacific Express company and the
United States Express company are doing
'business more or less jointly in this city.
That is tueyare in the same office aud the
local affairs of both companies are man-
aged by the same set of employoes. It ap-
pears that tho money stoleu was to be ship-
ped by the Pacific company, but owiug to
the fact that the Pacific company did not
have a through safe in the uiirhs train it
was transfened to the United Stttos com-
pany, which was easily done of course ow-

ing to the joiut local management of both
companies. Even the wagon from which the
money was stolen was Pacific property.
Now it is claimed that Greer's connection
with the robbery extends only as far as
the Pacific company, and that he had no
designs or intention against the United
States company. His principal part in

the robbery was to send the
decoy telephone message to the Pacific
company's office. He asked whether this
was the "Pacific" company's office and
wheu iuformed tbat it was he asked that
the "Pacific" wagon call at tho creamery
for some shipmeuts. It is claimed that
he ditl not cull up tho United
States company's office or decoy the
United Suites company's wagon to the
jilaco of robbery and hence that the
United States company can't hold him
blamable for being robbed. How far this
technicality will affect his chaucea for re-

lease is hard to tell, but at best it is a very
thiu excuse. There is oue thing certain
aud that is tiiat he received the stolen
goods according to his own statement aud
tried to hide it in the flue of his room and
mora than that he received and used 610
of the money knowing it to be stolen. He
can't get away from this much of the
crime now, but he might have succeeded
had he been more careful about his con-
fession. If tho old rule tbat the "receiver
is as bad as the thief" goes, Greer is in for
it as much as Hancher or any of tbe others.

For three days after the robbery he kept
close iu his room, and did uot venture out
doors except a few times after dark. He
thought he was playing tho thing fine, but
tho eyes of the officers were continually
on him, nevertheless. Constable Tom
Vbss occupied a room nearly directly
across the street from him, and every
move he made, even iu tbe privacy of his
room, was noted.

A night or two before the arrest of the
others he left his room, went across to tho
billiard parlor and bought a package
of cigarettes. He thought nobody
noticed him, but Constable Yoss
had his eyes on him. The
coustable noticed his nervousness and
accepted it as an indication that he was
going to leave. Next morning he left and
proceeded to the depot very cautiously.
Constable Yoes reported the matter to
Colonel Byrne, the company's detective,
and asked whether it was best to arrest
him. Colonel Byrne thought uot, and
carelessly stated that be could get him at
the proper time, even though he left the
country. He gave it out to his more inti-
mate friends and co conspirators that he
was going to Chicago, but a reliable man
was placed on his trail, and he saw him
take the Rock Island train south. From
that time his movements were watched'
according to the almost infallible system)
of Colonel Byrne, and there is not a night
since but what the officer knew where ha
slept. His arrest at Anadarko yesterday
was only a matter of form.
