The labyrinthodon, a huge creature

resembling a toad or frog, and which
lived in tho earlier periods of our
planet's history, has recently been
found in a surprising state of preser-
vation in the marl beds of lluezel-weit- z,

Hungar All species of this
gigantic frog are now extinct and are
known to the naturalists only through
the investigations of the geologists,
who have often found parts or entire
fossils of the monster in strata of the
trlassie portion of the mesozoic period.

der the head "A Frog as Largo as an
Ox," and in Burnett's "Geological
Epochs" it is considered in a chapter
on "Huge Frog-Lik- e Creatures of the
Mcsozotic Age."

THE WORD "ROORBACK."
Carious History of Its Introduction Into

Oar Political Vocabulary.
The word "roorback," which bobs

np toward the end of most political
campaigns in connection with the nail-
ing of opposition lies, has a curious
origin. Nathan Guilford, once a well
known citizen of Cincinnati, was an
active whig politician and editor of an
energetic whig paper. On April 1 of a
certain year he published a circum-
stantial account of experiments by a
German chemist named Roorback.
Roorback had been examining the
chemical constituents of eggs of differ-
ent birds, supposing it might bo possi-
ble at last to compound a hatchable
egg. According to the story, after
putting many of his manufactured
eggs to the animal heat of different
patient mothers, he at last happily suc-

ceeded in hatching ono egg, and pro-
duced a living bird. The story then
goes on to describe very minutely the
strange creature, anatomically, physi-
ologically, and every other way, imi-
tating the scientific stylo used in simi-
lar cases. The story read very well,
and was copied into many other pa-

pers, and after going the rounds of the
press in all parts of the United States
it was at last (after three or four
months) discovered to have been first
published on the 1st of April. The
Enquirer of that city immediately
fixed upon Father Guilford the name
of Roorback, which was thereafter
held to mean a political liar, although
the story had nothing to do with poli-
tics. Being well stuck to, tho name
became at last pretty well fixed, and
Mr. Guilford was for many years well
known in the political field as Old
Roarhn.e'U- -

Luckless Street Wanderers In the
Great City.

The Lordly Labor Master and His Vnlffar

JTost people suppose that those luck-

less wretches who take refuge in the
casual wards of workhouses have a
rather good time of it at the expense
of the rate payers. Nothing could be
further removed from fact. Some
unions and their officials treat "casu-

als" better than do others, but "bad is
the best.' and, as a rule, London
unions rank worse than country ones,
St. Giles being the very worst of all,
for the shopkeepers who constitute
the board of guardians not of the
poor, but of the rates in that parish im-

pose upon casuals a task of stone break-
ing which no able-bodie- d man. no mat-

ter how powerful or skillful and there
is skill or "knack" in stone breaking,
as in other things could possibly per-

form in the time allotted, says the Pall
Mall Gazette. Hence, as failure to
perform the task means being charged
at Bow street as a "refractory pauper,"
and as magistrates never, or hardly
ever, believe aught the accused
"casual" says, a night's lodging in the
Macklin street. Drury Lane, "Bastille,"
usually means a month's hard labor in
Pentonville prison to follow. The

them,"" supposed to be a night" shirt,
when he left the "bath" over night.)
Quickly we dressed and then marched
out into the yard.

Each
man was handed a bundle of short
pieces of tarry rope, almost as hard as
iron. These were to be unraveled into
spun yarn almost as fine as iloss sillc
There was a time when such a task
would have seemed to me impossible.
But practice and experience, if they do
not make perfect, at least teach one
even to pick oakum, and by the aid of
the worn heel tip of my boot I man-
aged to achieve my task in the course
of the day.

For dinner wc were served out six
ounces of bread and one and a quarter
ounces of moldy cheese; for supper,
the same as for breakfast. Then wo
were marched off to "bed" (?). At six

These arc somewhat like our
express business, as packages are alio
sent, and both letters and packages
are insured and registered, and charges
are in proportion to the distance to be
carried. There are said to be nearly
200 of these letter-shop- s in Shanghai
alone, which send out employ to
work up custom. TorcigTi letters aro
conveyed from China to other countries,
by the postal system of the latter, con-

suls being considered as postmasters
for their own countries.
