However, I continued as
copyist at SCO per mouth until a lew days
ago, when I was giveu the positiou
ot my employer chief of awards
iu the liberal arts department, at?150per
month, a position for which you would be
just suited.

Iu every department liberal arts, agri-
culture, electticity, transportation, etc.
there is n separate body ot judges. Iu lib-
eral arts there ;ue seventy judges, from all
over the United States aud Euiope. Nearly
all are professors iu the biggest universi-
ties of the countries from which they
came, aud of coui.se aie tho smartest men
to be found. From Europe such men as
Professors Vogel, Von Schmidt, Speeman
aud West ili. ii ot Germany: Scamoni aud
Sinichi or Russia; Sylvanus, Ihoiupson,
O'Reilly and Sir William Thomson of
England; President Joiduu, Gove, Judge
Egerton, etc., of the United States. My
duty is to assign wotk to these men.
Every exhibitor sends iu a list of his ex-

hibits to be judged. With the assistance
of a dozen clerk-- , I copy these li3ts into
boaks and then onto cards, which are
given to the judges. As it is entirely
withm my power to siy what judge
shall pass upou any giveu exhibit,
I am the most sought for and
receive the most polite attention of judges
aud exhibitors. The liberal arts depart-
ment is tho largest except agricultute. It
includes the examimug of schools, public
dud private, universities, books and publi-
cations, institutions for i ho blind, feeble-
minded, etc., photogiaphj, civil engineer-
ing. insLimneiits ot all kinds, medicine,
phaimacy. dentistry, musical instruments
and other thiugs aud mauufactuies too
numerous to meutiou. Alteudy nearly
2U,000 examinations have beeu made in
liberul arts. Many have been workiug
about the building and in tho various de-

partments who arc older aud more capa-
ble, aud they look iu surprise upou
my promotion. Why it was seen fit to
give it to me, I can not say. I was not
lecommeuded. Tho man whoso place I
took seemed pleased with mo immediate
ly, and 1 suppose tiiought i should have it.
1 have been at it about two weeks, and be-
lieve more than ever iu the saying,
"Heavy is the head that wears actown?'
One must tro it tho gieatest men of tho
world almost like children direct, put
off, push aside, anil sometimes almost
censure. Pei haps the sharpest competi-
tion is fouud among tho piano makers.
'J hey aro never satisfied. Mr. Thatcher,
chairman of the executive committee
ou awards, and I iiavo beeu closeted
with the judges, advisiug, etc., for the
last three afternoons, m:d no satisfaction
yet obtained. 1 have been giving tho w'ork
to the judges, but when it camo to pianos,
as theie is so much competition, I did not
like the responsibility of assigning work,
lest some judge should seem to luvor an
exhibitor and 1 should be nccused of being
bought. The judges ou pianos are six iu
number H lavas ot Russia, fchiiclinger of
Geimauy. George Stock of Ne.v York, Dr..
Clark, Dr. Ziegfitld of Chicago and Mr.
Carpenter. It I could only speak
the language as you do I should
fed mueii moie iu niv element.
A photograph of the judges ot the liberal
arts department was taken a few days
ago, and as I was among them will send
you one.

Am glad to hear that you
think the prospects good for a largo at-
tendance at tho Gut field.

RELICS AT FLORENCE.

Suggestions of the CUillxation of tho An-

cient Ktruhcutis.
nere at Florence, in the little tribune

of the mufceuin, aro spoils from the
"twelve fair cities," rivaling' nny col-

lection of antiquities found elsewhere
in Italy, including those which Home
itself can .show; arms, jewels, bronzes,
and articles of toilet, fashioned proba-
bly by the same peoplo who raised the
prehistoric wall of Fiesolc, (a few giant
blocks of "which may still be seen by
the visitor who care1; to inquire for
them;) and among" all these examples
of Etruscan workmanship, it will
startle us not a little to find Egyptian
scarabs .and bluish vases covered with
hierogtyphics, comiurj from the most
ancient tombs at C:rre, Vulci and Pren-este- ;

and still more surprising" to us
will be the gold plaques of Babylonian
work and beads of glass and ambor
found in the .same tombs showing that
these Etruscans, whoeycr they were,
were not barbarians, but had inter-
course with the most civilized nations
of antiquit, before the foundations oi
the Immortal CU3 were laid.

That the infant stato of Home boast-
fully depreciated a neighboring people
who were their superiors in civilization
is not surprising; but imitation h
the highest flattery, and from the
Etruscans tho Komans bomnveiJ
much which we have come to look
on as characteristically Roman. The
faces, lictors, the toga and bulla, the
curulc chair are all Etruscan; w also is

the Harasncx the whole fcvstem oi
vaticination bv which the future wiu j

revealed through the inspection of en
trails and tlie flight of birds a system
foreign to all the Aryan family, but oh
which, after all these centuries, tve j

have still an echo in such words a j

"auspicious,"' "augur," and, according j
to Prof. Breal, "Augustus."

The personal names with which we
are so familiar from our Livy arc aho
many of them Etruscan. Tarquin, j

Tanaquil, Petronius, even the Script-
ural Titus, are all borrowed aiid were
doubtless borne by many a Lucuino, or j

governor of one of those twelve Etrur--j
ian cities which later on played such
an important part in Koman .history.
To Etruria, Heme was certainly in- -'

debted for her arts. Prior to the Tar- - j

quins she possessed no images of hor j

gods, and for a long time after this all .

the statues were fashioned by Etru-- '
can workmen. Tarqjinius SuperbuA i
Kiid to have sent for Etruscan archf- -
