L Precautions That Were Taken.

A Million Cares IJn-- n Millionaires Th

For tne last few years of the great
American land owner Astor's residence
in his nativo city of New York, the
prospect that hit son Waldorf might at
any moment fall into the hands of
kidnappers was constantly the family
sword of Damoclei. Threats, darkly
made in constantly arriving anony-
mous letters, precautions, the more ef-
ficient because their necessity and very
existence were denied, and longing to
escape the gaping publicity incident
to his riches, combined, finally, to drive
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Jimerica's rent reoeivin g Crcesus into
his present splendid exile.

Connected with the chief aggrava-
tion were a host of lesser miseries.
Balked in political ambition, longinc
for distinction in literature and in art,
nnd a growing feeling that in New
York he and his were becoming more
and more the prey of the designing
and ambitious, filled the measure of
Mr. Astor's unhappiness to the brim.

About three years before the Wal-

dorf Astors sailed av ay, there began
to arrive the fhst of those threatening
letters foreboding the abduction of the
heir of the house. Like all the other
general correspondence, these epistles
passed through the hands of the Astor
agents. Of course people of their
Tvealth have all kinds of mail matter
sent them Therefore the commuica-tion- s,

which at first took the form of
w itli certain pecuniary

demands, received little attention. But
gradually the writers, while not
throwing aside their anonymity became
more specific, until the abduction of
young Waldorf was categorically
threatened.

Iras, of course, a matter of the deepest
concern to Mr. Astor, himself an ac-

complished scholar, master of half a
dozen languages, acquainted with the
sciences, and iell veised in other de-

partments of knowledge It was but
matter of course, therefore, that

roung Waldorf s education, in every
branch of learning and art, was care-
fully planned. The languages, music,
painting, science and the bellc-tiisti- c

divisions of knowledge were success-
ful Ly this scion of the house of Astor
tinder the tutorship of experts in their
respective studies That father and
mother became wrapped up in their
first born as his attractive quali-
ties of mind and heart developed,
tands to reason.
But tw o motives could exist for kid-

napping the heir of all the Astors as
he then was. The hope of pecuniary
gain by the operation would seem the
weightiest and, indeed, was so well
understood that the detectives, who
usually their richest harvest in the
nnoasiness entailed by the possession
of wealth, had long before been in-

structed to guard against the danger.
Xherefore, wherever the Astor house- -
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bold established itself, there were
hired, unseen and watchful guardians.
If little Waldorf went on a journey, hi
parents knew that not far from him
were those whose duty it was to make
his personal safety their fin.t care.

Mysterious Knuiity.
But human precaution has its limits.

The annonymous letters became leas
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and less vagrue as time went on. Knowl-
edge of the family's doings, whicli
could only come with knowledge o

the family plans, was shown by the
writers of these harrassing- communi-
cations. Who was the author of the
letters?

For an Astor to appear apprehensive
of his heir's safety would but jeopard-
ize that safety more; still, the field oi
suspicion was gradually narrowed un- -

til the family counsellors concluded
that a former servant was implicated
in the plot that threatened the family
peace.

That the Astors should have enemies
is not surprising. It is well known,
among a certain social set, that Wm.
Waldorf Astor, prior to his marriage
with Miss Paul, of Philadelphia, had
given rise to a rumor that he would
wed a young lady who then lived in an
entirely different part of the country.
Moreover, Mr. Astor had occasion
shortly after his wedding to dismiss
more than one trusted servitor in view
of certain disclosures connected with
domestic finances. Could his hours of
uneasiness respecting the kidnapping
of young Waldorf, and his early per-
sonal unpleasantness bo attributable
to the same set of persons? Many cir-
cumstances indicated that such was the
case.

For numerous reasons, however, a
summary disposal of the whole matter
was not to bo thought of. Mr. Astor
personally dreads notoriety and public
attention. Besides, an objection to the
general interest sure to be aroused, by
the publicity attendant upon legal
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easures to protect his family, was the

fear that another set of schemers would
take up the plot wherever one set had
been forced to drop it.

This state of affairs continuing, it is
not to be wondered at that even trifling
anxieties connected with the young
Waldorf were magnified into exquisite
tortures. On one occasion not many
years ago, when the boy still wore long
curls, velvet knickerbockers, lace col-
lar and the other details of a Little Lord
Tauntleroy costume, he disappeared
from his guardian during a walk
through Central Park. Ilis absence
was not noticed for some time, and his
tutor naturally dreaded returning until
the youth was found. Then began an
anxious search. Streets, byways and
lanes were visited, but the boy could
not be discovered. The hours passed
and meanwhile parental alarm was
awakened. Mrs. Astor was nearly dis-

tracted. Much further delay would
certainly hao resulted in one of the
most sensational general alarms ever
sent out over Xew York city.

But at dark the boy appeared. Amid
hysterical embraces and reproaches ho
told his parents ho "quils'etaitegairel"

("That he had lost his way;" French
is a strong point with the Waldorf
Astors.)

The incident had some embarrassing
consequences. A reporter or two visi-

ted the house but received courteous
denials of any reason for anxiety. Mr.
Astor smiled at the idea that his heir
could be kidnapped. There was no
possibility or reason for such a thing.
The whole matter had better be
dropped

In this connection attention may be
drawn to the Astor tendency to throw
doubt and uncertainty upon all Astor
movements. When Mr. Astor's own
engagement to his present wife first
became whispered about, the story was
denied. Mr. Astor denied that he
meant to be minister to Italy and that
he would run for Congress. He denied
the stories of his contemplated migra-
tion to a foreign land. Tne man of
millions seems to have a mania for the
element of uncertainty. He denied,
after the death "fake" had been dis-

countenanced, that he had been inter
viewed by a reporter the day before
the story was cabled from England, j

He declared positively that he would
have nothing more to do with journal j

ists and journalism, and that no re-- j

porter would get anything from him f

or his. A week later he bought the
Pall Mall Gazette and actively super- - j

vises its publication. '

To resume. Other matters were
pressing. Mr. Astor was anxious to
live abroad. Various personal estrange-
ments had made the family peace al-

most an armed truce. For years, as is
well known, the Astors have been at
variance among themselves as to the
precedence of the two family branches.
The difficulty over the intended ad-

dressee of letters directed to "Mrs.
Astor" will be remembered. This is
but one instance of many such minor
miseries. Therfnra when it was rtw

resented to the head of the Waldorf
Astors that England was the place for
him, that there he could satisfy his ev-

ery ambition and escape an uncongen-
ial social and political atmosphere at
the same time, he determined to make
the experiment. What followed is
well known. William Waldorf Astoi
transferred his lares and penates tc
London. A town house was leased for
the season, letters of introduction to
exalted social deities were advanta-
geously placed, and the career that has
risen from one climax to another and
has made this rich American a British
newspaper publisher, a British land
owner, a British nabob and a prospect-
ive British member of Parliament, is
the sequence that is atpresentdazzling
'"the Yankees," as Mr. Astor now
cheerily styles us.
