FIEEBUGS AND BEDBUGS.

THE PIONEEE HOTEL OF WICHITA

BADLY SOOKOHED.

There is Hardly Any Question Bat What

the Fire Was of Incendiary Origin,

Coal Oil or Gasoline Undoubtedly
Used-L- oss About $1,000,

Insurance $5,000.

The Douglas Avenue hotel, after stand-
ing as a recognized landmark for twenty
long year, came within an ace of being
swept out of existence yesterday after-
noon. Abous5:30 o'clock Pat Healy and
others saw tongues of fire creeping through
the shingles, and the former turned in the
alarm. The fire department responded
promptly, the boys of No. 2, with the
famous black horses, ariiviug first. At
that time the blaze was jumping ten feet
above the roof and licking up the shingles
with such rapidity that everybody thought
it was impossible to save the building or
any part of it. In fact, few felt sure that
the entire block wonld not be swept out of
existence by the fire.

"The Douglas Avenue is burning I" was
the ciy that went around, and of course
this brought such au immense crowd
to the scene that it was with some diff-
iculty tho police kept an opening sufficient
to give the firemen room to work. Iu u
few minutes after the alarm was turned in
the full department iu charge of Chief
Walden was at work. At one time tho
entire roof was a flood of fire, and as
everybody regarded an effort to save the
building in vain, two or three fiienien
broke down the locked doors, boon
appeared crawling thiough a second story
window and witb the agility of cits going
throuch a thiid story window under the
very blaze itself. Their heroic efforts in
fighting the flames called fourth loud
cheers nnd "brave boya" from the im-
mense ciowd that had gathered around.
Havine: arrived at a point where they had
a fair field at the fire they sooufgot it under
contiol and confined the damage almost
exclusively to the roof and tho third floor
of the building. Many nere tlia gags got
ten off by wags, during the fire, at the ex-
pense of the bed-bug- for from some rea-
son the popular impression was that the
Douglas avenue hotel was tho very
Eden of that tribe of insects. Befoie
7 o'clock the departments retired from the
building, leaving not a spark of the fire
living. They did admirable work as the
fire was so hot thAt oue could hardly go
within fifty feftof the building.

The hotel was iusured for about ?5,000
in different companies. The actual loss
can probably be settled for less than

1,000. It is not known what the insur-
ance on the furniture is, bat it is probably
a small sum, as those who were acquaint-
ed with the appointments say that the
furniture was old and of little value.

That tho house was set on fire malicious
ly, there is hardly any doubt. Such was
tho verdict of everybody. Coal oil could
be smelt by the crowd and it is known
that coal oil was washed down on one of
the firemen, by the water, until his cloth-
ing was stained all over with it. The fire
caught about the head of the stairway on
the third floor, which is another evi-

dence that the building was fired
as the house was empty at the time and
the doors locked, thus doing away with
tho probability of a cigar stump beiug
throwu on the floor or it being set on fire
by any other similar accidental means.

Tim Lane of Chaue is the owner oC the
building, and as he was in town yestetduy
a reporter for the Eagle sought him to
get particulars about insurance, etc., or to
find out whether he had any suspicious as
to who the incendiary might be, but
he could not bo found, as he
had left ou the Wichit-- i and Western train
about the time or a few minutes before
tho fire was discovered.

It was regietted by some that the build-
ing did not burn to tho ground, as Mr.
Lane has both the money and the enter-
prise to put a good building in its stead.
As it is the building will probably ba

The hotel was built in 187 and was one
of the famous hostelries ot Wichita twenty
years ago when the cattlemen aud cow-
boys ran the town.

A SAUKOW ESCAPE.

About 10 o'clock yesterday morning
moke was seen issuing from the cellar of

the building occupied by Mr. A. Katz with
his extensive dry goods and clothing store.
A hurried examination revealed fire In the
basement. The alarm vjs tnrned in and
in a minute two or three fitcmen were at
work. An entrance into the cellar was
affected, and for a moment the outlook
was alarming. "What might, in a brief
tin:e, have been a disastrous fire, was
slowly consuming the joists on which the
floor rests. The hose from the chemical
was brought into the store through the
front door, a hole cut through the floor,
and iu a few minutes the flames were ex-

tinguished. Just how the fire originated
is absolutely inexplicable. The cellar was
not in use and, of course, no one had been
in it. The only possible theory is that a
match, or a cigar or cigarette stub was
carelessly dropped into the opening left
for ventilation, between ths sidewalk and
the buildiug. There is no other solution
of the mjstery. At any rate Mr. Katz
feels very much elated over his escape
from a severe los, as Chief Walden cave
it as h judgment that in half an hour
more the fire would have consumed the
wholo of the lare stock, and if it had
happened ac night the los would havo
been great. As it was some goods weie
damaged by smoke.

When the hole was cut in the floor and
tho large volume of smoke rolled up gieat
consternation prevailed in the store
among the employe. One of the lady
clerks mude for the rear window and not-
withstanding there was iron grating on
the window she kept going, aud never
stopped till she was outside the store, and
the others went through the front dcor,
aud quickly, too. It was a narrow tcape.

THE SDTTON CASS.

Only Ten Minutes lfequlrel to Rot una a
Verdict of Acquittal.

The case of the state against Harry
Sutton, for the killing of Henry Ai kens
last June, was concluded yesterday in tha
district court aud the result was what was
expected by those who were acquainted
with the-- facts in the case.

The instructions of Judge Reed left but
two alternatives to the jury, tha acquittal
of Mr. Sutton or a verdict of murder iu
the secoud degree. He liberated them
from the cobweb of responsibilities that
usually befuddle a jury, such as the con-

sideration of a string of three or four de-

After au absence of exactly ten minutes
the jury returned to the court with a ver-
