Wichita alone but the railroads are hit-
ting the farmer sguarely between the
eves. Take for exumple the charzes on
urricultural imulements.  The dealer
ships his goods in cur loud loss, the price
of the implements is fixed and the
froight is added and the farmer puis up
for the railroud robbery. Look at the
charges on agricultural implements in
car load lots:

The charge from Chicagn to Wichita
is O3 cents per hundred. How is this
divided? Why 27 econts per hundred
will bring the goods from Chicazo to
the Missouri river, 450 miles. Now cioss
the dead line and come over into the
paradise of the robbers, and you must
pay 322 cents per hundred to get the
goods to Wichita, 226 miles. Tweniz-
saven cents for 430 miles outsids of
Kansas and 824 cents for 226 miles
within the state of Kansas, Draw your

own conclusions. We must push
this fight; we must show ths
companies that we have ihe man-

hood to stand for our own rights.
We mnst walk into the fight with a
good strong combination of sand and
sense, and strike with the assurance of
one who is fighting for the right and
against the wrong, and there cun be no
question as 1o the result. “The gods
Lelp those that belp themselves,”

We must sgitate this question of
freight rates, The more it is talked
about the more it will be thought about
and understood; and the beiter it 13 un-
derstood the more certain and spesdy
will ba our relief, In politics we blow
the horn, we beat the drum, we slioot
the gun, we rend the air, and likswise
our ghirments, our interest is sa great.
