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MOUNTAIN CLIMBING.

A Calling for Which Men Mast Be Especial-
Iy Trained.

All crafts depends upon knowledge
and acquired skill-knowledgze of the
material to be handled, acquired skill
in the bandliog of the material. Pion-
eers of mountainesring had first to
learn what mountains acteally are
like, the details of their stroe-
ture, and the forces in smetion upon
them. Roek struciure, which has one
menuning for a geologist, has others for
& mountaineer. One kind of mountain
masonry forms ridees and gullies,
enother forms ledges and precipices:
one texture and dip makes staircases
that ean be rushed, another makes slubs
that ean ssarcely be adhered to: one
kind of substance is firm and trust-
worth, another is frinble and treach-
erous to hand and foot. If thers was
80 much to be learned about rocks,
snow and ice were at first far more un-
known.

The anatomy of glaciers had to be
discovéred. the secrets of crovasse
formation to be learned. There were
the vaurions phenomenz implied in the
phrase, “'state of the snow, to be under-
stood. Both foot and eve had to be
trained to recognize biv feel and glance
what the “state of the snow"” at
any time might be. Avalanches

| had to be investigated—uavalnnehes

of snow, ive, amd rock—when
they might be expected to fall where
they were to be looked for, how far
they would go. Climbers had to learn
to distinguish afur off between snow
and ice slopes  Moreover, the toolsef
moantaineering had to be invented.
Many were tried and discarded: a few
were retained and improved. The form
of the ax was slowly evolved and its
uses learned. The way to employ the
rope wus a vet more difficult discovery,

| Fven now the proper form for climbing
prope ng

irons is only being arrived at
Accidents, usually fatal, were the
lessons wherefrom these facts were de-
rived. The great Matterhorn aceident
finally demonstrated how the rope
shiould be used, and proved that large
parties were a source of danger. The
Lyskamm sccident showed the peril of
cornices.  Unroped climbers met their
death on many mountains. From al-
most every accident something was
learned. T'he safety of the many has
been bonght by the death of the few.
We can now plunge into the world
of smow without undne peril We
know its dangersand can guard against
them: we know also when we sre sale
and can freely ga  Our forerunners
went aloft as neolithic navigators put
to sea—badly equipped and into a8 mis-

understood region We are now
on the footing of the modern
suilor: snmow., as such, haz ne

more terrors for us than sea for them.
