Washington, Nov. 1. Silver purchases
by the government ceased today. The
purpose for which President Cleveland
called congress in extraordinary session
was accomplished at 4:15 o'clock this aft-
ernoon, when he affixed bis signature to
the bill to repeal unconditionally the
purchasing clause of the Sherman law.
The struggle in the house vh3 short. Only
a small number could be rallied for a last
stand by the silver leaders, Messrs. Bland
and Bryan. Mr. Bland ami his colleagues,
knowing that further opposition was
futile, preferied to sacrifice the oppor-
tunity for a few hoars' debute offered by
Mr. Wilson in order to force the majority
to bring in a closuie rale and force the
house to concur in the senate amendment
under dtue-- . But eveu in this they failed.
Their small following might have succeed-
ed had thoy bsen led by experienced and
able parliamentarians. Neither Mr.
Bryan nor Mr. Snodgrsss. bis lieutenant,
are well versed in pailiainentary proceed-
ings, and when thrown off their guard by
a momentary detraction they exposed
their flunk by filiug to follow onefili-btisteriu- g

motion with another, and
Speaker Crisp overwhelmed them by put-
ting the pending motion to' order the
previous question. Ic was carried with a
loar. The filibusters had been canght
nupping, and nothing remained for them
but to submit. For thirty minutes, under
the rule, followed the rattle of oratory
amid the greatest confusion and excite-meu- t.

At its conclusion a vote was taken
on the BUud free coinage substitute. The
majority against it was 73.

Then cime the final vote on concurring
iu the senate amendment. Thevotestood
l'J3 for concurrence and t against. When
the original bill pas-e- the houne on Aug.
23 the vote stood 201 to 100; so that,
although the total vote today was smaller,
the proportion was practicdlv the same.
The final vote was taken at 2:50 o'clock
The hill was engrossed at once and at 3:10
o'clock the formal announcement was

to the senate that its amendments
had been agreed to by the house. At 3:30
o'clock It was given to Speaker Crisp
foi his signature, and two minutes later it
was sigued by Vice President Stevenson
uud hurried over to the White House to
the piesident. The president was wailing
for the arrival of the bill, and with him at
the time weie Secretary Carlisle, Attorney
Geuoral Oluey and Private Secretary
Thurber. Alter telicitatiug with each
other for a fe minutes oven the victory,
the president took up the bill and read it
aloud. Then, picking up a pen, he affixed
his nutoicruph, at 4:25 o'clock. And thus,
eight live days, lour hours and twenty-flv- c

minute after the extra session
the lemedy for theliuancial distress

which Mr. Cleveland had demanded iu
hi? message was applied.

Au analysis of the vote shows that 18i
Dtniouiat. 6S Republicans and one noini- -
11st (Mr. Camion of California) voted for
concurrence, and 70 Democrats, fifteen Re-
publicans and nine populists agaiust.

Washington, Nov. 1. Rev. Mr. Bagby,

friends of this measure would allow it to
come up at the regular time in the regular
way. I do not see the necessity for de-

manding the previous question, and mak-
ing an arrangement for a silver debate.
I want the debate to go on in the regular
way, so that the bill will still be open for
amendment. The opponents of the meas-
ure thould not be stifled."

By this time the area in front of the
speaker's chair was crowded with mem-
bers and the aisles were choked.

Mr, Allen of Mississippi, said: "It is
only intended to partially stifle the house."

Mr. Wilson proceeded "to explain his pur-
pose iu demanding the previous question.
It w.is not to cut off debate, but to avoid
losing control of the bill.

Mr. Livingston of Georgia offered as a
couuterTpropositlon, that the previous
question be considered as ordered at 4
o'clock.

Mr. Wilson, however, did not seem dis-
posed to treat with Mr. Liviugtou as the
leader of the opposition.

Mr. Stockdato of Mississippi wanted to
know, with evidence of much irritation,
if the bill were so defective that the friends
of the measure were afraid of amendments.

At this point so much confusion existed
that the speaker ordered the aisles cleared.

As toon as order was restored Mr. Liv-
ingston renewed his proposition. He
called attention to the fact that every one
wished to get away, and said that all the
siher men wanted was to explain their
votes. He chided Mr. Bland, who had
just returned to the city after six weeks'
absence, with standing in the way of an
u'micable agreement, which, he said, would
go far toward hatmonizing the Demo-
cratic party. "If he won't accept it." said
Mr. Livingston, "I will accept myself."

Mr. Bryan asked Mr. Wilson if his pur-
pose was to prevent the house from voting
on amendments.

