$20,000,000, and tho clearings for the
past week enow a falHug off of 25 p?r
cent. That this country needs some-ibin-

more than reneal is very evident.

OUR COUNTY TICKET.

DNCLESAM IS OUT OF LAND.

The Indianapolis Journal has prepared
a list of our various acquisitions of land,
which shows the United States has been
the largest purchaser of real estate in
tho world. The land embraced in our
first possession, in 1783, had 819,815
squaio miles of territory. In 1803 Jeffer-M)- ii

made tho Louisiana purchase of
Fiance, including 877,2GS square miles.
Thiough tlie Clark and Lewis expedition
inlSOoVe acquired a title to 225.91S
square miles in the Columbia valley in
Oregon. By an act of congress tho
United States obtained 9,740 square
miles in west Florida, and in 1S19 the
remainder of Florida was acquired.
Through the annexation of Texas we
got 202,290 square miles. In 1S20, by
treaty with Great Britain we secured
5S,880 square miles in Columbia valley,
aud in 1853 the Gadsden pur-
chase from Mexico. Finally, in 1807, we
got Alaska 577,390 square miles.

In disposing of our real estate we sold
by special contract up to 1S01. In that
year the system of selling in small lots
on credit was adopted by which 18,000,-00- 0

acres was disposed of by tho j'ear
1820. At this date the government be-

gan to sell for cash in small hits to suit
purchasers and about 0,000,000 acres
were sold up to 1837. The
system followed, which secured to
actual settlers the most desirable lands,
and the homestead legislation at the
beginning of the war carried the
principle gratuity still further. At
tho present time the United
states has large holdings of public lands,
somo of which are valuable, but the
gi eater part must await irrigation to
give it real value. The scarcity of eligi-
ble farming lands should operate a-- j an
incentive to move at once in this matter
of irrigation. While the supply of va-

cant land is well nigh exhausted the
ovei flow of population is coming on in
an increasing ratio. Homes must be
provided, aud it is no longer a mailer of
choice in selecting a locality so much as
finding vacant land in any locality. The
millions of acres which may be re-

claimed by irrigation could be made tho
most productive land in the United
States. Being new an 1 having all the
elementsjaf fertility save that of mois-
ture it is of the highest importance totJie

portions of tho country,
as well as those immediately interested
that every acre should be productive.
Having compassed our geographical
limits, we know what can be made
available. There is nothing to be ac-

quired either by purchase or treaty, and
it remains now to make the best use of
what is loft.

FACTS ABOUT IRRIGATION.

If tho people of Kausas ate lacking in
any one of tire virtues that lead men
surely on to fortunes, it is patience, It
is said the Americun people live fast.
That is true. They make circumstances,
and do not wait for them. They crowd
great events close upon each other, so
that tho world is startled with the de-

velopments and progress of tho Ameri-
can people. Zvausas Is at the very head
of the states iu wonderful growth and
development. Our people are as restless
as they are ambitious. They are not
willing to wait-- upon the slow progress
made by natural growth, but are im-

patient to urge on and hurry up the
forces of nature. They have always
beii ready and willing to try any ex-

periment that seemed to promise a fair
aud speedy reward, though failure :uay
have been the lesulr.

Irrigation is not a new experiment.
At this late date it is not an experiment
at all. Tiie idea of supplying water to
tho thirsty soil m an artificial mai.ner
had its origin among nations of the very
remotest antiquity. Irrigation was the
first application of science to agriculture
and has never failed to accomplish the
results sought where the water supply
has been sufficient. It was practiced by
th? ancient E;vjtian, by the Assyrians-ai-

by the Babvlo Lais Iu fact the
t

great plains of that arid country be-

tween the Tigries and Euphrates rivers
were covered with an immense sysem
of canals, some of them hundreds of
miles in length, and much like rivers.
These were the ''rivers of Babylon" by
which tlie Children of l3real "sat down
and wept" and hung "harps upon the
willows" growing along the banks. Tlie
population of those countries could not
have been sustained without irrigation.
The system was extensively used by
the aucient Romans, and has for hun-
dreds of years.and is today a very import-
ant feature iu the agriculture of Italy,
France and Spain. The largest water
dam ever constructed in the world, was
built in the mountains of Spain in 159i
for the purpose of collecting water in the
winter and holding ic to ba used for ini-gatin- g

the vineyards in the summer.
This dam was 272 feet long 155 feet
high, and 60 feet thick at the top.

