"A chambermaid's revenge or life in a
hoteLkiichen" was the attraction in the
police court yesterday afternoon.

There was only oue case before Judge
Bbb and that was more full of meat than
any ten averige cases tried in the city
temple of justice during the year.

The prosecuting wi ness was a woman
named Bdley aud she appeared with a
Iare blnck eye, and a comp mion oiece
a liitle abow iu the shape of a gash on the
forehead, that might have been made with
a meat cleiver or a flying saucer, or a pair
of brass knucks.

Mrs. Bailey is at least 40; she may be 45,
and, if a man desired to he unuallant, he
could stretch her age to 50 She is the
first assistant chambermaid of a well
known hostelry, and it is sid that she has
a recoid of cleaning up fifty rooms a day.
She was once married as is sbowu by a
rather handsome daughter, who accom-
panies her in her shopping expeditions.etc.

Burt, a fo.ither-wein- of 22 or therr-abont- s.

He is a w.iiter at the aforesaid
hotel, snd is distinizuisbed for his agility
in slinking hash," as the vulgar express
the science of waiting at table. It is in
evideuct- - in the police court that he can
strintr side dishes along his ended left
aim fioru tht finders to the shoulder, and
take oa a Nancy Hanks gait from the
kitchen to the dining room and kick open
two doors without spilling the least par-
ticle of the contents of a single dish.

Burt appealed in court with his hair
nicely curled and parted very close to the
center. .His left eye looked very much as
if a government mule had kicked him.

She said t Ijat .she, was laughing ail the
time and that she thought it would be a
clever thing to throw a glass of ice water
in Burt's face, a)d she did so. Instead of
Burt's good nature bubbling forth in
hapoy laughter, as iu her case, his hand
flew fur waul and struck her and
then she felt a dish or something
strike her forehead. Afier that he stiuck
her in the eye and according to her story
that was all chere was to it.

The chrfmbermaid in chief was put on
the staud, and that lady looked exactly
like the Colleen Bawu did when
she took the stand against Willy Reilly.
She was supposed to be a witness for the
city, but iu reality she was a good witness
for thu plaintiff. Kitty, al-- o, was a good
witness for the plaintiff, and so was
Hiny, the waiter.

Burt, himself, was the Inst witness
and he told an exciting story of the
tragic eveut. He said he threw the dish
of ice cream at "Jo" iu fun aud that
she did not laugh by any menus. Neither
did she laugh when she tnrew the glass
of water. In fact the whole thini: was
such a capital joke that she lired the glass,
water ami ali at him; aud that her aim
was much better than the average
woman's for it struck him square in the
eye and made him see stars. That is what
gave him the black eye. While he was
applying a wet napkin to his optic she
fired the bread kjife at him; it passed,
within six inchcj of his nose aud fed
quivering at his feet with the blade stuck
in the floor to a depth that showed foice.
He thcu took her by tie neck aud in the
mill her forehead struck against a hinge
on the ice chest, nnd that is what made
tiie gash over her eye.
