Up to a late hour tonipht fifty wonnded
persons bad p.issed through the hands ot
Dr. Blet aloiif, and tlie list of injured had
swelled to eighty. President Carnot has
dispatched a special officer to visit the
wounded in his name.

It is now-know- that M. Dupuy, presi-
dent of the deputies received a trifling
scalp wound. Anions the ot her wounded
is M. Tondez, uncle of General ountr,
wlio sustained a badly injuied lei:; General
Billot, who was slightly wounded in the
shoulder, and Colonel Hasiiret of the
Roumanian army, b.d!y wounded about
the neck and hands. The latter had a
piece of the bombextrcted from his neck.
Olio wom.nn was wounded in the leg, aud
is so terribly mutilated that she will be a
cripple for life.

Two deputies, M. Ln Farronais and AI.

Samaray. who were piesent at the time of
the explosion, and who were allowed to
leave the chamber, volunteered the follow-
ing statement:

"The bomb was thrown from the gallery
above the right benches, into which the
public is admitted without tlie formality
Df presenting a card. A fue was attached
to the bomb, which exploded in the tir.
The smoke had the smell peculiar to nitro-
glycerine. Ye are of the opinion that the
Diitraizo was not directed against any par-

ticular party in the chamber, as the bomb
was thrown in the direction of the ooen
space separating the tribune from the first
row of benches. Had it exploded there,
the li- -t of fatalities would have been
appalling."- -

Soon after the explosion the Associated
Press correspondent secured a short inter-
view with the ducde Broglio.

"Well, duke, wnat do you think of
this?" asked the conespondent.

''I think," he replied, "that it is an
ntrocity. It is a kind of thing that must
be stopped." Aud with a parting exclam-
ation, "Atrociousl" "Atrocious!" the duke
excitedly left the scene

The correspondent later overheard the
following colloquy between M. Camilla
Drfii". deputy from the Seine, and Al.

Arthur Meyer, manager of tlie Gauluis.
'Tou will see," said M. Meyer, "that the

com t is gaining ground. The
reaction will go further than we Conser-
vatives ourselves desired it should."

"This bomb," M. Dreyfus replied, "will
have serious consequences for Socialism,
pit houirii the Socialists repudiate the
Anarchist."

"But," exclaimed Socialist Journalist
Duquoy, arriving on tlie scene, "this bomb
wan leallj' directed against our friends.
We shall publish an indignant protest.
We have nothing in commou with An
archists and have had quite enough ot
this remedy."

THE BANK TAX REPEAL BILL.
WASIHXGTOX, Dec. 9. The following is

the outline of the report made by the sub-
committee to the full committee on bank-
ing and currency for a bill to repeal the 10

per cent tax on state banks:
Section L The tax of 10 per cent against

state bank notes, etc., paid out aud used
as currencv, is repealed.

Sec . Except as below provided, no
btate bank notes, etc., shall he paid out
and used as currency outside of the state of
their issue, except subject to a penalty of
10 per ceut.each time paid. It is not ex
pected that this penalty would be gener-
ally collected.

Sec 3. State bink notes may bo paid out
and used as currency (outside of the stato
of their issue) on compliance with the fol-

lowing:
(a) Bank notes to he furnished, and

issue to Lc registered by the comptroller of
the currency, aud to ho of sharply dis-
tinctive design.

(b) Banks sach notes to be sub-
ject to inspection by the comptroller of the
currency.

(c) Ouuitanding notes of each bunk to be
limited to 7.1 per cent of paid and unim-
paired capital.

(d) Slate bank notes to be made bv states
of issue a first lien ou all assets of issuing
bank, and a liability airainst stockholders
to an amount equal to their stock iu addi-
tion to it,

(e) An assessment of 3j per cent to bo
paid ou taking out circulation and also
on all circulation outstanding more thau

year.
Sec 4. State bank notes may also be paid

out, and used as cttrienci' (outside of the
Mate of their issue) on compliance with a,
b. c and d, of section 3; on deposit with
the comptroller (as security for ultimate
ledemptiou of notes) of United State,
etate, muuicipal, etc, secuiities to the
amount of par of the notes to be issued.
The character of the securities permitted
to be stiictly described iu this bill.
