Judges Bit on the Quality o Oar Eoosters
and Openly Declare TBat PineY Fowls

Have Been Shown "Here Tnaa Were

Exhibited at the Colom-

bian ExDosition.

The chicken exhibit has provetT an un
qualified success, both in the number aud
quality of the birds on exhibition and the
attendance.

Mr.IPierce, the gentleman who came
"from Indianapalis to judge the pro
nounced It one of the ,finest exhibits' be
ever attended, and said the pen of
laced Wyandottes entered by Robert Mur
phy of this county were finer than any of
the same breed sbowu at the world's fiur.

The judging of fowls has been reduced
to a science. Two forms of entries are
made, viz: Single specimens, cock, cock-
erel, hen, pullet and breeding pen. A cock
is a rdoter a year old or older, a cockerel
under a year old. They aro judged on
symmetry, weight, condition, head, comb,
neck, back, breast, b&dy, wings, tail, legs
and toes. Every variety has rules con-
cerning it, established by the American
Standard ot Perfection, and rthese mles
are inflexible. For instanceif a wing on
n fowl on exhibition should be all ulack
the least bit of whita will disqualify the
bird. If the weight be a half pound less thau
that fixed by the rules, the score will be
cut. If the Eerations in the comb differ
from the number laid down in Hoyle, the
score is cut. If the lordly cockerel boasts
one mora too than his brother or sister,
the scoro is cut. A weight is established,
fo much for cock, so much for cockerels,
po much fot-- liens and so ninth fof pullets.
If auy birds can't pull down the scales at
the proper notch the score is cut. Every-
body has to toe the mark. ,

The jndge, on his judgment near, takes
the bird from his domicile, holds it up

him, tells at a glance whether he is
perfect in sjmmetry or not. Down goes
itb score. He weighs it, examines its
head, comb, "wattles, crest bearJ, neck,
back, breast, body, wings, tail, legs and
toes. All are carefully but quiokly ex-

amined, and the score card made up.
Then the pen is scored. A pen consists

of four hens or pullets and one cock or
cockerel. The combined weight of the
females is added together and divided by
four, this weight is added to the weight of
the male, and the heaviest fowls capture
the premium?
