Lawyers Pronounced it One of the
Most Logical Argumenis They
Hiud Ever Heard—His Remarks
Made Quile an Improssion
on the Judges,

who attended yesterday's session of the
contest couit.

AL 9.50 be commenced his aygument in
favor of the coutestee, and did oot finish
till nearly 4 o'clock in the afternoon.

He stated that
Randall, Duncan, Van Ness, Allen, Haden
and Mathiss Bush huve all beon elected
under the apportionment of commission-
er's dristricts by reprecentative districts,
and that no man ever daved to challenge

thelr clection, *“Neither,” sald be, “did
anvbody ever guestion the legaity of the
distriet until Webb and Schanp went into
the hig ring of the Sixty-seventh district
to play marbles, Webb best Schaunp, nod
the latter eame Into court erying aud pluy-
ing the bubyr act.

Io 1580 the legislntore passed a special
net allowing che commissioners of Sedg-
wickcounty 1,000 & year for tbeir service,
and as the commissioners in questlon were
elected in the districts as they wow stapid
and have stood since 1886, thnt body recogz-
nized them as legally elreted commissinn-
ers, and heuce recoguized the distries
which they represented.
