pies and geveral use. A  compote

or two at the furthest before it is to he
served. The maost familiar American
compote, mnlded cranberries, in con-
sidered to be in its prime eondition the
day after it is made.

For an apple jeily select adozen firm,
well-flavored apples. Fall pippins make
an excollent jelly, butalmost any well-
flavored, slightly tart apple will do for
this purpose. Do not ;peel the apples,
but cut them into quarters, leaving the
core in, but removing any wormy
specks. Partially decaved apples are
unfit for the purpose. Pour & pint of
cald water over them and slice in half
a lemon Pnt them in 3 poreelain-
iined kettle to bail. Let them cook for
twenty miputes, and then draio them
through a fine sieve o & coarse eloth
Add sugur in the proportion of a pound
