[=pecial,]—The court readered its decision
yesterday in the case brought against the
board of education ta enjoin the issuing of
the $0,000 worth of school bonds. The
decision is good law aud reflects credit
upon the court, School warrauts will ap.
precinte at ouce, and will bring & good
price, Balow we give the decision, as it is
of interest to the whale territory:

“The conrt, after sonsidering tbe bond
injunction ense, and after much laborions
research, hns concluded that the iojunc-
tion {u this case should be allowed 1o the
uxtent of the difference of the excess over
and above the indebledness autborized by
the federal statutes, limiting the amount
of indebtedness of territories to 4 per cent
of tha tuxable prn]nr:y of the county ar
sahdivision sou to be bonded. The
smonnt of t-xngle property seams Lo be
mbesut £1,000,000. Your perceut on that
would be about 6,000 Thue existiog in-
debtrdness uow—1 will require the board
to furnish mwe & report, sbowing exactly
what the existing judebieduces ls—appears
to be about §29,000

“The propesition preseuted o  the
petition, upoan which toe temporary re-
straining ocder was granted, alleges that
125 femals voles were cast, aud that
females were placed on the sjection board
un judges of the election, and also that the
indebtedness songht to be Incurred woull
vxoeed the mmount of 4 per cent, limiied
Ly the federal statutes, referred to 1o this
\.419

""The conrt did not take iuto econeidera-
tise the poluls recited, except the 4 per
ceut Inhibitton by the federal sintute,
Two questious were raised which the
court tuonght needed consideration under
tbat 4 per cent inhibition: First whether
the federal stutute meaul that the whols
of the debis, in the aggregate, including
the territory, couniy sub-divisions aud
municipalities, could exceed the mmount
of 4 per cent, If the court shuuld decide
that ench sub-division, for iustance: The
territory sbould issue 4 per ceut, the
towusbip 4 per cent, Lhe counly 4 per cent
and the municipalities 4 per cent, the
question would then arise whellier the
school district was a separate and distinet
entity from the wmunicipsl corporation of
Oklabhoma Civy, Uvder the Kansus cases,
which 1 bave cousidored wery fully, aund
Dillon on municlpnl eorporations, Beach
on public corpotations, 1 bave determined
Lhat theso are separate and distloet enti-
ties. Then the guestion which arises is
whether, belug a separato entity itis a
politieal corporation, 1hea the court holds
that tbe schivol districk can issue 4 per
cent,

“The court is fully of the opinion thst
n school district is a political corporation,
It in m quasi corporation and the political
corporation ivciudes the quasi corpora-
tion In its genernl term.  Tuat would lead
us to the coucluston, that the school dis-
trict, being as & condition prec=dent & po-
Htieal corporation, might Issue 4 per cent.
under the law, The sechool embraces
Oklaboms City and the adjacent territery,
which 1s sttached, nnd may is=ue bonds
