The sciution was made by Grean Rob-
ert=, n young wau living in Narou town-
ship, wlio coulessed the crime.

This muarder was one of, if not the
greatest crimes ever commistad In Pratt
tonuty aud has aroused an extraordinary
amonnt of public interast. Since the com-
mission of the crime the peopla were
wrought up to a desperate pitch of excite-
mentand a public mseting was called at
which individual pledges were made never
to ceass till the muorderers ware detectad

One week ngo yvesterduy an old soldiers
and a highly respected aud wenlthy
farmer of Nuron townshbipin Pratt coun-
ty cume iuto Pratt to draw his pensioo
mouvey for wounds recsived daring
the war, Next day, near the Quaker
chureh, & farmer pamed Nelson saw a
wagon with horses tied to it in a valley
near bis farn aond supposed it belonged to
a party of bunters. “I'be wagon and horsas
were still in the same placa in the after-
noon, and the keen instinct of woman led
Mra Nelson to see that thers was some-
thing wrong., Her husband teld her that
e bwl exaumined the wugon nud fouod
things in o menuver that could not lead
to  any reasousble  suspicion. This
did notsatis{y her aod she insisted oun
waking n persounl investigation so strong
was the suspicion that ook hold of her,
By some mysterious force in usture sbe
begame couviveed that u muriler had been
committed, aud with her daunghter and a
bired man sbe started ont to fuvestigate.
They wentto where the teaw stowd un-
biteued and found that the lorses trucks
| indicated that they had stool on the same
spot an  unreasonable length of time.
They also found the tancks of
two men around the wagon. Qa still
closer examination they foand that the
wagon had been first driven (o where it
stood, then driven over a hlll and driven
back sagain.
