sumed its present proportions, no man
ever presents a pair of garters to a
woman except in Lent. At any other
time such a gift would be deemed an
insult. Nor is it permissible for a man
to present his gift in person. The gar
ter should invariably be sent oy mail
or express with a note in the package, in
which the objects must be described
as "clasps." In would be in bad taste,
for instance, for a woman to receive a
pair of garters from her fiance ia
propria persona. The gift should be

by letter never ver-
bally.

It is unfortunate that this whole
5ubjectof presenting garters should be
considered ludicrously. It is vulgar to
treat any such subject humorously even
In print. For instance, such women as
Mrs. John Jacob Astor, Mrs. Seward
Webb, Mrs. Coleman Drayton, Mrs.
George Gould, and others, as noted,
have received such gifts with no more
concealment than would be striven
for in the case of the of a
ring or brooch. In any large city, and
more particularly in New York, men
of position and influence step up to
the jewelry counter and ask to see the
garters with the utmost composure.
Mr. Barton 'Willing, the brother of
Mrs. John Jacob Astor, gave an im-

petus to the trade when he returned
from France shortly before his sister's
wedding, and in Philadelphia there
was a veritable garter rage that win-
ter.

High priced garters are bought by
men only. The present Lenten season
has witnessed an revival
of the garter fad, for the reason, it is
supposed, that the gifts made at Christ-
mas were necessarily curtailed in quan-
tity owing to the hard times.

Manj of the creations which attract
so much attention in the windows are
from France, a country which has long
reigned supreme in this fad. Hence
the prevalence of French mottoes on
them.

As to the probabilitj that the senate

societj', to put a stop to the
alleged free and easy style of garter ad-

vertising literature, that is not likely.
There are too many influential inter-
ests. But if they did it would crush an
industry which is already beginning
to attain proportions. For instance,
there is an American garter clasp in
the market which is admittedly supe-
rior to anything of the kind yet pro-
duced and which is manufactured in
silver and gold for shipment to France
in quantities.

Young men who make Lenten pres-
ents of a gartcxian nature should be
careful to? see that the clasp is what is
technically termed padded. Otherwise
there is likely to ba.a compression of
one of the most' sensitive portions of a
girl's leg. The jewelers usually have
circulars which give diagrams on the
subject of garters. Very few young
men are aware, for instance, that a
certain patent clasp which is excel-
lently adapted to the conformation of
a slender girl's limb would be most

for the contour of a stout
young woman's adipose tissue. It is
necessary to get the advice of some ex-
perienced person beforehand, if one is
not versed in this matter.

When a girl gets such a present she
should be careful not to wear the
articles just above the knee. That is,
a jeweled garter should be adjusted at
least two iKches above the knee joint,
as there is otherwise danger of a com-

pression of the ganglionic nerve. The
ungraceful gait of many otherwise
well-poise- d girls is due to carelessness
in this respect. It was Berry Wall's
boast before his marriage that he could
tell whether a girl was wearing her
farters properly or aot by the way she
walked.

European Courts Ayain to Be In-

vaded by tho Shah of Persia.

Sis Conduct on Former TIslts So Sbocfee
Boral Society That It Held Its Hands

Up in Unaffected Horror and
Consternation.

"The shah is coming again! Good
Lord, deliver us!" Such is the fervent
litany of the courts of Europe. For it
is announced that during the present
year Nasr-ed-Di- n, the king of kings,
will descend from the peacock throne
and make a teur of the chief capitals
of Europe as the guest of the sover-
eigns thereof. To say that the news
causes consternation is to put the case
too mildly. It is a reign of terror.
The coming of the shah will have much
political significance. Of that, accord-
ing to the Philadelphia Times, there is
no doubt. And merely on that score it
is perhaps well that he is to come. Af-

fairs are in a bad way in Persia.
There is widespread discontent with
the shah's rule, based chiefly on the al-

legation that he is subservient to Euro-
pean influences. Of this discontent
priests are the chief promoters. In-
deed, the whole priesthood of the em-

pire is hostile to the shah, and its ho
tility is scarcely disguised.

Certain it is, at any rate, that the
Russian government is in close sym-
pathy and active alliance with the
Persian priests in their opposition to
the shah. And the chief object of Nasr-ed-Di-

approaching visit to Europe
is, first, to see what aid and comfort
he can get from England, Germany and
Austria for the maintenance of his
throne; and, second, failing that, to
make the best terms he can with Rus
sia. On these grounds alone there
would be no objection to his coming,
for England has set out to build a rail-
road through Palestine and Syria to
India, or to the Persian gulf at the
least, and it is therefore highly desir-
able to get on the closest possible term3
of friendship with the shah. And that
end could far better be effected by hav-
ing him come to England than by send-
ing any number of ambassadors to him
at Teheran. The trouble is, however,
that he comes not merely as an impor-
tant political personage,, but as a most
offensive individual personage as well,
and it is in this latter capacity that he
has literally stricken witn dismay and
horror the courts of Europe, where his
last visitation is only too well remem-
bered.

His first visit to Europe was made in
1S7S and his second in 1879. He came
again in 18S9, and it was then observed
that his manners had not in the least
improved, ne still insisted, for exam-
ple, on throwing under the table his
plates and other dishes as fast as he
got through with their contents. Per-
haps that is the approved Persian
table etiquette. But in a sumptuously
furnished European palace, with china
as fragile as eggshells and worth itB
weight in gold, it is, to say the least,
rather trying. At his first dinner as
the guest of Queen Victoria, in 1889, it

I is said, he thus destroyed a thousand j

I dollars' worth of rare china. At all I

subsequent meals a number of waiters
were kept standing- - close behind him
to snatch up his plates the moment he I

seemed done with them, or at least to
take them from his hand before he
could throw them under the table.
Even despite these precautions he
broke several things and hit some of
the other on the feet and shins
with the dishes.

On one occasion the shah was seated
at the table next to one of the most
stately and digniiied roj'al princesses of
Europe. Hvas helped to some" aspar-
agus, cooked in a peculiarly delicious
manner. Picking up a stalk iu his fin-
gers, he sucked the end of it with evi-

dent delight. Then turning to his fair
neighbor he exclaimed: "Ba! hal How
good it is!" and thrust the sam e stalk
into her mouth for her also to taste.

tinction, he suddenly asked:
"Is that your wife over there?"
''Yes, your majesty."
