IT PE0YED FATAL

MRS. SHYDER OF SED&WI0I DEAD

FROM P0IS0BED COFFEE.

Traces ofArsenic Found in the Coffee
Pot Mr. Snyder nd One Daugh-

ter 3fot Expected to Recover.
The Other Members of the

Family Did 3fot Driuk
of the coffee, and are ;

Tbe poisoning case reported in theEAGLE
yesterday morning as having occurred at
Sedgwick is much more serious than was
at first supposed.

One person, Mrs. Snyder, is already
dead and very little hopes are entertained
for her husband and daughter.

A dispatch to the Eagle gives the fol-

lowing facts:
A serious case of poisoning occurred

here this moruins in tbe family of E.L.
Snyder, resulting in tbe death of Mrs.
Suyder this afternoon at 2 p. m. Two
more of the family, E. L. Snyder, and
youngest daughter, Hattie are
in a critical condition, and
but little hope is entertained for their re-
covery.

The poisoning occurred this morning at
breakfast, presumaby from the coffee, as
the two elder daughters of tbe family did
not drink coffee at breakfast. The

of the familv were taken sud-
denly ill at tbe table aud grew rapidly
worse. A physician was immediately
summoned and at once pronounced it a
case of polsoniug, presumably arsenic.
Every attention was given tne patients
Imt seemingly of no avail. It is a queer
case and Loroner Mclvee of iNewtou has
been summoned to investigate.

The family is one of tbe most prominent
in the city aud tho whole case is almost a
complete mystery. The family were highly
esteemed by all. aud no motive can be
giveu for the criuie if crime it be. Traces
of what was supposed to be arsenic were
found in the coffee pot, from which the
coffee had been thrown out and the pot
cleaned out, a very thoughtless act. No
traces were found of arsenic in the coffee
can upon a casual examination. More
particulars will no doubt be developed at
the inquest. The coroner has not yet ar-
rived. The doctors have but little hope of
saviug the father and daughter.

TO CURE TOOTHACHE.

Prescription for Emergency Treatment
That Is Convenient to Know.

Toothache is a little thing in the
books, but many physicians would
rather meet a burglar at the door on a

dark night than a call to cure a bad
toothache'of several days' continuance.
A hypodermic of morphine only post-
pones the evil day, and usually the
patient is respectfully referred to the
dentist The tooth should not be ex-

tracted while the jaw and gums are in-

flamed and the latter swollen, and it is
the physician's duty to treat the case
until the above conditions are removed.
Always keep a small phial containing
the following mixture: Chloroform,
gtt x.; glycerine, gtt x.; sat- - sol. ac.
carbol., gtt. x.; morphine, gr. j., with a
small wad of absorbent cotton. If the
offending tooth has a cavity or decayed
surface, saturate a small pellet of cot-

ton with the above mixture and put
into the cavity or against the decayed
surface, as the case ma3' be never pack
the cotton in, or the more is the trou-
ble, but have the pellet small enough
to enter without crowding. In most
cases this will end the trouble.

When the gums are swoolen and ten-
der paint two or three times, two min-
utes apart, with a four per cent, solu-
tion of cocaine. This time of year your
patient may have been eating a good
deal of fruit. The tongue and mucous
membrane of the month are pale, he
has a sour stomach, and next day the
toothach will return. Give ten grains
of of bismuth and ten
grains of phenacetin at once, and a
similar dose before each of the three
following meals, with a laxative if
needed, and stop all fruit for a few
days, and it will not return. The same
powder every two hours with cessation
of fruit-eatin- g will stop the persistent,
tormenting neuralgias so prevalent at
this season. Medical Record.

2S.562; the same
wh-- corrected for temperature were
28.538 and 22.443, and when reduced to sau
level (1,366 feet lower than this) they were
29.9SS aud 29.893 inches.

All barometer readings reported from
weather bureau stations and placed upon
bulletins are corrected for temperature aud
rednced to sea level.

For the benefit of the uninitiated I
wouldsay that height of tha barometer I

a measure of the depth and deutiity of the
air above us; the heigher the .baro-
meter the greater the density
of tbe air. A high barometer
and clear, cool weather usually go togeth-
er, and conversely a low barometer and
close, muggy weather areunally synchro-
nous. Hence a falling barometer is one
indication of the approach of foul weather,
while a rising barometer presages clearing
or continued fair, cooler weather. This is
a meteorological axiom, aud yet iu
forecasting tho weather one 1 reminded
of that apocryphal anecdote concerning the
famous German professor aud author who
was once asked: "What is that little book
ou your table?" "Tlut is a little work of
mlue just out. It contains the rules ot
the German language." "And what. Pro-
fessor, are those immense volumes upon
your shelves?" Those, Herr Doctor, are
the exceptions."
