THE IRRIGATION CONVENTION.

To the Lditor or tho EisIe.
This question is not one of theory

alone. Practical demonstrations havo
shown good results. The question is no
longer whether irrigation can be made
to pay in the cultivation of crops but
how can tho water bo easiest aud cheap-
est obtained, for application to tho soil.
"While it is not yet known how largo a
supply of water can be obtained yet it is
known, and settled by scientific men,
that enough water can be obtained to
irrigate at least one-tent- h of nearly every
quarter section in western Kansas.
That is enough to more than doublo the
product of the western half of the state.
At all tho conventions so far held the
sentiment has prevailed that tho general
government should conduct cer-
tain experiments that individuals cannot
do. It is not expected that the
government will buy every farmer a
wind mill and a pump and build Jiirn
a reservoir , but it is believed that it is
tho duty of tho government to deter-
mine by experiment and indicate by
survey the areas where water can bo
found, in sufficient quantities to justify
tho farmer in going to this expense him-
self, after ho has paid tho government
for land represented to be agricultural
land.

The government has been asked to
take hold of this work, bills are now
pending before congress for the necessary
appropriations. The Inter-Stat- e Irriga-
tion association, which meets in Omaha
on the 21 and 22 of this month, will set
forth tho necessities of this work
in such a way that congress
will be induced to accede to the
demands made. Kansas is especially in-

terested in the results, and should indi-
cate that interest by a laigo attendance.
There are special reasons why Wichita
should be well teprcsented at that con-
vention.

VOLCANOS IN ALASKA

More Than Two Score ef Theta Han
Been Active in the Present Century.

Recently I read an account of a bona
fide advertisement in a Scandinavian
jpaper of stupendous volcanoes for sale
for about four hundred dollars, says a
writer in the Christian Advocate.
They are located in Icelrnd. Alaska
might glut the market in this resthetio
article jf it were to put all its stock on
sale. The number which have been
'active within one hundred years is va-

riously estimated by the authorities 1

have consulted as aU the way from
forty-fiv-e to sixty-on- e. More than
twelve have been active'within twen-
ty years and five at least within foui
years. Among the most remarkable is
Bogorlof, one hundred miles west of
jUnalaska. This, about six hundred
feet high, together with the part of the
island from which it rises, has coma
up out of tho sea within a few fyears,
and constantly nsends out steam and
'smoke. Makushin, on Unalaska,
though snow-covere- pours out im-

mense volumes of steam and milk-whit- e

smoke, visible on a clear day
nearly sixty miles at sea. Akutan acts
like a geyser, jjufllng at intervals of a

few seconds. Shishaldin, on Cunimak
island, a perfectcone 8,753 feet above
the sea, snbw-cowre- but washed by
the ocean at its base, striped down its
sidds with ashes and condensed smoke,
was still smoking.

It has no foot hills, and its precipi-
tous slopes fall into the great Pacific
ocean on the south and Bering sea on
the north.

A party of Englishmen and Ameri-
cans who had chanced to meet in Mex-
ico, were visiting theMexican military
prison when their attention was first
silled to the principal figure of this
itory. The officer in charge of the
prison, having shown the visitors
Ihrough the buildings, concluded his
reception by sounding a bugle call in
fche prison yard, in response to which
signal all of Cne prisoners filed into the
Inclosure. The visitors observed that
the prisoners were required to form a
hollow square, in the center of 'which
itood six or eight men who had appar-sntl- y

been singled out and who were
aot of the ordinary type of prison in-

mates. Inquiry of the officer in charge
revealed the fact that the men in the
ariddle of the square were those of the
srisoners who had been sentenced to
leath.

In this little group of condemned men
mere stood one who, "by reason of his
3ne physique and blonde beard, con-

trasted strongly with his small, sallow
md dark-haire- d fellow-convict- s. His
lppearance indicated that he was an
Englishman. The officer in charge
.aid that he was a murderer and that
lie was soon to be executed. He added
mat the visitors might speak with the
;onvict if they pleased, an offer which
mcy promptly accepted.

The prisoner had been gazing at
mem earnestly, and when they ap-
proached he manifested a great deal of
oy. Ho had been in prison several
nonths, and in that time he had seen
io ono who spoke tho English lan-
guage. He began his story at once by
laying that he expected to bo shot any
lay, and that his greatest regret was
that ho could not die in England, or at
east among English-speakin- g people.

He had served seven years in the
British navy, he said, and was attached
to one of the ships of the Pacific squad-yj- n

when the events leading up to his
irrest and conviction began. The ship
!iad been lying for some time in the
harbor of Acapulco, on the west coast,
Trhen he and several of his fellow-jailo- rs

deserted. Three of his compan-'on- s

were captured and returned to the
jhip. The others three men and a
boy made their way into the interior
is fast as they could. Tho country
through which they passed was rough
md barren and they came across very
few villages. For a week they lived
Dn pulque and dried berries. One of
the men died of fatigue and hunger.
Chc boy and another man turned back,
preferring arrest as deserters to death
trom starvation and exposure.

The two remaining sailors journeyed
Dn toward the interior, until they came
to a small place in the province of Pu-;b-la

called Santa Anna. Here fcuey
found food, but, as they were without
aaoney and unable to speak the lan-
guage, and sultering, as they were,
from exposure and the enervating trop-
ical climate, their position was not
materially improved.

There was at that time a temporary
recruiting station at Santa Anna, and
there the two sailors learned that a
small body of recruits was soon to be
transported to the capital. This seemed
to be a means of affording them tem-
porary food and shelter, and according-
ly the two sailors enlisted as common
soldiers. They expected to desert as
soon as a desirable opportunity arrived
md find their way to the States as
rapidly as possible.

The officer in charge of the handful
of troops was a young lieutenant who
had been recently commissioned. This
was his first command. He was proud
of his authority and exerted it in such
a way that the men grew to dislike
him intensely. Especially bitter in
their hatred for the young officer wero
the two Euglish tars, whom he seldom
neglected when selecting his victims
for punishment and other forms of
humiliation. One day when they were
almost within rifle shot of tho capital,
the lieutenant, who was in a bad
humor and suffering from the effects
of the terrible heat, struck the larger
of the two Englishmen, who is the
convict of the story, with his sword.
