England's Determination to Control
tlio Commerce of the Broad Ocean.

Da Giima Said to be Seeking
Opportunity to Surrender.

Quebec, March 9. In furtherance of a n
evident determination to command the
commerce of the Pacific ocean, illustrated
by her designs upon Honolulu and the pro-
posed Canadian-Australia- n cable. Great
Britain has resolved upon the expenditu re
of $5,000,000 upon the" fortifications of
Equimault. These were commenced
Match 1 by a force of 500 men belonging to
the marine artillery and royal engineers
under the general direction of Major
Mmrhead, one of tbe most efficient ex-

perts of the British war department. No-
body outside of those connected with the
work are permitted to inspect the plans.
but a few of tbe details of the scheme
have been learned.

The work will occupy two years and the
fortifications of Crouatadt will sink into
iusignificance beside them. Their great
novelty will consist fn the fact that they
will be to a great extent under gronnd.
The work will be carried to completion
with all secrecy and no one will be per-
mitted to remain employed in any one

sufficiently long to master the
mysteries. The small peninsula between
Esqnimault and Victoria harbors is to be
made impregnable to all approach from
the sea. aud pracu'callv so from the
land. The fortifications are projected
to extend from Point MacAuley all
the way to the head of Esquimault harbor,
literally encircling tbe latter, its navy
yards, imperial dry dock, magazines and
store bouses. A system of tunnels will be
worked on the elevator principle. At in
tervals tremendous wells are to be built.
in which will be operated by hydraulic
power and electricity large elevators
bringing from the gronnd batteries of
artillery and crews to operate them, and
sinking with men and guns back into the
earth as soon as the latter has been fired.
To provide for any land attack two more
parallel forts are to be erected, extending
far over into the straits and protecting the.
entrance to both Esquimault and Vic-
toria harbors. Toere will ba laid a net-
work of wires connecting the marine
mines.

The fortifications of theE-quimau- lt will
be promptly forwarded by the construc-
tion of less important but still extensive
works at or uear Nauatmo, the coal supply
thus being brought under protection and
control.

BRAZIL REVOLUTION.
Rro DE Janeiro, March 9. There are

reasons to believe that Admiral Da Gama
considers the chances of success on the
part of the insurgents as almost hopeless
and that he is seekiug an opportunity to
surrender to the foreign commanders.

This is thought to be due to the failure
of De Mello to reinforce him from the
south, aud of the fear that he may be
overwhelmed at any time by the arrival
of tbo government flet. This fleet is now
engaged in mysterious movements, be-
tween this harbor and Capo Frio. It is
thought that the squadron is waiting for
some vessel or vessels, but whether it
expects to be reinforced or to iutercept
tue enemy can only be conjectured.

TWO FAMOUS HORSES

aiesitncerand Daniel Lambert in theTIJi-tory-

American Trotters.
The American trotting horse is fa- -

mous the world over. His development
is one of our national triumphs. In
the history-o- f this development two of
the greatest namei are Messenger and
Baniel Lambert.

Messenger was, so to speak, one of
the seven fatliera of the American
trotter. He was a thoroughbred, that
is to say, his ancestors were recorded in
the English Stnd Book for running
horses and was imported to the
United States in 1788 Though bred
as a running horses he was a natural
trotter.

showing bis remarkable sound-
ness and vigor, a man who saw him
taken eff the ship used to relate that
three other horses, who had made the
voyage with him, were "so reduced
that they had to be helped and sup-
ported down the gangplank; but when
Messenger's turn came, he, with a loud
neigh, rushed down, with a negro on
each side holding him back, and dashed
up the street at a stiff trot, carrying
the grooms along in spite of all their
efforts to bring him to a standstill."

Though not remarkably fast himself,
he became the progenitor of some of
the greatest trotters. Hiram Woodruff
once said:

"When Messenger charged down the
gangplank the value of not less than
one hundred million dollars struck our
soil."

Messenger died at Oyster Bay, L. I.,
in 1803, being twenty-eigh-t years old.
As Mr. H. C. Mervin says, he had "at-
tained such a height of equine reputa-
tion that he was buried with military
honors, and a charge of musketry was
fired over his grave."

Daniel Lambert was a horse of later
date, a Morgan, eon of Ethan Allen,
and great-grandso- n of Justin Morgan.
His son was a granddaughter of Mes-
senger. Of him Mr. Merwin sajs:

"Perhaps itwould be no exaggera-
tion to say that the finest gentlemen's
roadsters inTTiis country have been of
Lambert stock. Daniel Lambert him-
self was a horse of commanding style
and of magnificent carriage.

"For many years he was kept in the
vicinity of Boston, bnt late in life he
was brought back to Middlebury. Vt,
where he had been raised. On this oc-
casion all the inhabitants turned out
with a brass band to welcome him
home, and there was a procession
through the village streets. 'Tlfe old
horse,' relates an of the
scene, 'kept time to the music, and was
the proudest creature that ever walked
the earth.' " Youth's Companion.

Iu the sixth round Birroa Janded
heavily on Neal's breast aud "Dutch" re-
taliated on Jack's neck. Both men seemed
tired. Neal landed heavily on Barron's
nose, in the seventh, causing the blood to
flow treely, but Jack stood firm. Neal
landed a heavy blow on Barrou's neck aud
louled him iu tbe eighth, but the referee
would not allow it.

The men came uo fresh in the eleventh
and fought viciously. Iu the twelfth
round Neal regained his strength and
kuocked the Australian down several
times. He continued his advantage in the
thirteenth round aud got in a heavy blow
ou Barron's stomach which knocked htm
completely out.

The contest lasted 52 minutes.

The preference for growing" plants
for decorative purposes is becoming- m
universal that we seldom notice the
subject of bouquets and bouquet-mak-ing-ffive- n

deserving-prominence- . AVhils
it is certainly a most sensible idea to
purchase beautiful specimen plants '

(which may be enjoyed for many weeks
or even years after the celebration for
which they are intended) for decorating-

-our parlors or dining-- tables on spe-
cial occasions, or to present to friends,
it is often desirable to select instead, m

handsome bouquet of tastefully-arrange- d

blossoms.
Where the purse will allow one to

order repeatedly, the exquisite bou-
quets ou which the experienced florist
is eager to display his rare skill and
perfect taste, this subject may seem
of little importance, but there are
many who deligbt in using for decora-
tive purposes or for floral offerings,
bouquets from their own private green-
houses. In this case the subject of ap-
propriate selections and tasteful ar-
rangements becomes vastly interest
ing.

The art of arranging flowers grace-
fully and naturally, is a rare accom-
plishment, and one that is worth care-
ful study. Remember that graceful-
ness and naturalness bhould be onr
aim, and not artistic arrangement Ii
the word artistic is used to indicate
that perfect degree of art in which no
art is visible, but everything looks so
simple and natural that it could hard-
ly be imagined other than what it is,
we could not employ a more suitable
term. But the bouquet usually sup-
posed to be artistically arranged is in
almost every case decidedly stiff, and
unlike any collection of blossoms in art
or nature.

intended to decorate; in arranging; oui
vases, decorating our tables or select-in-

our corsage bouquets we should
always have in mind a regard for the
general harmony. This in of first im-
portance in decorating with cut flow-
ers, and after making a judicious choice
of flowers that will harmonize wits
their immediate environment, w
should next consider the best method
of cutting and arranging tbera, and
then how to keep them from fading
prematurely. Ideas will soggest them
wdves as we work among the plants,
and we soon find ourselves ambition tbto produce some especially attractiv
