Senator Aid rich on behalf of the Rc
publican members stated there were repre-
sentatives of several Interests affected by
the bill now in "Washington asking to be
heard by the committee us to the changes
muittj and mentioned especially a delega-
tion of tha laboring men from Worces-
ter, Massv, interested in tho manufacture
of fire arms who, he said, regarded the
provisions relating to these articles Injur
ious to them Und who wore very desirous
of presenting the facts iu tho case. He
therefore offered a resolution that fiva
days ba set apart to hear worklngmcn,
farmer, manufacturers and all other per-
sons interested or desiring to D3 heard oa
tho rates suggested iu tba bilL Tha reso-
lution wa voted down by a strict party
vote, the Republicans favoring and the
Democrats opposing the resolution.

The committee did not make much pro-
gress with tba bill, only six items being
passed.

A number of circular, however, have
been discovered by tha "deptrtment which
have been. sent out by a Chicago firm of
grain merchants asking for information,
identical with that asued for by the de-
partment from its agents. It is thought
these ciiculars are being sent by this firm
and others to the agents of the depart-
ment. It is known tnat several persons
previously employed by the statistical di-
vision of the agricultural department are
now employed by ur.iiu dealern in Chicago.
It is surmised that these perouS, or soma
of them, may possess tbe names of the cor-
respondents of tbe department, and by
malliug them the same information
gathered by tha department they are able
to approximate the report about to be
made by Secretary Morton. Tho depart-uie-

hns.sent instructions to its agents
Informing them tboy are to serve tbe gov-
ernment exclusively or not at all In this
matter.

Third Any horse that is the sire of two
trotters with records of 2:3!) or better.

Fourth Any horse that is the sire of
oue trotter with a record of S:30 or better,
provided ba has either of the followiuu ad-
ditional qualifications: L A trotting re-
cord of 2:35 or better. S. Is the sire of
two other animals with trotting recurds ot
285. 3. Has a sire or dam that ii already
a standard trotting animal.

Fifth Any mare that has produced a
trotter with a record of 2:30.

Sixth Tbe progeny of a standard trot-
ting horse, when but of a standard trotting
mare.

Seventh Any mare whote sire Is stand-
ard aud whose first aud second dams are
by standard hordes.

As compared with the present trotting
standard, rule 1 remains uuchanged, but
in rule No. 2 a mare to become staudard by
trottiui; iu 2:80 must also either have a
standard sire or be out ot a staudard dam.
Rules 8, 4, 5 and 6 remain unchanged, but
rule 7 is a new one in its wording) while
rules 8 and 9 are abolished.
