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ETRANGE CLIMATIC DIFFERENCE

Explanation of the Causes of Florida's |
Varying Temperature. |
Peopls who visit the east coastof
Florida, and especially the Indian river
and the Lake Worth region, often won-
der why the climate of that section is
#o delightful at all times of the year
and so different in almost every par-
tienlar from what one would expect in
those latitudes. The exnlanation is
simple enougl. The difference be-
tween northern and semitropical Flor-
ida, apart from the latitudiosl dis-
tance, is due to the clevation of the
former and the distanee from it of the
gulf stream. The waters of the Gulf
of Mexico temper the immediate coast
line. Their effect does wot extend far
inland. The stream is pressed close to
the east enast shore along Dade coun-
ty by the DBabama banks. Atlantie
steamships sonthward bound, to aveid
the force of the current, stand in so
near the shora that they ean at some
points be hailed from land.

This vast, deep blue ocean river,
the volume of tha
thirty miles wide, two
