Any person who has ever tried to
count even one or two hundred catile
or sheep in an open field, writes TI. E.
Smith in the Chicago Inter Ocean,
knows that., simpie as it might seem
before trying it it s by no means an
easy matter. For animals thos seen in
masses look g0 much alike and are con-
stantly changing their places, pushing
each other about, and making so much
confusion, thzt one can never feel sure
that he has not counted some of the
animals several times over.

This being the case. how are to be
eounted the great herds of thousands
of cattie which are to be found in some
of our own western states, and still
vaster herds which range the immense
plainsof the countries of South Amer-
ica? :

In our northern and eastern states,
when it becomes mecessary to count
several huodred cattle, it is ususlly
done by driving them through a nar-
row lane, which effectunlly prevents
the passage of mors than a few ani-
mals at a time, and prevents them
from moving too rapidly and getting
in each other's way.

On the great pampas of South Amer-
fea, however, or the great prairies of
the west, there are no such inclosures,
and it would be impossible ever to
connt the enormous herds—sometimes
as many as fifteen thousand in a single

This help they quite unconscionsiy
but effectively render.  Just as human
beings, even when liviog in great cit-
jes, naturally divide themselves into
larger or smaller groups of families
which @ssocinte chiefly with each
other, so do the individuals of the

—tropillas, or little trocps, they are
called in Sonth America—containing
anywhere from forty to a hundred
members.

Each “tropilla® has one member
who, by reason of his superiorstrength
or sagacity, has obtained a sort of su-
premacy over the rest. These leading
amma!s are all known to the owners
or herdsmen, either by some natural
marking or peculiarity or by the own-
er's brand, as the case may be. The
number of these leaders is always
known, and it is easy to carry that io
mind and to become familiar with the
number of animals which follow each.

Thus in riding over the many miles

of territory which are often embraced
in one “estancia,” or cattle farm, the
herdsman, knowiog just Lhow many
tropilias there shonld be. and just how
many animals there should be in each
one, has no diffionlty in ascertaining if
any of his thousands of cattle have
strayed awny or been stolen.
* During stormy nights the frightened
cattle often mingle together, just as
people do in times of great public
ecalamity. But when morning and sun-
shine come again, the littls troops
form themselves oncs more, showing
that each individual is sble to recog-
nize his own mates and the leader
among the thousands of a vast herd,
just ms the individuals of & human
family recogunize each other in the
erowds of a great city.

How to Eat as Orange.

There are many wars of eating or-
anges, but the Floridian has probably
the most common-sense way of dispos
ing of the fruit. He usesa sharp knife
and pares the orange much the same as
one would peel an apple. takipg care
not to eut through the white rind that
protecta the pulp. Then holding the
orange at the poles and cutting
through the center the geed pots are
removed. The rest is easy. As a col-
ored boy in Jacksonville said: “Put
yoush face m it and eat till youcomse to
the rind.* The white rind forms a
natural cup for the julee, and anyone
who ever tries this method will never
think of remoring the skin in the old
way and quartering the fruit.
