In forty-eiz- hours the people of
Wichita will beeiu to vote for six mem-oe- rs

of the city council and six members
of the school board.

The interest in the coming election is not
asereatasit usually bos been, from the
fact that it is conceded by all that the Re-

publican ticket will be elected from top to
bottom.

This lethargy and confidence should not
be carried too far, for iu two wards at
least the schemers and tricksters are at
work and have some lrnpes of beatinsr Re
publicans, some by trickery and some by
treacherv.

For soma reason the Democrats have it
in for John Martin iu the Sixth
ward and they are trying hard to beat
him there. To be sure the better element
of the Democracy in the ward are

him openly, not having any regu-
lar candidate of their own, but on the
other hand there are quite a number of
Pops, in disguise against bim who are
fiuhiing him hard because he is honest,
cousislant and successful. Of course there
is uo question about his election if the Re-
public ms are loyal to the ticket which
they made and the candidate who was the
choice of the people by such a pronounced
majority. John Martin will uot
go into the council a green hern
He will carry with him intelligence,
experience and the most sterling uative
honesty. He served his ward six years or
more already, and a breath of suspicion
was never uttered against his motives and
actions. He served under Democratic as
well as Republican administrations aud he
was always held iu the highest repute
by each. He was always iu harmony with
the mayor and couucilmen with whom he
served, and in this mauner was always
valuable to his constituents when ho
wanted anything for either them or the
ward as a whole.

Now that the city politics are
settled beyond question for this
year the politicians are busying
themselves about county aff tirs.

running some outside subsidized papers
for Kies.
