Aud the lowest tempera-
ture tuis p ist, month was thirteeu degrees
on the 20 u, which has been exceeded every
March but one .since the statiou whs open-
ed. In March 1SS9. the lowest was seven-
teen degrees ou itie 9ih; but iu 1SU3 it was
three degrees ou Mtrcu 18.

The total ram fall was .73 inches which
is 1.7G inches less titan the normal; aud
siuce the first of January it has run 2 82
inches behind the normal. T.ie rain fall
for March, 1S90, was only .14 inches, but
every other March for six yers exceeds
