HOME TRADE THE BEST.

In our anxiety to reach the nearest
tidewater through, the gulf porta we
should not forget the greater importance
of building up a direct traffic with the
south. A home market is preferable to
a foreign one for many reasons, the chief
of which is that all the accruing profits
of either carrying, buying or selling are
kept at home. We are working out a
problem of our own in our commerce as
well as in our system of government on
this 6ide of the wide Atlantic, and it
should be our first duty to use every
facility to foster home traffic. There is
between the south and the west mutual
dependence which leaves no alternative
but an exchange of products. If it is to
be carried on it should be done with the
best possible results to both buyer and
seller, or rather to each party to the ex-

change of commodities. It is unnatural
and positively wrong to introduce
middle men or extra miles between the
producer and the consumer. That this
has been done with the greatest
volume of our southern trade nobody
denies. In fact a great portion of our
southern trade i3 only known through
the scalpers aud brokers of so called
great markets, entirely out of line of
any direct way of shipment. That
these self appointed conservators of our
rights and profits, aided by eastern rail-
way interests, have thus diverted our
trade from its legitimate and natural
channels only shows their greater enter-
prise and a corresponding lethargy on
our pait. Surely it does not require the
sagacity of a Ricardo or a Malthus to see
the folly of taxing every pound of our
freight with the cost of carrying it two
miles by a round about circuit when i .

should go one mile direct in half the
time. Goods billed to 3Iemphis via St.
Louis or to Atlanta, Georgia, via Chica-
go or Cincinnati are subject to just such
a tax, which, of nocessit', must be paid
by tho producer or consumer or both.

Nothing will do more toward building
up our trade with the south than this
shortening of transportation lines,
and the inexpensive acd altogether
pleasant arrangement for meeting
often in trade conventions. It need not
be argued that the products of the two
sections are alike indispensable to each.
We of the west can no more produce the
cotton and the susrar which we must
havo than the gulf states can raise the
wheat, corn and pork, without which
the cotton and sugcir could not bs pro
duced. Our mutual dependence is the
uest oi ail reasons why our commerce
should be carried on with tho least pos
sible cost, and our trade extended to the
very limit of every demand. This can
only bo done by perseverance and sys
tematic work. Tlio wolves and vultures
which have preyed upon our commerce
will bo on our trail, ready to blcck our
efforts by every means fair and foul,
but it will be our business to see that
tolls and extra charges are fairly divided
between those who produce the goods
and thoso who buy and pay for them.

KiXSiS1 CHANCE.

Take tho states of Texas, Aikansas.
Mississippi, Tennessee, North and South
Carolina, Georgia, Alabama, Louisiana
and Florida and they requiro about
50,000,000 bushels of wheat annually
over and above what they produce, aud
buy it either as wheat or after it is con-
verted into flour. Kansas is their near-
est aud cheapest market, yet they do
not get 10 per cent of their supplies from
Kansas, and are compelled to pay as
much for what they buy as tho same
grade costs in nearly all the European
markets. Better trade relations with
tho west would save to the above named
states annually $10,000,000, and give
their local roads more business than they
now get. The time has come when the
American people must btudy economy
and the cost of living is the one thing
that will have to bear the brunt of de-
creased expenses. The ability to make a
living in any state is the incentive that
populates the state. Aud when tho cost
of living is out of proportion to the in-

come there can bo no growth or prosper-
ity. Kansas today is only rich in the
productiveness of her fertile soil. What
she has produced has laigely been ab-
sorbed by the long hauls and tolls that
her productions have been subjected to.
The time has come when economic ques-
tions must be studied and tho chipping
out of the surplus and shipping in tho
supplies is something that affects the
interests of all. The towns on the Mis-

souri river are howling that Wichita
wants the earth and is continually after
better f i eights for herself regardless of
herneighbois. The facts is that Wichita
has fought for years for simple justice
and never filed a complaint but in the
interests of tho surrounding territory.
What Wichita wants is just and reason-
able rates that the state of Kansas sud
the country tributary to her may prosper
aud then siie will take her chance, and
the emerprise of her citizens should be
the pride of the state instead of being
sneered at as they fieequently are by
people living in the state.

