Senators Hill and Irby,
concerniug whose position there has been
speculation, were absent, but Senator
Murphy, whose position hits been consid-
ered somewhat doubtful, stood with his
party,

Tha Republicans predicted that the co-

hesion so far displayed will not contiuue,
but the best information obttiuable at
this time indicates that however unsatis-
factory the bill is to a number of the Dem-
ocrats, it will continue, for the present at
least, to receive the support of all Demo-
cratic senators, with possibly one or two
exceptions.

FOH GOVERNMENT COOTTROL.

Farmers' Alllancs Men Arpue for Gov
eminent Control of Telegraph System.

Washln'GTOS, May 11. Mr. Marion C.
Butler, president of the Farmers' Alliance
and Industrial Union, mada an argument
before the house committee ou postofllces
today, in .support of postal telegraph leg-

islation. The Alliauca favored tha postal
telegraph scheme beciuse it would cor-

rect an evil of monopoly.
Representative Maguire of California

also spoke in continuation of his argu-
ment ou the subject which he began last
week. He declared that tbe telegraph
business is a monopoly; that an attempt
to meet it by private competition
would result in no benefit to
the people, consequently the gov-
ernment ought to assume charge
of the business. He believed that for
$25,000,000 tha present Western Union
plant could be duplicated, and the people
would not have to pay the interest on the
$90,000,000 capitalization iu stock which
does not reoresent actual investment.
