FEE DYBTOR's ¢RI-0N.

When the war was ended the provost |
reverted to more legitimate uses again,
but under regulutions which sent all
the common criminals to the Bridewell,
and made the new jail merely a place
of genteel detention for prisoners for |
debt; those thriftless (or, pessibly, over-
thrifty) persons who were for duncing |
tarough the world at the charges of
anybody whom they conld induece to
pay their piper, and. whose simple con-
cept of economical finance wns never to
pay a piper, or anybody eise, for them-
selves. That this cluss was represent-
¢d over-liberally in the New York of a
hundred years ago might be inferred
from the fact that between January 2
and December § of the year 1788 no less
than one thousand one hundred and
sixty-two debtors were sent to prisou;
in other words—the population then
being about twenty-five thousand—one
citizen in every twenty, or thereabouts,
went to jail for debt. Fortunately for
the reputation of the New Yorkers of
the last century, however, these figares
—which I find in a petition ad-
dressed by the association for
the relief of distressed debtors to
ie general assembly—are mis-
leading when taken without their
qualifving context. The purport of the
petition was to exhibit the injury done

of debtors for small sums,” and its
major premise was the fact that of the
one thousand one hundred and sixty-
two commitments speciied no less than
seven hundred and sixiy-three were
“for sunms recoverable before a justice
of the peace, aud many of these under
twenty shillings.” Very reasenably, |
therefore, the memorialists nrge that
the confinement of debtors for such
slight canse inures greatly to the in

years ago, where it has since escaped
from cultivation and may now be
found growing wild.

| used in pharmacy.

The second of our quartet, coea,
often incorrectly spelled cuca, s a
shrub closely resembling blackthorn
and a pative of the Andes, attaining
six or eight feet in heipht, with
straight braoches and brillilant green
leaves. The latter, when cheowed, pro-
duce a sense of warmth in the mouth,
baving o pleasant, pungent taste.

Of coca much less can be said than of
the others So little is kmown im
porthern conntries that the diection-
aries and encyclopedias, with one ex-
ception, ignore it. It yields & roet,
which properly ecooked, is mot wnlike
sweet potato, and which I have foand
palatable and very nourishing. It is
not of suficient value, however, tg
commn into general use where either po-
tatoes, bread frult’or plantains sbound

The last of onr quartet, the cocoannt

| palm, is the most widely distributed of