"Yes, sir," replied Mr. Wilson.
"I want that fact to go on record," re-

turned Mr. Bryau. "I want the country
to know that you are unwilling that this
house shall vote on amendments."

"We nave already voted on every
amendment offered," replied Mr. Wilson.

At 1:15 o'clock the filibusters' motions
iiad again been lost, and Mr, Livingston
was making an appeal to his collengties to
desist.

stead of leuewiug their filibustering
motions.

Speaker Crisp took advantage of the
momentary lull, and put the motion for
the previous question, which was declared
carried. Mr. Bryan of Nebraska was
demanding the attention of the speaker,
but was not seen. It was all done so
quickly that the silver men did not seem
to know what had happened. The result
was greeted with loud applause.

Mr. Suodgrass made a motion to adjourn,
but the speaker said that ho had recog-
nized Mr. Wilson, and he could not be
taken olf the floor.

Mr. Wilson usked Mr. Bland to consume
the fifteen minutes to which the silver
side was entitled, and Mr. Bland began an
address, but not relore Mr Suodgrass had
asserted thac the.se motious would be con-
tinued unon other stages ot the oroceed-ing- s

before a vote could be leached on the
main proposition.

Mr. Bland said that he should have
despaired of the future of his party had
he not seen iu the house aud in the senate
a small uuterrified force which had but-
tled for the last three months, seeking to
establish the principles announced in the
Democratic platform. In these he saw a
nucleus wheieiu and whereby, on the
platform auuouuced, the Democratic
party in all sections west of the Al- -
leghanies would stand. In his opinion
the great muss of the eastern Democracy
would finally also stairl on that platform,
aud the Democracy would march to
tiiumph. The advocates of sil-
ver were not discouraged. On
the contrary, when the Sherman
law was wiped out the sole issue would be
made whether ttiis country should go to
the gold monometallism which had prac-
tically bankrupted Enrope, or

the monetary system "of the constitu-
tion. There might be a spasmodic revival
of busiuess now, sai'd Mr. Bland, but it
could not last, in this country stocks had
already begun to fall, aud if anything
should rise on account of the repeal of the
Sherman law and the goiug to a gold
standard, it should be stocks, for this
legislation had been obtained iu the in-

terest of stock-jobbin- g operations. Ap-
plause. The old world was in distress,
however, and American securities would
be sent back to this couutry notwithstand-
ing the repe il of the Sherman law. It had
been repealed in the interest of stock gam-
bling, and wheat, cotton aud the products
of the farm hid been depressed by the ac-

tion of congress.
At l:3i o'clock p. m. Mr. Bryan of Ne-

braska began speaking. When Mr.
Bryan's time expired, Mr. Pence of Colo-- j
ado asked unanimous consent that Mr.

Bryan have ten minutes more. Objection
was made and Mr. Wheeler of Alabama
took the floor. When he had concluded
the silver men had exhausted their time
and Mr. Wilson yielded five minutes to
Mr. Springer of Illinois.

At 1:40 o'clock p. m. Mr. Wilson yielded
to Mr. Livingston of Georgin, who spoke
briefly. Then Mr. AVilsou yielded five
minutes to Mr. Reed of Maine, who pre-
dicted misfortune despite the passage of
the bill, aud referred to the impending
changes in the tariff a " the cause.

Mr. Tracey of New York talked for two
minutes.

Mr. Wilson closed the debate at 1:55
o'clock, and demanded a vote: J

Mr. Bland uow moved to commit the I

bill to the committee ou coinage, weights
aud measures, with instructions to report
the law of 1S37. which would provide for
free coinage at 16 to 1. Unon this the yeas
and nays were ordered.

The motion to commit, with instruc-
tions, was defeated by a vote of ICO yeas to
175 navs.

After Mr. Bland's motion Mr. Bryan of
Nebra-ska.sj- t 2:24 o'clock p. m., announced j

that the silver men would uot filibuster
further, as there were too few silver men
rtady'and willlug to join iu such proceed-
ings. He left to the future the task of
determining who were right and who were
wrong on this question. He called upon
the Amcricau people to send to the next
congresa re preseuta lives ounuizh to solra
the financial question independently of
the influence or interference of foreign
governments.

At 2:20 o'clock tbe roll call bsgan on con-
currence in he senate amendment and the
final p.s-:ig- e of tlie bill. The houe. by a
vote uf 103 3ea to 04 nays concurred in the
seu.ite' .imeudmnt.

ing the registration aud trial of Chmese
aliens.

Mr. Davis also offered a substitute, pro-
viding for the repeal of all existing laws
excl'idiug Chinese immigration.