Upon the American continent it has
been found tha.t the ancient Aztecs of
Mexico had systems of irrigation. Also
the inhabitants of Peru huudred of years
ao had costly works constructed for
irrigating their lands. Ilistory says
"canals and aqueducts were seen cross
ing the low lands in all directions and- -

sureaumg over the countrv like a vast
net work, diffusing fertility and beauty
around them." In the western part of
our own country the system is in
extensive use, and lands that
were once supposed to be
barren have been made to "blossom as
the rose." The people of Kansas shouN
be patient. Tiie time is not far distant
when upon the "arid plans" of
the western part of the state, "instead
of the thorn shall come up the fir tree,
and instead of the brier shall come up
the myrtle tree," and "all the trees of
the field shall clan their hands."

The fertile soil is there, and has been
held in reserve by the Almighty, loo;
tlieie many years awaiting for tho con-

ditions to arrive, when He permits or
brings about wonderful developments
for the benefit of the human race. Tlie
water is beneath tho sui face, and only
needs the skill, and labor of man to bring
it up and distribute it so as to be drunk
up by the thirsty vegetation.

Salary of wife of P. L. Dixon of deaf

and dumb asylum, $400 per annum.
Salary of brother of Anarchist Scra-

pie, $72Q per annum.
Salaries of wife and daughter of W.

H. Wilson of Osawatomie asylum, $000
per annum.

For tli8 two years of their term of
office these relatives of Populist officials
will ''salt down" as an oblation to sweet
reform $25,800.

M'KINLEY AT PQUA.

Eain Falls to Dampen the Ardor of His
Army of Followers.

Quaint Piqua, with its old high-roofe-

careless houses glistening in a drizzling
tain, held high carnival tonight. Here
on the spot where the greatest Indian of
his time, Tecumseb, fell now a busy lit-

tle city nestling in a hollow scooped
from the .surrounding hills. Major

and his eloquence held forth.
The historic place trembled, with his
coming. He was booked to arrive at 6
o'clock.

The place about the station long before
that time did not have room for another
tee. Daring boys swung from the top-

mast branches of the leafless trees and
bestrode tho cross beams of telegraph
poles.

Shortly before the appointed hour a
train puffed in. Expectation was on
tiptoe. One man mounted a step-ladd-

"Three cheers for JIcKinley!'' "and a
tiger." echoed a score. Before the pledge of
homage had died away word flashed
through tiie crowd that the governor
was on hand. A minute later a man
with a smooth face, blanched and tremb-lin-

his hat askew, and his coat half off,
panted headlong through the jam. He
backed up breathless against the side of
the depot and offered to srna-l- i the first
man who touched him. He said he was
a straugn- - and was a peaceable man
and generally liked to shake hands, but
he was not built like a pump handle or a
foot ball and would not be used as
either.

"You're not McKinley," yelled the
crowd.

"I guess not," said the man, grinning
grimly at the mistake and dodging out
of sight.

This set the crowd in a roar, aud the
brass band present, feverishly eager to
do something, struck up "The Star
Spangled Banner," while the crowd
broke out into the song spasmodically
for a line or two, and then dropped it :s
quickly again. Another train
came in and on the rear plat
form stood Governor McKin-
ley. There was no mistaking this time.
The great crowd in deafening unison sent
up a mighty shout. The entire city
seemed to break its bounds. Blinding
flashes of calcium burned zigzag courses
through the muiky night; the Roman
candles breathed out their prismatic
balls; the rockets bprinkled myriad
globules of fire upon the little city; the
flaming torches shone in sprangles
through the tangle of silken flags. It
was as it has been in every tewn yet vis-

ited by the great protectionist.
Tonight, as usual, one lull could not

be found iu the town to accommodate
the people, who, despite the drizzle came
out to hear the governor. An overflow
meeting had to be held in another hall.