AMERICAN MINCRAL WATERS.

Investigations of the natural mineral
vaters of the United States and drink-
ing waters of eastern United States
have for sere'ral years been carried on
by the United States geological survey,
end the results are embodied in two
special reports by Dr. A. C. Peale and
Prof. W. J. McGee, who conducted tho
inquiries. These were made public the
other day.

The mineral spring resorts of tha
country, it is stated, have never been
very thoroughly studied from a statis-
tical point of view, although there is
scarcely a state in the Union that has
not at least one of them, even if only
locally important. Many are used both
as resorts and as sources of water for
commercial purposes. A full list of
these resorts in this country is given ia
the publication.

There are between 8,000 aud 10,000
mineral springs in this country, it is
cited, and the waters from almost 300
arc annually placed on the market ag-

gregating 21,000,000 gallons at a valu-
ation of $3,000,000. A comparison with
the statistics of 1SS3 shows the in-

creasing importance of tho subject,
the total number of springs then known
to be used for commercial purposes
being 1S9, while the production was
7,529,428 gallons, valued at $1,119,003.

"There has been a great improve-
ment in sanitaria of the country in the
past ten years," states the report, and
before long it is hoped that no one will
be obliged to go abroad for treatment
at a mineral spring resort. Until then
the people of this country must rely
on the comparison of our waters with
those of the foreign countries where the
study of their effect has been carried on
for years. Most of the hot springs are in
the western states, while the majority
of those whose waters are used commer-
cially are found in the eastern United
States and in the Mississippi valley.
West of the 101st meridian they are
largely confined to the Pacific coast.
Altogether, in Montana, Idaho, Colora-
do and New Mexico, there are barely a
dozen springs used commerically. In
New Hampshire chalybeate waters are
most common; in Vermont sulphureted
springs are more common, while chaly-
beate waters are common throughout
Massachusetts. Affair proportion of
the mineral waters of New England
arciuscd both commerically and for
places of resort, and thermal springs
are found to be more numerous in the
south Atlantic states 4than in the mid-
dle states. In the southern central
states saline springs outnumber all
others, and thermal springs are few in
number. Most of the waters in the
northern central group are those
derived from artesian borings. The
western states, although they include
little more than 30 per cent, of the
total area of the country, contain more
than 80 per cent, of its known thermal
springs. The springs of Alaska are
mainly saline, and most of them are
sulphureted.

"The average man," cites Prof. Mc-

Gee in his report on potable waters of
eastern United States, "consumes
daily about four pounds six ounces of i

simple liquids. tog-ethe- with aoout I

two pounds six ounces of nominally
solid food actually consisting of equal
parts of water and solids.

"While water may constitute but
half of the aliment, the danger of

from this substance is,
other things equal, much greater than
the danger from all others combined.
A large part of the population of the
country obtain drinking water from
underground or overground cisterns
supplied from the storm water from
roofs. Both are safer than ordinary
wells, bnt danger exists in both. In
the northern and middle zones of
eastern United States underground
cisterns prevail. The principal source
of danger in cisterns is cracking of
bottom walls or roofs and consequently
leakage or admission of contaminated
water.

"Overground wooden cisterns prevail
on the gulf slope, and to some extent
on tha southern Atlantic slope and in
tho Mississippi vaUey. At best, the
wooden cistern Is a primitive af-
fair, bound to be supplanted by more
trustworthy and wholesome devices.
In view of the wayft in which the rela-
tively pure rain water is contaminated
on the roofs and in water pipes, no
sistcrn should be used as a potable
water supply without the protection
of a filter. Practically, there is proba-
bly no city, town or populous village
in the eastern United States that can
not secure a trustworthy supply of po-

table watr by collecting the rainfall
on artificial roofs or in artificially pro-
tected drainage basins, provided na-
tural streams are aot obtainable. ln
this way the maximum limit of cost
for stream-fe- d water works may be
fixed at the minimum costs or rain-fe- d

reservoirs. Artician waters may be
obtained either generally or under
favorable local conditions ia several
larjre areas.