Mr. Palmer took exception to the pro-
vision of the bill rejecting tho evidence of
Chinese in courts or justice. He thought
such a provision uuwortuy our clvilizt-tiou- ,

He also objected to the clause refus-
ing bail to Chinese arrested uuder the pro-
visions of the bill before their guile was
established.

Mr. Perkins of California addressed the
senate. He stid tlmt the California peo-
ple were not asking for this legislation,
but were satisfied with the present law.
Mr. Perkins read a letter from the chief of
police of San Francisco, saying that of the
arrests made for crime (except drunken-
ness) in San Francisco about SO per cent
were of theChiuese inhabitants. He said
that not 20 per cent ot the Chinese of Cali-
fornia had been converted to Christianity.
He also stated that a careful computation
shows that since they begau coming to
this couutry they have taken or sent back
to Chiua $S10,0J0 000 of American money.

Mr. Doiph spoke in defense of the Geary
law. He objected to the provisions of the
bill which were not contained iu the Gsary
act.

At 3:53 o'clock p. m. the senate received
a communication from tbe house announc-
ing that that body had concurred in the
senate amendments to the sdver repeal
bill. Vice President Stevenson at once
affixed his sicnatuie to the measure and
aunonuced it to tbe senate, aud the bill, at
4 o'clock p m.. was delivered to the chair
man of the house committee on enrolled
bill- -, and at ouce sent to the president for
his signature.

The consideration of "the exclnion act
was resumed, and Mr. Sqnire of Washing-
ton offered au amendment appropnatiag
6100,000 for the enforcement during the
present fiscal year of ths acts regulating
aud prohibiting Chinese immigration, aud
spoke in favor of if.

THE PUBLIC DEBT.
Washington, Nov. L The public debt

statement issued today snows that the net
increase in the public debt during October
was 5,14i,03S The cash iu the treasury
is $720,447,014. There was a reduction of
"M 531,341 iu the cash balance during the
month. The gold reserve today is SS4.3S4,"
862. The total balance is 102.204 201, a de-

crease during the mouth of M,5Si,341. The
receipts of the government from ali sources
were $24,553,204 and the expenditures

Tne receipts siuce Juiy 1 have
been 103.032,812 and the expenditures
812S010.4S5 The tailing off m receipts
luring ttie four months of the present

fiscal, year, compared with last year, has
been approximately $10,000,009 in customs
and $7,OOJ,000 in mierual revenue. The
peusiou paymeuts during that time were
over $47,000,000, against 52.0O0,000 during
the year previous.

vorable for such farm work as is usually
done at this season. While the winter
wheat crop is in fair to good condition in
Kansas and Missouri, rains would be ben-
eficial iu those states. Iu Texas the gen-
eral absence of rain is favorable to couon
picking, and reports indicate that picking
will be completed in thatstate earlier than
usual. Iu Arkansas, however, the crop
will not be completely secured before No-
vember 15, aud possibly not before Dec 1."

AN OPEN DRAW.
Portland, Or., Nov. L Au electric car

this morning plunged off the Madison
street bridge into the Willamette river. A
heavy fog was prevailing, and the draw
was open for the passage of a steamboat.
The car contained fifteen p.isseugers, nine
of whom escaped by jumping. The re-
maining six were drowned. The president
of the road, the conductor and the motor-ma- n

are uuder arrest. Three bodies have
been recovered Charles Beckman, Alex-
ander Campbell and J. P. Anderson. The
conductor aud motorman were released ou
their owu recognizance.

Just before tbe car reached the edge of
the draw the conductor ttaw the impend-
ing danger and gave the alarm. The pass-
engers rushed out iu a confused mass, aud
it is thought that all but tbe uumber
named succeeded iu getting off the car be-

fore it took the fatal pluuge. There was
but .one' lady in tbe car, a Miss Thayer,
whom the scramble to get out was caught
in the doorway, fiom where she was extri-
cated, though not without being injured.

Motormau Detry gave the following
version of the accident; "When the ctr
came on the bridge the power was thrown
off aud it approached the draw at a low
rate ot speed. The fog was so heavy that
I was unable to see the lights at the draw.
When about four spans from tbe draw I
put on the brakes, but, owing to the slip-
pery comlition of the rails, they refused to
work, aud I had no sand. When within
one span of the draw I reversed, but the
momentum tvas so great that it wa.i of no
avail. Seeing that it was impossible to
avoid an accident, I jumped, catching the
railing of the bridge, just as the car crush-
ed through the wooden gate iu irout of the
chasm."

The railroad company Is the recipient of
a great deal of censure for the failure to
provide the cars with sand.

FUNERAL OF TOE FAMOUS MAYOR

OF THE GARDEN CITY,

The Body Escorted From the Cily

llall by a Magnificent Civic and

Military Pageant.

Political Clubs of Both Parlie?, Beligions

and Benevolent Societies, and State

and National Soldiery in Line.

The Dead Man's Friends Among the Poly-

glot Foreign Population of Chicago

Turn Out in Force A General Sus-

pension of Busmess-T- ha Streets

Along the Line of March

Densely Packed With

Sightseers The

Assassin
Notes.

Chicago, Nov. 1. With the solemn
pomp and imposing ceremonies beflttiug
the interment of the chief magistrate of
the world's fair cits. Caiter II. Harnsou's
body was escorted to Gracelaud cemetery
today by an immense throng of citizens.
The remains were borne from the, black-drap-

and flower-scente- d corridor of the
city hall, where they had rested in state,
and laid in the funeral car. As the black
car took its place in the waiting proces-
sion the line of march was taken up, and
the thousands who had gathered to do
honor to the dead moved slowly through
the crowded streets, with banners draped
and to the music of a funeral march. Tho
great procession marched across the river
and to the beautiful church of tho
Epiphany, near the late executive's home.
All along the line of march people with
bared beads watched the somber column,
while about tho church a throng as great
as that which had beeu about the city hall
was gathered.

The cortege was headed by police
officers commanded by a lieutenant.
Then followed the Iowa State bund and
Justin Q. Doyle, marshal of the day, and
his staff of aides. Then came Major Gen-
eral Nelson A. Miles, with his staff.
United States infantry nnd cavalry came
next. These were followed by a detach-
ment of police; the fire department and a
guard of honor of seven aldermen. Fol-
lowing these were the honorary pall
bearers, composed of members of the
police and fire departments; mourners in
carriages; city and county officials; mem-
bers of the judiciary; Governor Altgeld
and the at ite officials; the world's fair and
government officials; representatives of
various civic societies and political clubs
of both parties, and the letter carriers.
There were 5,000 men in the Ger-

man division, 2,000 iu the Polhb
division and 2.000 in the Bo-

hemian division. Tho Catholic church
and other focieties were wall represented,
and there were also a large number of
men in liucrepr-sentin- g rretich-Lanadia- n,

Norwegian aud Italian jocieties. Citizens
on Joot and in carriages formed the rear
of the processio'i.

From every window, from every roof and
from every doorway along the line of
march faces looked forth upon the solemn
scene. Inspector Rose hud sent out 1,300
policemen to clear the streets and manage
the crowds, but the officers were almost
powerless in tho vast throngs. As the
Seventh regiment, Illinois National
guards, passed a particularly crowded cor-
ner, with Colonel Francis T. Colby at the
bead of bis splendidly drilled command,
the crowd swayed forward, forced by the
crush in the rear, but the policemen noon
cleared the way and the procebiou moved
on again. The display was one of the
mo-j- t imposing ever ceen iu Chicago. As
the funeral car, guarded by the active pall
bearers, passed, the crowds stood with
bared heads and dimmed eyes. During
lb crush opposite the doors of the church,
Mrs. I. A. Clark fainted. Before she
could be gotten out of the crowd she was
severely crushed aud bruised. A patrol
wagon took her to tbe county hospital.
On arrival at the church the remains were
placed within the chancel rail, and, Iu the
presence of :t great congregation of friends
of the mayor, the beautiful Episcopal
service for the dead was read by Rev, I. N.
Morrison, Jr. The music was by forty
choir boys, robed In biuck cassocks aud
white surplices.

During the services at the church a gad
scene occurred when the chief mourners
moved out to the carriage. Mlas Howard,
who up to this time had endured the
strain with remurkable fortitude, com-
pletely gave way and burst into violent
weeping. Fyrapathyr.ing triends avsisted
her to a carriage andhe was driven to tbe
Harrison residence. Her ntrength failed
completely and she would have sank to tbe
pavement bad not Iit friends supported
her. Litter her condition improved, and
she was thougnt to be in no danger. The
mayor's sou Preston nas overcome during
the .services and fainted, but was aeon re-

vived with stimulant--- .
Out from th sacred edifice, to the

strains of the great organ, almost
hidden bcueath wreaths of lilirs and roe,
tbe casket was borne, and tbe march to
the cemetery began. The procehion
moved in an unbroken coin in n. Tbe
streets everywhere were lined with great
crowd. About two mile north from the
center of the city the foot portion of the
line disbanded, while the mounted officers
and those m carriages went on to the
cemetery.
